G.5.R. 156.—In exercise of the powers conferred by clause (¢) of sub-section (2) of Section 48 of the Foreign
Contribution {Regulationy Act, 2010 (42 0f 2010), the Central Government hercby makes the following rules with regard to
the acceptance or retention of forcign contribution by way of gift or presentation made to a member of an Indian
delegation, namely :—

i. Short title apd commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the Foreign Contribution (Acceptance or
Retention of Gifis or Presentations) Rules, 2012,

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Official Gazette,
2. Definitions.—In these Rules, 2011, unless the context otherwise requires,—
{a) “Act” means The Foreign Contribution (Regulation)Act, 2010 (42 of 2010);

(b) words and expressions used in these rules and not defined but defined in the Act shall have the meanings
respectively assigned to them in the Act.
3. Manner of acceptance or retention of foreign contribution by way of gifts or presentations.—(1) Where any

foreign tontribution by way of gift or presentation is made to a member of any Indian delegation, such person shall, within
a period of thirty days of the receipt of such gift or presentation, furnish the following information in writing to the

Secretary to the Government of India in the Ministry or the Department that has sponsored the programme, namcly —
(i) the fact of having received such gift or presentation;
(i) the foreiﬁn source irom which such gift or presentation has been reccived;
(i) the approximate market value of such gift or presentation;
{(iv) the date and the place of receipt of such gift or presentation;,
{v) any other details relating thereto, as may be considered appropriate by such person :

Provided that where the approximate market value of such gift or presentation exceeds the equivalent of five
thousand rupees in the opinion of such persen, he shall deposit such gift or presentation with the Seeretary of such
Ministry or Department :

Provided further-that where more than ene gift or presentation is received by such person and the aggregate
market value of such gifts or presentations exceed fificen thousand rupees, he shall deposil all such gitis or presentations
with the Secretary of such Ministry or Departzent.

{2) Where a person receives any gift or presentation during his or her visit to any foreign country or territory

outside India, he or she shall, within a period 0f 36 days from his or her return to India, furnish the information specified
in clauses (i) to (v) ot sub-rule (! ) in the manner spectiied therein.

(3) The Secretary to the Government of India, referred to in sub-rule (1) shall, forware every such gift or
presentation deposited with him or her to the Toshakhana in the Ministry of External Affairs for assessment o!its market
value.

{4) The assessment refesred to in sub-rule (3) shall be made within a period ofthiry days irom the date of receipt
of the gift or presentation in the Toshakhana by a Board consisting of the following members namely —

() Joint Secretary in the Ministry of External Affairs;
(i) Under Secretary or Attache in the Ministry of External Affairs;
(i) Customs Appraiser, Foreign Port Office, in the Ministry of Finance.

(5) If any question arises in respect of the assessment made under sub-rule (4), it shall be referred to the
Secretary to the Government of India in the Ministry of’ Home Atfairs who shall decide the same.

(6} The markel value of the gift or presentation as assesscd under sub-rule (4) or as decided undér sub-rule (5)
shall be communicated to the person concerned.

{7y 1ithe Markct value of the single gift or presentation as assessed under sub-rule (4) does not exceed five
thousand rupees, it shall be returned to the person concerned for retention by him or her :

Provided that in the case of gift or presentation being more than one, only one of such gifis or presentations of
his or her choice shall be returned to such person for retention, if the aggregate of its market value as assessed vnder sub-
rute (4) does not exceed five thousand rupees :

Provided further that such person shall, within a period of thirty days from the date of receipt of any communication
in this reuard have the option to purchase such other gift or presentation of his choice, other than the gift or presentation
returnied to L for retention, on payment of the difference between the aggregate raarket value of such gifts or presentations
as assessed undet sub-rute (4) and five thousand rupees:

Provided also that the option so excrcised shall be final.
