G.S.R. 33(E).—In excrcise of the powers conferred
by section 8 of the Pondicherry (Administration)
Act, 1962 (49 of 1962), the Central Government
hereby extends to the Union territory of Pondicherry,
the Tamil Nadu Relief Undertakings (Special Pro-
visions) Act, 1969 (Act XXI of 1969), -as in force
in the State of Tamil Nadu on the date of this noti-
fication, subject to the following modifications,
namely —

MODIFICATIONS

1. Tn section 1, for sub-section (2) and sub-sec-
tion (3), the following sub-sections shall respectively
be substituted, namely =

«(2) Tt extends to the whole of the
tereritory of Pondicherry;

Union

(3) It shall come into force on such date as the
Administrator may, by notification, in the
Pondicherry Gazette, appoint.”

2 In section 2,—

(a) clause (1) shall be re-lettered as clause (1A)
and before clause (1A) as so re-lettered the
following clause shall be inserted, namely :—

‘(1) “Administrator” means the Administrator
of the Union territory of Pondicherry,
appointed by the President under article

239 of the Constitution;

(b) in clause (1A) as so re-lettereed, the words
u§tate Government” shall be substituted by
the words “Central Government” ;

(c) in clause (2), the word “Government” shall
be substituted by the words “Central
Government” ;

(d) in clause (5), in sub-clause (), the word
“Gov«_:rnmcnt”‘ wherever it occurs shall be
substituted by the words “Central Govern-

ment” 3

(c) in clause (5). in sub-clausc (b) the words
“qr Corporation” shall bz added at the end.

3. In section 3, the word “Government” shall be
substituted by the word *‘Administrator” and the
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following words shall be inserted after the words
“~ublic interesct” :—

“and after getting approval of the
Government”

ANNEXURIL

THE TAMIL NADU RELIT'F UNDERTAKINGS
(SPECIAL PROVISIONS) ACT, 1969 (ACT NO.
XXI OF 1969) AS EXTENDED TO THE UNION
TERRITORY OF PONDICHERRY.

An Act to enable the Government to make special
provisions for a limited period in respeci of industrial
rzlations, financial obligations and other like matters
in relation to industrial undertakines the tunning of
which is considered essential as a measurc of pre-
venting, or of providing relief against, unemployment.

BE it cnacted by the Legislature of the State of
Tamil Nadu in the Twentieth Yeor of the Republic
of India as follows :—

1. Short title, extent and commencement.—

(1) This Act may be called the Tamil Nadu
Relief  Undertakings  (Special Provicions)
Act, 1969.

(2) It extends to the whole of the Union territory
of Pondicherry,

(3) Tt shall come into force on such date as
the Administrator may, by nctificalion, in
the Pardicherry Gavette, appoint.

2. Definitions.—In this Act, unless the context

otherwise requires,—

(1) “Administrator™ ineans thz Administrator of
the Union territory of Pandichervy, apnaint-
ed by the President under article 239 of
the Censtilution ;

(1A) “Government” meang the Cenetyal Govern-
ment !

(2) "Government company” m=ans any company
in which pot less (han fiftx-ore per cent
of the paid up share cupitol is held by the
Central Governmen'. o inclades q ¢oe-
pany which is a subsidiary of any such
Government company,

Explanation.—Tn this clausc, “company” mcans
a company as dcfined in the  Companies
Act. 1956 (Centril At | of 1088

(3) “industry” means any buriicas, trade, under-
taking, manufacture or calling, of employers

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and includes any calling, service, employ-
ment of  which is under any law
or avocation of workmen and the word
“industrial” shall be construed accordingly ;

(4) *““velief undertaking” means a State industrial
undartaking in respect of which @ declara-
tion under scction 3 is ip force;

(5) “State industrial undertaking”
industrial undertaking—

means an

(2) which is started or which or the manage-
ment of which is wunder any luw or
agreement acquired or otherwise taken
over by the Central Government or by
a Government company and is run or
proposed to be run by, or under the
authority of, the Central Government or
a Government campany; or

(®) to which any loan, advance, or grant has
been given or in respect of &ny loan
whereeof, a guarantee has been given, by
the Central Government or a Government
company or Corporation.

3. Declaration of relicf undertaking.—The Adminis-

trator may, if satisficd that it is necessary or cXpe-

dient so to do in the public interest and after petting
approval of the Central Government, with g view to
enabling the cortinued running or restarting of a
State indusfrial underiakine as a measure of prevent-
ing. or of providing relivf against, unemployment,
declare, by notification, that the State industrial under-
taking shall. with efect on and from such date and
for such peried as may be specified in the notification,
be a relief undertaking

Provided that the period so specificd shall not, in
the first instanve, exceed one year but may, by a
like notification, bz cxtended from time to time, by
any period not exceedins one year al anv one time
so however“that no notification issueq “under this
section shall in anv case remain in force for more
than ten years in the apgregate,

4. Application of certain enactments and contracts,
agreements, etc,, to relief undertaking.—The Adminjs-
trator may. if satisfied thot it is necessarv or expedient
so to do for the purposcs specified in  section 3,
direct by notifeation,—

(a) that in relation to any releief wndertaking
all or any of the enactments spacified in
the Scheduls shall not apoly or shall apply
with such adeptations, whether by way of
modification. addition or omission, as may
be specified iy snch notification : or

(b) that all or any of the contracts, assurances
of property, acreements, settlements, awards,
standing  orders or cther instruments in
force, to which ony relief undertaking is a
par'e or which mav be applicable to any
relief underialine immediately before the
date with cffert on @nd from which the
reli=f nndertaline  was  declared a relief
undertaking, shell he suspended in oneration
or that all or any of the rights privileges,
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obligations and liabilitics accruing or arising
thereunder before the said daie, shall be
suspended or be enforceable with  such
modifications and in such manoper as may
be specified in such notification.

5. Overriding effect of notification under section
4.—A notification under scction 4 shall have effect
potwithstanding anything to the contrary contained
in any other law, agreement or instrument  or any
decree or order of a court, tribunal, officer or other

authority.

6. Suspension or modification of certain remedics,
rights, etc., stay of procecdings, their revival and
continuance,—Any remedy for the enforcement of
any right, privilege, obligation or liability referred to
in clause (b) of section 4 and suspended or modified
by a notification under that section shall, in accord-
ance with the terms of the notification be suspended
or modified, and all proceedings relating  thereto
pending before any court, tribunal, officer or other
authority shall accordingly be stayed or be continued
subject to such modification. so however, :hat on the
potification ceasing to have effect—

(3) any right, privilege, obligation or hability g0
suspended or modiied shall revive and ve
enforceable as if the notification had never

been issued; and

(b) any proceeding so stayed shall be proceeded
with subjecet to the provisions of any law

which may than be in force from *he stage
which had been reached when the proceeding
was stayed.

7. Pereiod of limitation.—In computing the period
of limitatior for the enforcement of any right, privilege,
obligation or lability referred to in clause (b) of
section 4, the period during which it or the remedy
for the cneforcement thereof was suspended, shall be

excluded.
