
Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant Development 
and important events for the month of November, 2019. 

The Hon tie Prime Minister on 09 November 2019 inaugurated the 
Integrated Check Post (ICP) at Dera Baba Nanak, Kartarpur Sahib 
Corridor to commemorate the 550th Birth Anniversary of Sri Guru Nanak 
Dev ji. The ICP would facilitate Indian Pilgrims to visit the Gurudwara 
Kartapur Sahib in Pakistan. The first official Jatha of pilgrims was also 
flagged off by the Hon'ble Prime Minister. The state-of-the-art Passenger 
Terminal Building was built by LPAI, MHA in a record time, is fully air 
conditioned, akin to an airport and has over 50 immigration counters for 
facilitating about 5000 pilgrims a day. 

2. Meeting between Gol Delegation led by Hon'ble Home Minister, 
Shri Amit Shah and a delegation led by Hon'ble Internal Minister of 
Uzbekistan, Mr. Pulat Bobojonov was held on 20th  November, 2019. 
During the meeting an Agreement was signed between the Ministry of 
Home Affairs of the Republic of India and the Ministry of Internal 
Affairs of the Republic of Uzbekistan on Cooperation in the field of 
Combating Transnational Organized Crime and International 
Terrorism. 

3. The Union Minister for Home Affairs, Shri Amit Shah inaugurated 
the Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) Joint Exercise on Urban 
Earthquake Search & Rescue-2019 in New Delhi on 04.11.2019. The 
Exercise was organized by the National Disaster Response Force 
(NDRF) from November 4-7, 2019. 

4. On 5th  November, 2019, Union Home Secretary held a meeting to 
consider the report of Inter-Ministerial Central Teams (IMCT) on 
Floods/Landslides/Cyclone of 2019 in Karnataka, Maharashtra and 
Tripura. 

5. During the month, three State bills were assented to by the 
Hon'ble President of India. These are "The Indian Partnership (Gujarat 
Amendment) Bill, 2019", "The Rajasthan Bovine Animal (Prohibition of 
Slaughter and Regulation of Temporary Migration or Export) 
(Amendment) Bill, 2018" and "The Civil Laws (Uttar Pradesh 
Amendment) Bill 2019." 

6. During the month, sanction for prosecution for filing the charge 
sheet against 30 accused persons was accorded in accordance with 
section 45 (1) of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 and 
section 188 of CrPC in respect of NIA. 



7. The Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Tribunal, by its order dated 
06.11.2019, has confirmed the notification issued by the Central 
Government on 14.05.2019 under which the Liberation Tigers of Tamil Eelam 
(LTTE) was declared an unlawful association. 

8. Under Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1976 ban on 
Hynniewtrep National Liberation Council (HNLC) of Meghalaya, 
National Democratic Front of Bodoland (NDFB) and United Liberation Front 
of Assam (ULFA) as unlawful associations has been extended for five years 
more upto 15.11.2024, 22.11.2024 and 26.11.2024 respectively. 

9. An amount of Rs. 1000 Cr. was released from National Disaster 
Response Fund (NDRF) in advance, as an interim assistance for flood relief, 
to the State Government of Madhya Pradesh. 

10. During the month, an amount of Rs.36.90 crore was released to the 
State Government of Punjab and Manipur under the Border Area 
Development Programme (BADP). 

11. 114 Coys of CAPFs were deployed in various States viz. 
Arunachal Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Punjab, Delhi, Telangana, 
Karnataka, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, Gujrat, Jharkhand, Maharashtra, Kerala, 
Manipur for maintaining law and order during various festivals etc. 

12. On the recommendations of Election Commission of India, 343 Coys 
of CAPFs were deployed in connection with Bye-
Election/Assembly Election duties in West Bengal, Uttarakhand, 
Karnataka and Jharkhand. 

13. An amount of Rs.16.03 Crore has been sanctioned for acquisition of 
land and Rs.55.87 Crore has been sanctioned for development of 
infrastructure to the CAPF. An amount of Rs.1.10 crore has been 
sanctioned as Ex-gratia Compensation to the NOKs of CAPFs in 4 
cases. 

14. Sanction for creation of approx 2000 posts in CISF has been issued 
during the month for the purpose of augmentation/induction. 

15. During the month more than 5525 kgs of Narcotics substances, have 
been seized. 38 persons including 02 foreign nationals were arrested for 
their involvement in drug trafficking. In order to enhance the operational 
effectiveness of the Narcotics Control Bureau (NCB), MHA has approved 
further enhancement/delegation of financial powers of Director General, 
NCB. 
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
