Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant Development
and important events for the month of April, 2019.

A meeting of the High Level Committee (HLC) was held under the Chairmanship
of Hon’ble Home Minister on 15.04.2019 for Central Assistance to the States of Assam
for flood/landslide of 2018.

2. On 28.02.2019, the union Cabinet approved the proposal for signing of a
Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the National Crime Records Bureau
(NCRB), India and the National Center for Missing and Exploited Children (NCMEC),
USA regarding receiving of Tipline report on online child pornography and child sexual
exploitation contents from NCMEC. The MoU was signed on 26.04.2019.

3. On 03.04.2019, Union Home Secretary reviewed the LWE scenario of the
country with the Intelligence Bureau.

4, On 04.04.19, Union Home Secretary held a Video Conference with Additional
Chief Secretaries (Home)/ Principal Secretaries (Home) of LWE affected states along
with officers of implementing Ministry to review physical/ financial progress of ‘Road
Connectivity Project in LWE affected areas’.

5. In pursuance of Supreme Court’s Order dated 14.03.2019, Home Secretary held
a meeting on 26.04.2019 with the Chief Secretaries of Bihar and Jharkhand to discuss
the issues of apportionment of pension liabilities between the two States.

6. Secretary (BM), MHA held a meeting on 10.04.2019 to discuss the proposal of
Government of Assam for creation of e-Foreigners Tribunal and creation of 1000
additional Foreigners Tribunal.

7. A meeting to review implementation of provisions of A.P. Reorganization Act,
2014 was held by Special Secretary (CS) on 12.04.2019, with the representatives of all
the concerned Ministries and both the State Governments.

8. Special Secretary (IS), MHA held a meeting with NSCN/K-Khango faction on
15.04.2019 at New Delhi. A new Ceasefire Agreement was signed for one year with
NSCN/K-Khango faction w.e.f. 15.04.2019 to 14.04.2020.



9. Tirap, Changlang and Longding districts of Arunachal Pradesh and the areas
falling within the jurisdiction of 4 Police Stations in the districts of Arunachal Pradesh,
bordering the State of Assam have been declared as ‘disturbed area’ under Section 3 of
the Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act, 1958 for a further period of six months w.e.f.
01.4.2019 to 30.9.2019 vide Notification No. S.0. 1494 (E) dated 01.04.2019.

10.  Secretary (BM) held meetings of Security Related Expenditure (SRE) Standing
Committee to finalize Annual Work Plans 2019-20 with Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Madhya
Pradesh, Telangana, Uttar Pradesh, Andhra Pradesh, Jharkhand, Maharashtra and
Odisha, during the month.

11.  An amount of Rs. 4.31 crore was sanctioned as ex-gratia compensation to the
NOKs of CAPFs in 16 cases.

12.  An amount of Rs. 25.05 crore was sanctioned for acquisition of land and Rs
118.95 crore was sanctioned for development of infrastructure to the CAPFs.

13. A total Number of 58 Coys of CAPFs were deployed in various States for Chaitra
Navratra, Dr.BhimraoAmbedkarJayanti,for maintaining law and order duties during visit
of VVIP at Prayagraj, Amroha, Ayodhya and other cities, Friday Prayer, Shab-E-Miraj,
Shri Ramnavami, Shri Hanuman Jayanthi, Shab-E-Barat, Security of Parliament House.

14.  On the recommendation of Election Commission of India a total of 24 coys of
CAPFs were ordered for deployment in the states of Tamil Nadu, Goa, Karnataka in
connection with Bye- Election related duties alongwith VIl phase of General election to
Lok Sabha, 2019.

15.  Sanction for prosecution for filing the charge sheet against 19 accused persons
was accorded under the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 for terrorist and anti-
national activities.

16. During the month, Narcotics Control Bureau seized large quantities of heroin,
ganja, opium, cocaine and other narcotics and arrested 28 persons including 05 foreign
nationals in connection with drugs trafficking.



17. The President of India gave assent to 2 State Bills namely the Gujarat
Ownership Flats (Amendment) Bill, 2018 and the Criminal Law (Gujarat Amendment)
Bill, 2018 during the month.

18. Advisories were issued to the State Government / CAPFs to sensitize them on
activities of Left Wing Extremists in the LWE affected areas.

19. CCTNS software has been deployed in 14841 Police Stations across the country
and 14788 Police Stations are entering 100% FIRs through CCTNS.

20. Two days Data Users Conference for Census 2021 was held on 9-10"™ April,
2019 to take views of all stakeholders on various aspects related to Census.
