Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant
Development and important events for the month of January, 2023.

The President of India has approved conferment of 106 Padma Awards on the
occasion of Republic Day, 2023. The list comprises 06 Padma Vibhushan, 09 Padma
Bhushan and 91 Padma Shri Awards.

2 Gallantry Medals and Service Medals were awarded to the State/Union
Territories/CAPF Officers/ Personnel on the occasion of Republic Day, 2023 including
140 Police Medals for Gallantry, 96 Police Medals for Distinguished Service & 670
Police Medals for Meritorious Service.

3. The President of India has also approved a total of 102 Gallantry & Service
medals to the Fire Service, Home Guards and Civil Defence personnel on the
occasion of the Republic Day, 2023.

4. Annual DGP Conference, 2022 was held under the chairmanship of Hon'ble
Prime Minister from 20"-22" January, 2023.

5. Hon'ble Union Home & Cooperation Minister held a meeting to review the
Implementation Plan for the Police Technology Mission.

6. 20" meeting of Standing Committee of the Northern Zonal Council was held on
12" January, 2023 in Chandigarh.

7 Union Home Secretary held a second High-level meeting on Streamlining the
Security and Airport Infrastructure in Delhi Airport. A Modern Layout plan for
Immigration bay arid enhanced security measures at Delhi Airport were agreed to be
put in place.

8. A High Level Central Team led by Secretary (Border Management) having
members from MHA, NDMA, CWC, NDRF and GS| was constituted by MHA and visited
Dehradun and Joshimath on 09-10" January,2023. Thereafter, on 31% January,
2023, | also reviewed the relief and rehabilitation works being carried out in Joshimath,
Chamoli District, Uttarakhand.

9. On 04" January; 2023, SS(IS) held an inter-ministerial meeting regarding
drafting of Drone Act/Rules which was attended by the representatives of MoCA,
Delhi Police DGCA and MHA Stakeholder.

10.  Meeting regarding Gati Shakti National Master Plan was chaired by SS (IS) on
12.01.2023 which was attended by representatives of BPR&D, BISAG-N and Director,
CDTI, Jaipur.




11.  On 03" January, 2023, SS(IS) held a meeting with the representatives of MHA
Stakeholder, MoD, DRDO and senior officers of MHA to discuss the issue regarding
continuation of project COSMOS.

12. The names of "Hoshangabad Railway Station" as "Narmadapuram Railway
Station" in Madhya Pradesh and village "Nandihal P.H." as "Aaroodha Nandihal" in
Karnataka were changed.

13.  Following Bills have been assented to by the Hon'ble President of India :

(i) The Code of Criminal Procedure (Telangana Amendment) Bill, 2020 on
06" January, 2023.

(i)  The Punjab Bhondedar, Butemar, Dohlidar, Insar Miadi, Mukarraridar,
Mundhimar, Panahi Qadeem, Saunjidar or Taraddadkar (Vesting of
Proprietary Rights) Bill, 2020 on 13" January, 2023.

14.  The National Survey of Enemy properties, spread across 20 States and 03 Union
Territories, was started by Directorate General of Defence Estates. This will involve
more than 12,000 properties already identified by O/o Custodian of Enemy Property for
India. The survey started with properties in the State of Uttar Pradesh, wherein a
maijority of such properties are situated.

15. Government has approved signing of MoU between Narcotics Control Bureau
(NCB), India and the National Drug Law Enforcement Agency (NDLEA), Nigeria on
Prevention of lllicit Trafficking in Narcotic Drugs, Psychotropic Substances and
Precursor Chemicals and related matters.

16.  On 12" January, 2023 & 18" January, 2023, Secretary (Border Management)
held meetings regarding preparation of action plan for the Pilot Project on Vibrant
Villages Programme. Further, on 23 January, 2023, he reviewed the telecom
connectivity to Border Habitations and Border Out Posts (BOPs) of Border Guarding
Forces (BGFs).

17.  On 10" January, 2023, Additional Secretary (NE), MHA has taken a meeting with
Chief Secretary of Assam, CEM of Bodo Territorial Council (BTC) and representatives
of Bodo groups of Assam to review the status of implementation of Bodo Accord (2020).

18.  During the month of January, 2023 sanctions accorded to CAPFs are to the tune
of Rs.190,62,89,386 for various equipments.

19.  During the month of January, 2023, an amount of Rs.3555.60 crore has been
released as Central share of SDRF to 07 States (viz; Andhra Pradesh, Haryana,
Madhya Pradesh, Odisha, Rajasthan, Uttarakhand and West Bengal).




20. Meetings of the Project Clearance Committee (PCC), MHA were held under the
chairmanship of AS(LWE) with States of Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Kerala,
Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Odisha and Telangana regarding progress of works
under Special Infrastructure Scheme (SIS) and Work Plan for extended SIS scheme.

21. A Central Level Committee (CLC) meeting was held on 04" January, 2023
under the chairmanship of AS(LWE) with the Nodal Officers/DCs/DMs/SPs/ DFOs of
Jharkhand, Kerala, Madhya Pradesh and Odisha to review the progress of Special
Central Assistance (SCA) Scheme in LWE affected districts and districts of concern.

22. One Advisory was issued to State Governments/CAPFs to sensitize them to
counter the LWE activities in the LWE affected areas.

23. In the month of January, 2023, the Government has declared two organizations
namely The Resistance Front (TRF) and People’s Anti-Fascist-Front (PAFF) as
Terrorist Organizations.

24. In the month of January, 2023, the Government has declared 05 terrorists under
the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 (as amended in 2019) and their names
were added to the Fourth schedule of the said Act.

25.  During the month under report, NCB seized 605.80 kg, 6854 Bottles and 24946
Tablets of Narcotics & Psychotropic substances and arrested 45 persons for
involvement in drug trafficking.

26. On 05" January, 2023 administrative approval and Expenditure amounting to
Rs.15,75,029/ - has been issued for acquisition of 390 sq. metres additional private land
for construction of an approach road to ITBP’s SHQ at Likabalihas.

27. Final result of 400 native tribal youths as Constables (GD) in CRPF through
recruitment rally from interior areas of Bijapur, Dantewada and Sukma district of
Chhattisgarh has been declared on 29" November, 2022. Offer of appointment to
all the candidates have been issued during the month of January, 2023.

28. MHA vide letter dated 31% January, 2023 has conveyed expenditure sanction
for conducting recruitment related activities for CT (Technical & Tradesmen) through
EdCIL (India) Limited against the total vacancies of 8686 involving estimated financial
implication of Rs.23,83,60,000.

29. Delegation of financial powers of DsG/Directors of CAPFs, & some CPOs under
the head 'Major Work’ from Rs.15.00 Crore to Rs.20.00 Crore, under ‘Minor Works' from
Rs.1.00 crore to Rs.2.00 crore and under ‘Land acquisition’ from Rs.5.00 crore to
Rs.10.00 crore have been enhanced vide Ministry’s OM No.lI-27012/54/2017-PF.| dated
19" January, 2023.




30. Total 37,15,341 Ayushman CAPF cards have been issued to the beneficiaries.
Total 1622 CGHS empanelled hospitals and 13,095 private AB-PMJAY empanelled
hospitals are providing cashless health care services to CAPF beneficiaries under this
scheme.

31. 1477 nos. of posts have been sanctioned for creation on augmentation of CISF
Unit IGI Delhi, Mangalore Airport, SAC-PRL Ahmedabad, GAIL Pata and KAPS
Kakrapar, 48 No. of posts have been sanctioned for reduction from CISF Unit, NTPC
Kayamkulam and Infosys Mysore in the month of January, 2023.
