ORDER
1. On 27" November, 2019, a Notification being S.0. 4273(E) was issued by Mr. Satyendra Garg,

Joint Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India to the effect that the Central Government
was of the opinion that the activities of the United Liberation Front of Asom (hereinafter referred to as
ULFA) were detrimental to the sovereignty and integrity of India and that it is an unlawful association.

2. The Central Government was also of the opinion that if there is no immediate curb and control of
the unlawful activities of ULFA, it may take the opportunity to mobilize its cadres for escalating its
secessionist, subversive and violent activities; openly propagate anti-social activities in collusion with
forces inimical to India’s sovereignty and national integrity; indulge in killings of civilians and targeting
police and security forces personnel; procure and induct more illegal arms and ammunitions from across
the border and extort and collect funds and illegal taxes from the public for its unlawful activities; and
therefore existing circumstances rendered it necessary to declare the ULFA as an unlawful association with
immediate effect. Accordingly, in exercise of powers conferred by Section 3(1) of the Unlawful Activities
(Prevention) Act, 1967(hereinafter referred to as the Act), the Central Government declared ULFA as an
unlawful association.

3. The Central Government was also of the opinion that it was necessary to declare the ULFA to be an
unlawful association with immediate effect and accordingly, in exercise of powers conferred by proviso to
sub-section (3) of Section 3 of the Act, the Central Government directed that the notification shall, subject
to any order made under section 4 of the Act, would have effect from the date of its publication in the
Official Gazette.

4. For the purposes of Section 3(1) of the Act, the Central Government was of the opinion that the
ULFA has been: (i) indulging in illegal and violent activities intended to disrupt, or which may disrupt, the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of India in furtherance of its objective of liberating Assam; (ii) aligning
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itself with other unlawful associations of the North Eastern Region to secede Assam from India; (iii)
engaging in unlawful and violent activities during the currency of its declaration as an unlawful association,
in pursuance of its aims and objectives.

5. The Central Government is of further opinion that the unlawful and violent activities which are
attributed to ULFA include- (i) occurrence of about seventy incidents of violence, either individually or in
alliance with other insurgent groups of North East Region, during the period from 1* January 2015 to 31"
July 2019, (ii) killing of thirty-two persons, including twenty-five civilians and seven security forces
personnel, during the period from 1* January 2015 to 31* July 2019, (iii) kidnapping of six persons, during
the period from 1% January 2015 to 31% July 2019, (iv) forty-seven cases of recovery of unauthorized arms
and ammunitions from its cadres, (v) indulging in a spate of extortions and secessionist activities, and
endangering the lives of innocent citizens, in addition to acts of kidnappings for ransom, (vi) instructing its
cadres to carry out acts by targeting the establishments of security forces and their personnel, political
leaders, railways and oil installations, (vii) establishing sanctuaries and training camps in the
neighbourhood countries, and (viii) embarking upon restructuring of its organizational network at the grass
root level by launching a systematic drive for recruitment of fresh cadres while continuing its violent and
insurgent activities.

6. Under these circumstances, and in exercise of powers conferred by Section 5(1) of the Act, “The
Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Tribunal” was constituted by a notification being S.0. 4613(E) dated 24"
December, 2019 issued by Mr. Satyendra Garg, Joint Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of
India for the purpose of adjudicating whether or not there were sufficient cause of declaring the ULFA as
Unlawful Association. By virtue of Section 4(3) of the Act, the Tribunal was required to adjudicate whether
or not there was sufficient cause for declaring the ULFA as an unlawful association within the meaning of
the expression defined under Section 2(p) of the Act, by holding an inquiry.

7. In support of its case, the Central Government made a reference to the Tribunal and submitted a
resume regarding the aims/objectives and violent activities of ULFA.

8. The reference was received by the Registrar of the Tribunal on 20.12.2019. The reference was
placed before the Tribunal on 02.1.2020, after winter vacation of the Hon’ble Gauhati High Court. Having
received it, vide order dated 02.1.2020, this Tribunal deemed it fit to direct the issuance of letter to inform
the Government of Assam to provide a venue for the Tribunal along with infrastructure to initiate the
proceedings. Accordingly, the Government of Assam allotted a venue for the Tribunal on 02.3.2020.
Thereafter, the Tribunal listed the reference for preliminary hearing on 14.3.2020. After recording
satisfaction on perusal of materials placed by the Central Government and hearing the representatives of the
Ministry of Home Affairs, UOI, Department of Home and Political, Government of Assam and of Assam
Police, notice under Section 4(2) of the Act was ordered to be issued to the ULFA to show cause within 30
days from the date of service of the notice as to why the said Association should not be declared unlawful
and why order should not be made confirming the declaration under Section 3(1) of the Act. Notice was
directed to be served in the prescribed manner in the Act and accordingly the Notification banning ULFA
was served in the following manner:-

(a) By Speed Post/Registered A/D at the last known address of ULFA along with all their factions,
wings and front organizations as well as that of their principal office bearers.

(b) Service of notice on the office bearers of the ULFA in Assam at its addresses, if any or if under
detention, through the Superintendent (Jail) concerned.

(c) Publication along with a copy of the Gazette Notification dated 23" November, 2019 in two daily
newspapers, one in a National Newspaper (in English) and the other in prominent local newspaper
(vernacular) in Assamese respectively, having wide circulation in the areas where the activities of the
ULFA are ordinarily carried on, within 14 days from the date of order.

(d) Affixation of the notice along with a copy of the Gazette notification dated 23" November, 2019, at
the last known addresses of the ULFA along with all their factions, wings and front organizations as well as
their principal office bearers.

(e) Proclamation by beating of drums as well as loudspeakers about the contents of the notice and the
Gazette notification dated 23™ November, 2019, in the areas in which the activities of the ULFA were or
are ordinarily carried on.
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) Displaying the notice along with a copy of the Gazette notification dated 23" November, 2019, on
the notice Board of the Deputy Commissioner, SDM and Superintendent of Police in all the entire district
headquarters of the state (s) where the activities of ULFA were or are believed to be ordinarily carried on.

(9) Serving of notice on the Government of Assam through its Chief Secretary.

(h) Announcement of notice and the gazette notification dated 23" November, 2019 in All India
Radio/electronic media at the prime time and shall also be pasted at the prominent places in the states
where the activities of ULFA were or are believed to be carried on.

(i) Affixing copies of the notice at some conspicuous parts of the offices, if any, of ULFA.

g) Publishing on the website of Ministry of Home Affairs, UOI and of the Department of Home and
Political, Government of Assam

(k) Any other possible modes, including e-mails etc.

9. The next date of hearing was fixed on 2™ of May, 2020 at 10:30 a.m. at the office of the Tribunal,
in AAI Building, Magistrate Colony, Hedayatpur, Guwahati.

10. Pursuant to the order dated 14™ March, 2020, Sri Simanta Kumar Das, Joint Secretary to the
Government of Assam, Home and Political Department filed an affidavit on 30™ of April, 2020 before the
Registrar of the Tribunal on behalf of the State of Assam regarding service of notice on ULFA by different
modes including newspaper publications, which was placed before the Tribunal on 02™ of May, 2020.

11. Similarly, Sri R. K. Pandey, Deputy Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs, North Block , NE
Division, had filed an affidavit dated 30™ of April, 2020, on behalf of the Central Government, regarding
service of notice on ULFA in the prescribed modes directed by the Tribunal. In the proceeding dated, 02™
of May, 2020 before the Tribunal, considering the submissions made by the learned Counsel of the Central
Government and of the Government of Assam and on perusal of the affidavits along with the records
showing the manner in which the notice was served upon ULFA, it was held that the show cause notice as
required under Section 4(2) of the Act had been duly served upon ULFA.

12. Despite due service, nobody appeared on 02.5.2020, on behalf of ULFA before the Tribunal to
show-cause as to why the Association should not be declared unlawful. However, one Mr. Madhab Jyoti
Kalita, s/o Late Dhiren Kalita, was produced from the Special Jail, Nagaon, upon whom a notice issued by
the Tribunal was served by the SP, Nagaon through the Superintendent of Special Jail, Nagaon. On being
asked, he denied to be a member of ULFA. No petition/message/reply/objection was received from ULFA
about their willingness to be represented before the Tribunal. Hence, it was held that proceeding would take
place ex-parte against ULFA, fixing 09.05.2020 as the date for evidence by the Central Government.

13. The opinion of this Tribunal is required to be delivered as expeditiously as possible and in any case
within a period of six months from the date of issue of the notification under sub-section (1) of section 3 of
the Act. The notification was issued on 27.11.2019 and the period of six months expired on 26.5.2020. In
the meantime, the Central Government had imposed nationwide lockdown due to COVID-19 pandemic.
The Apex Court vide order dated 23.03.2020 extended the limitation period w.e.f 15.3.2020 until further
order in Suo Motu Writ Petition (Civil) No. 3/2020 in Re : Cognizance for Extension of Limitation. The
said order passed under Article 141 of the Constitution of India binds this Tribunal. Accordingly, the
prescribed period of six months stands extended until further order by the Apex Court in terms of the order
dtd.23.3.2020.

14. The Tribunal fixed 09.05.2020, 16.05.2020, 23.5.2020, 28.05.2020, 20.5.2020, 01.06.2020,
02.6.2020, 03.06.2020, 04.06.2020, 05.06.2020 and 09.06.2020 for evidence. Though, the witnesses of the
Government of India and State Government of Assam have adduced their evidences but none appeared on
behalf of ULFA to give evidence or to cross examine the witnesses of the government. After the closure of
evidence, the date 20.6.2020 was fixed for argument. On 20.6.2020 arguments were heard from the learned
Assistant Solicitor General of India, Sri Subhash Chandra Keyal, representing the Central Government and
learned Senior Counsel Sri Devajit Saikia, representing the Government of Assam in this proceeding. On
20.6.2020 none appeared on behalf of ULFA to present argument on its behalf. The Tribunal fixed
07.07.2020 for delivery of final order in the matter of ULFA , but due to the imposition of “Total
Lockdown” in Kamrup(Metro) district of Assam due to COVID-19 pandemic, the order could not be
passed on 07.07.2020, thereby deferring the delivery of the order to 18.7.2020. Due to further extension of
the lockdown the same couldnot be prepared. All the proceedings took place in the office of the Tribunal.
No public citizen participated in the inquiry. ULFA remained absent till the final disposal of the
proceeding.



64 THE GAZETTE OF INDIA : EXTRAORDINARY [PART II—SEC. 3(ii)]

15. The notification under reference before the Tribunal had declared ULFA as an unlawful
organisation U/S 3(1) of the Act. The reference is made under Section 4 of the Act for the purpose of
adjudicating whether or not there is sufficient cause for declaring the association unlawful. The nature of
inquiry contemplated by the Tribunal can very well be gathered, as held by the Apex Court in Jamaat-E-
Islami Hind —Vs- Union of India reported in (1995) I SCC 428 which requires it to weigh the materials on
which the notification under sub-Section (1) of Section 3 of the Act is issued by the Central Government,
the cause shown by the Association in reply to the notice issued to it and take into consideration such
further information which it may call for, to decide the existence of sufficient cause for declaring the
Association to be unlawful. The entire procedure contemplates an objective determination made on the
basis of materials placed before the Tribunal by the two sides, and the inquiry is in the nature of
adjudication of a lis between two parties, the outcome of which depends on the weight of the materials
produced by them. The determination requires the Tribunal to reach the conclusion that the materials to
support the declaration outweighs the material against it and the additional weight to support the
declaration is sufficient to sustain it. The test of greater probability appears to be the pragmatic test
applicable in the context.

16. In the present context the aim and objective of the ULFA is not required to be discussed. Suffice it
to mention that the organisation was declared as an unlawful organisation within the purview of the Act
vide Government of India notification No. 915(E) dated 27.11.1990 for its unlawful activities. Time to time
the said declaration was continued and it was last extended with effect from 27.11.2014 vide MHA
Notification No. SD 2984(E) dated 27.11.2014 and confirmed by the Hon’ble Tribunal of Unlawful
Activities (Prevention) as per MHA Notification No. SO 1751(E) dated 30.06.2015. The period of the said
notification dated 27.11.2014 was for five years which expired on 26.11.2019 due to which the notification
dated 27.11.2019 was required to be issued.

17. Sri R. K. Pandey, Deputy Secretary in the Government of India, MHA in his evidence on affidavit
stated that after the arrest of Sri Arabinda Rajkhowa, the self styled Chairman of ULFA, the Government of
Assam initiated peace talks with the jailed leaders. This led to a vertical split of ULFA into two groups one
support the peace process led by Rajkhowa and the other led by Sri Paresh Baruah, the self styled
Commander-in-Chief of ULFA the anti talk faction which later renamed as ULFA(Independent)
[ULFA(D)].

18. The ULFA(I) led by Paresh Baruah is currently based in Ruili, Yunnan Province, China is
continuing with violent activities including extortion, recruitment and procurement of arms. The members
of ULFA(I) are active in Upper Assam districts of Tinsukia, Dibrugarh, Charaideo, Sivasagar, Lower
Assam districts of Goalpara, Dhubri and Guwahati city, bordering areas of Udalguri, Darrang, Sonitpur,
Lakhimpur districts of Assam besides in the bordering areas in districts of Tirap, Changlang, Longing,
Namsai in Arunachal Pradesh, Mon district of Nagaland and Assam-Meghalaya-Bangladesh border.

19. Mr. Pandey further stated that ULFA(I) has been conducting violent operations both individually
and in alliance with other Indian Insurgent Groups (IIG) like NSCN(K) in the bordering areas of Assam
and the neighbouring states. On November 19, 2016 and on January 22, 2017 ULFA(I) along with
NSCN(K) ambushed army convoys in Tinsukia district of Assam causing casualties to security forces. It
also ambushed along with NSCN(K) security forces in Changlan district of Arunachal Pradesh. In 2016
eight IED explosions were carried out by ULFA(I) in Tinsukia and Charaideo districts just before the
Independence Day. In 2017, the outfit carried out violent incidents of ambush and explosions causing
casualties in security forces just before Independence Day. On 15" May, 2019 a grenade blast was
engineered by the outfit at Guwahati. The outfit is indulged in extortion demands by abduction of tea
garden owners/contractors/businessmen during 2018-2019. The outfit continues to indulge in anti India
propaganda to influence public opinion by boycotting general elections holding it to be a flawed democratic
process and has been trying to bring all insurgent groups under a common platform to fight against India.
Further ULFA(I) used to incite ethnic violence at the time of the movement in Assam against the
amendment of the Citizenship Act, 1955. Upon consideration of the aforesaid unlawful activities the
Central Government issued the notification banning the organisation.

20. Sri Simanta Kumar Das, Joint Secretary to the Government of Assam in Home & Political
Department in his detailed evidence on affidavit stated the chronological changes/developments in the
outfit, ULFA. On the basis of the statement/statements made by the high ranking ULFA(I) cadres records
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of which are in the custody of Superintendent of Police (S.0.U), SB, Assam and recorded during the
interrogation, the deponent Sri Simanta Kumar Das stated as follows:-

“Highlights of organizational activities during banning period :-

. In pursuance of the secessionist ideology propagated by the publicity unit of ULFA(I) the outfit has
been issuing obnoxious statements through electronic media and through social media with a view to
inciting common man against the State as well as proliferate the support base of outfit for establishing
sovereign Assam.

. In their Press Statements, the publicity wing of outfit including Paresh Barua, ULFA(I) supremo,
have been issuing vituperative vocal statements to wage a mind war targeting the common men against the
lawfully established Government allegedly to inject the feeling of deprivation and exploitation.

. In April 2015, an executive meeting was held in Council Mobile HQR. (CMHQ of ULFA(I) in
Taka that was attended by the SS Chairman, SS C-in-C and other office bearers of the Executive
Committee. The meeting took some collective decision on organizational front and for strengthening
operational wing.

A separate committee was formed for collection of money through extortion/ ransom
which is still continuing.

In this meeting a Naga Base Area Advisory Board was formed under Jeeban Moran’s
leadership for coordinating and supervising the activities of the ULFA(I) camps located in Naga Liberated
Zone in Kanyak Region of Sagaing division of Myanmar.

Recruitment:-

During this period particularly from 2016-2018 a sudden spurt in recruitment has taken place
through the FB and other social media. The publicity wing of ULFA has been trying in motivate the young
vulnerable sections of the society to get them attracted towards the secessionist ideology of the outfit
through social media by fanning subversive anti-national sentiments. In 2017 and 2018, total 37 No. of
youths have been found to have joined this outfit. Some of them are qualified in certain technical areas
which outfit has contemplated to utilise them for cyber related technical work in Darknet which is an
emerging threat for the LEAs.

Formation of UNLFWSEA (United National Liberation Front of West of South East Asia):-

After series of discussion in a three day meeting w.e.f. April 16, 2015 that was held in the CMHQ
of NSCN(K) in Taka which was attended by the Heads of the Indian insurgent groups viz. NSCN(K),
ULFA(I), NDFB(S) and KLO, a common platform under name and style United National Liberation Front
of West of South East Asia (UNLFWSEA), was formed to fight their common alleged enemy India
unitedly. In 2017 PDCK (Peoples Democratic Council of Karbilim) and NLFT (National Liberation Front
of Twipra) joined the UNLFW as new member for widening the base of UNLFW. The outfits that espouse
sovereignty is eligible for becoming a member of UNLFWSEA.

ULFA’S Operational nexus with Corcom (Co-ordination Committee), a conglomerate of Valley-based
Meitei militant groups of Manipur :-

ULFA(I) has been maintaining a close nexus with the members (UNLF, KYKL,
KCP, PLA, PREPAK, PREPAK-P) of Cor Com since 2011. As a result of this nexus, in 2016 and
2017, a joint operation was launched by ULFA and CorCom under name and style ‘Operation Barak-I" and
‘Operation Barak-II ‘in Jagun and Pengree in Tinsukia district against Indian Army where 03 (three) SF
personnel were killed and 04 (four) were injured.

Nexus with NDFB(S) :-

In November, 2015, the bomb-trainer of ULFA(I) viz A.Z. Himuam (Trainer) and Brindabon
Moran (demonstrator) @ Bipul Asom imparted training on preparation of IED to 17 (seventeen) NDFB(S)
cadres in the camp of NDFB(S) location in Taka

Use of Social Media:-

Social media has been exploited by ULFA(I) very extensively as well as intensively for furthering
its subversive activities of recruitment by whipping up the sentiment of youths belonging to the vulnerable
organisations sections of the society by projecting itself as messiah of Assamese community, by
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capitalising certain political issues like Citizenship Amendment Bill, 2016, through misinterpretation of
facts in social media, to eulogies, glorify the armed struggle espoused by ULFA alleging it to be the only
solution. The use of FB, Whatsapp, Hangout etc. for communication by the proscribed outfit, the use of
satellite phone technology for dissemination of subversive ideology in closed groups have posed a new
challenge before the Law Enforcing Authority to track their activities. This has led to recruitment of 36
(thirty six) new youths by the ULFA, who are now undergoing training in Myanmar in 82" Batch.

Formation of frontal Organisation-“ANMMMTA”:-

Simultaneously with formation of UNLFW, Paresh Barua, ULFA(I) supremo has instructed one
Pranmoy Rajguru @ Anubhab Chaliha, one overground worker who facilitated the grenade blast in Zoo
Road, Guwahati on 15-05-2019 to form a frontial organisation which will propagate the aims and
objectives of UNLFW among common people. Accordingly a new organisation under name and style
ANMMMTA was formed formally on 19/08/2018 in Golaghat. ANMMMTA stands for Arunachal
Pradesh, Nagaland, Mizoram, Manipur, Meghalaya, Tripura and Assam. It was an endeavor to cause mass
mobilization against the lawfully established Govt. by adopting various democratic movements,
mobilization, through electronic/ print media, social media recruitments for extremist activities, fund
collection. Paresh Barua monitored all the developments in political front through ANMMMTA. All
instructions came through Facebook account of ULFA (I) operated by Arunodoi Dohotiya.

Burning of Indian Tricolour and making viral in social media:-

ULFA is always boycotting the Republic Day and the Independence Day expressing solidarity with
the other Indian insurgent groups viz. NSCN, KLO, NDFB, CorCom, NLFT, PDCK that are based in
Myanmar. They give joint calls for general strike and total bandh, appealing all denizens of the area to
refrain from participating the observance of these two specific days, as a mark of protest against alleged
Indian occupationist forces. Prior to the Republic Day of 2018, ULFA circulated a video from its Myanmar
base Taka camp where they burnt the Indian tricolor to protest against Govt. of India — which was video
recorded and made viral in social media. This type of subversive activities are circulated with an ulterior
motive of demonstrating their strength, to revive lost ground as well as to inject hatred and arouse anti-
Indian sentiment.

Camps in Myanmar:- ULFA(I) has set up following operational camps in Sagaing division of Myanmar
in collusion with NSCN(K) in below mentioned locations from where they continued subversive activities
in the State :

1) CMHQ (Council Mobile Hqr.) :  Location Taka

2)  GMHQ (General Mobile Hqr.) :  Location Lungmak

3) CTC (Central Training Centre) . Location Lungmak

4) ECHQR (Eastern Command Hqr.) . Hayat Basti, across Indo-

Myanmar International Border
along Mon district of Nagaland.

5)  Arakan Camp, also known as Brigade Camp : Papung Naga Basti.

6) Operation Camp . Location- Papung Naga Basti, Set up near Arakan
Camp, where act groups are stationed for striking in
Assam.

7) Nilgiri Camp . Location- Naimung Basti. Also known as  Council
Camp.

8) UG Camp . Location- Lungmak area, by side of Taka river,

Myanmar, where arms/ammunitions/explosives are
kept concealed.

Extortion drive of ULFA(]) :-

During the ban period the ULFA(I) is continuing its extortion activities through telephonic means
encrypted appliances like Whatsapp, Messenger, Hangout etc. as well as kidnapping for extracting ransom
for replenishing their coffer with a view to procuring arms, ammunitions, explosives etc. for waging war
against India, to recruit and provide training to them, to maintain logistics expenditure for cadres in Assam
as well as in foreign bases for subversion.
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Collection of arms and ammunition and cadre strength:-

The outfit has procured huge quantity of arms and ammunitions, explosives etc from international
arms smugglers and snatching from SF personnel. Paresh Barua, C-in-C ULFA(I) is instrumental in
procuring arms/ explosive consignments with help of Meitei militant outfits, and other ethnic militant
groups in Myanmar. These are brought through reverie route of Chindwin, carried by cadres to GMHQ and
then kept in UG camp. The fire power of ULFA(I) can be gauged easily on basis of following arms/
explosive devices that are kept in its different camps, which are used for causing subversive activities in the
State with an ulterior motive to create fear psychosis among common people for facilitating extortion,
recruitment etc.

Following arms and ammunition are available in UG Camp:-

3) AK 56 Rifle - 20 nos.

5) 9 mm Pistol - 01 no.

10) Hunting gun - 2 nos.
Ammunition:
1) MQ 81 - 1 box (3000 rds.)
2) HK 33 -1 box (3000 rds.)

1) MQ-81 - 50/60 nos.
2) AK-56 - 25/30 nos.
3) Insas - 6/7 nos.
4) HK-33 - 15 nos.
5) Pistol - 10/12 nos.

Similar stock of arms/ explosive devices are kept in CMHQ, Arakan Camp, Nilgiri Camp, Everest
Camp for camp defence duty, which vary from time to time.

At present approximate cadre strength in ULFA(]) is around 250.

Post Myanmar Army operation scenario:-

The Myanmar Army launched operations in the [IG camps in Taka w.e.f. January 28, 2019, as a
result the Lungmak, Taka, Nilgiri camps of ULFA(]I) suffered a big jolt. Several cadres not only lower level
but upper level cadres also deserted the outfit. Till now 22 nos. of ULFA(I) cadres contacted SF/Police and
joined mainstream. Besides one new recruit of 82" is batch also reportedly in touch with SF. In spite of all
these odds, the ULFA(I) supremo has made all out efforts to generate fear psychosis among cadres
reportedly sentenced death punishment to 21 cadres, who tried to desert.

Further the incident of grenade blast in Zoo Road near Guwahati Central Mall that took place on 15-05-
2019, is a pointer to the fact that the outfit is still trying to demonstrate its capability for striking inside the
State as well as to boost up the sagging morale of the cadres who are likely to be disenchanted due to the
continuous attack of the Myanmar Army and state of total disarray.
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Here it may be mentioned that the terminology ULFA (Independent) or ULFA (Pro-talk) are only used for
operational purpose, otherwise the word of ULFA can be used in a broader perspective, where both ULFA
(I) and ULFA (Pro talk) are embodied into a single entity considering the gravity of the threat posed by the
outfit to the integrity and security of the country. The desertion of some cadres from the pro-talk group to
the ULFA(]) is a pointer to this phenomenon.

That, the subversive terrorist activities pursued by the ULFA has generated deep sense of panic and
insecurity amongst the common people. Its continued depredatory activities and its procurement of arms/
ammunition and explosives from clandestine sources including foreign countries, establishment of training
camps in foreign soil and attacks on Army/ Police/ SF nexus with foreign intelligence agencies of country
which are inimical to India are clear indications of its evil design for continuing its secessionist activities
through arms struggle for creation of an independent sovereign Assam. The anti-national activities of the
ULFA are considered to be a grave threat to the integrity and security of the State.

To sum up, ULFA is an anti-national outfit, having no faith in the Constitution of India, with the
avowed objectives of creating a sovereign country and hence it is recommended that the declaration of
ULFA (I) as an unlawful organization under Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act should be extended for
another period of 5 (five) years beyond 26-11-2019 in the interest of maintaining public order and security
of the country.

That, the Government of Assam in Home & Political Department ponend with reliable information that
cadres of ULFA(I), majority of whom are still taking shelter on foreign soil, are in search of opportunity to
continue secessionist and subversive activities in future also, in collusion with the like-minded extremist
outfits of the North-East who are still operating from foreign soil under the tutelage of their foreign
mentors. Besides, the ULFA(]) is still a major constituent of the United National Liberation Front of West
of South East Asia (UNLFWSEA) which is a conglomerate of the major extremist outfits of the North East.

That, in view of above stated facts and circumstances, this deponent respectfully submits that the
Government of Assam supports the stand taken in the Gazette Notification No. 4273, dated 27™ November,
2019, issued by the Government of India, declaring the United Liberation Front of Asom (ULFA(I)) as an
unlawful association, under Sub-Section (1) of Section 3 of Unlawful Activities (prevention) Act, 1967”.

21. The statements of high ranking ULFA leaders recorded by the investigating officer under the
Superintendent of Police (SOU) SB, Assam were produced and proved in original.

22. Sri Pushpraj Singh, IPS, serving as Superintendent of Police, Golaghat District in his evidence on
affidavit stated as follows:

(1) On 07.11.2017 one Shri Suresh Sahu S/O Shri Premlal Sahu of Bihora Bazar, Bokakhat PS-
Bokakhat lodged an FIR at Bokakhat PS stating that on 30.10.2017 at about 0900 hrs complainant received
a phone call from the number (7423974669) who demanded Rs. 5 Lakhs by 07.11.2017 and threatened him
in the name of ULFA.

On receipt of the FIR from the complainant, Shri Suresh Sahu a case vide Bokakhat PS Case No. 253/2017
U/S 387 IPC was registered and investigated. Ext. 2 is the certified copy of FIR in Bokakhat PS Case No.
253/2017.

On 07.11.2017 at about 1330 hrs, police apprehended one Ratul Gogoi (40 yrs) S/O Sandhiram Gogoi of
Habisua Borpathar, Khumtai, PS- Kamargaon along with another person namely Shri Dayal Kurmi (32 yrs)
S/O Kamal Kurmi of Borfolong T.E. Khumtai, PS-Kamargaon from Bosapathar area under Kamargaon PS.
Reportedly Ratul Gogoi was an ULFA cadre. During investigation Ratul Gogoi stated that he concealed a
pistol and some ammunition in his house and accordingly police recovered one 7.65 mm pistol and 9
rounds of live ammunition from his house and seized the same. Subsequently both Ratul Gogoi and Dayal
Kurmi were arrested in connection with the above reference case. Ext. 4, 5 and 6 are the seizure lists in
connection with the aforesaid case.

During interrogation it was revealed that Ratul Gogoi joined ULFA in the year 1998 and trained at
Myanmar. Thereafter, in the year 2003 during the time of “Operation all clear” in Bhutan, he was arrested
and stayed in jail for one year. After that in the year 2009/2010 he was again arrested by Kamargaon PS
and stayed in Golaghat jail for around three months. After release from the jail he joined the ULFA (pro
talk) and was working as PSO for Bhimkanta Buragohain till his death. In this case, his intention was to
extort money along with his associate Dayal Kurmi in the name of ULFA.
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Further, the mobile SIM and handset used to call the complainant to extort money was also recovered from
the accused person Ratul Gogoi. The arms and ammunition seized from the possession of accused were
sent for examination and collected the expert opinion report. After getting prosecution sanction from the
District Magistrate, Golaghat, charge sheet of the case was submitted vide Bokakhat PS CS No. 108 dated
30.06.2019 and case is under trial.

(i1) On 28.11.2019 at about 0730 hrs an information was received that a flag of ULFA was hoisted by
miscreants at Purabangla area under Golaghat PS along the divider of NH-39. Immediately a police team
reached the spot and seized the flag. As per information in relation to the incident, one person namely Papul
Konwar (31 yrs) S/O Sri Pradip Konwar of Bolial, PS-Bogijan Dist Golaghat was detained on suspicion.
Further his shop situated at Purabangla was searched and found some incriminating documents related to
ULFA including pictures of flag and letter pad etc. in his computer.

On receipt of the FIR from the complainant ASI Dulal Bora of Numaligarh Outpost, a Case vide
Golaghat P.S. Case No. 1163/19 u/s 120(B)/121/121(A)/109 IPC R/W Sec. 10/13 UA (P) Act R/W Sec 66
(F) IT Act was registered and investigated. Ext. 24 and 26 are the certified copies of FIR and GDE of the
said Golaghat P.S. Case No. 1163/19.

During investigation the I/O seized two flags having symbol of ULFA from the place of
occurrence, one Computer CPU where various incriminating documents were found, one blood stained
Gamusa having symbol of ULFA from the shop of Papul Konwar. The 10 arrested Papul Konwar, S/O Sri
Pradip Konwar of Bokial, PS Bogijan dist.- Golaghat and forwarded to the judicial custody after thorough
interrogation. During interrogation, the accused revealed that he is a member of ULFA (I). He kept the
Gamusa having ULFA symbol for several days. On 28.11.2019, he himself hanged the ULFA flags at road
divider at Purabangla and two papers scribing “ULFA zindabad” were also thrown there. Further, he
confessed that he was actively involved in recruitment for ULFA (I) by inducing gullible youth by act of
hoisting ULFA (I) flags in order to attract youth to the fold of terror outfit ULFA and in the process waging
war against the State. The investigation of the case is going on and more facts will be divulged in course of
time.

23. Shri Prateek Vijaykumar Thube, IPS serving as Superintendent of Police, Baksa district, Assam in
his evidence of affidavit stated as follows:

On 16.09.2015, complainant Shri Dipu Shill, S/O Lt. Boloram Shill, Vill-Dwarkuch, P.S. Tamulpur, Baksa
(BTAD), Assam lodged an FIR inter alia stating that on same day at about 6.30 pm two unknown persons
came to his house by a Motor Cycle (Pulsar) and gave a marriage invitation letter to his family members
then left away, when complainant was absent in his house. After opening the letter, the family members
learnt that a demand of Rs. 03 Lakhs in the name of United Liberation Front of Assam (ULFA) Central
Committee has been placed to the complainant.

In connection with this a case vide Tamulpur PS case No. 212/15 U/s 387/507 IPC R/w Sec 10/13 UA (P)
Act was registered. The I/O of the case immediately visited the complainant’s house and seized the ULFA
demand letter. The I/O has drawn the sketch map of the PO and also recorded the statement of the
complainant. Further, the I/O has recorded the statement of the witnesses namely (1) Sri Sanjay Shill (35
yrs) S/O Lt. Sulla Shill, Vill-Duarkuch, PS Tamulpur, Baksa (2) Sri Samar Shill (34 yrs) S/O Lt Bholaram
Shill Vill Duarkuchi, PS Tamulpur, Baksa (3) Smt. Dipali Shill (40 yrs) W/O Sri Dipu Shill, Vill
Duarkuchi PS Tamulpur, Baksa (4) Sri Laba Kumar Shill (21 yrs) S/O Dipu Shill vill-Duarkuchi, PS
Tamulpur, Baksa (5) Sri Fakaruddin Ahmed (33 yrs) S/O Abdul Rashid, vill Silonibari PS Tamulpur,
Baksa. Ext. 46 is the certified copy of FIR in connection with Tamulpur PS Case No. 212/15.

In course of investigation all sources were activated and VDP’s were alerted in addition to the search
operation conducted with local Army. All possible steps were taken by the I/O to trace out the culprits but
the efforts did not yield any results. Ultimately the case was returned in FR vide FR No. 19/16 dated
31.07.2016.

24. Sri Dhananjay Ghanwat, IPS serving as Superintendent of Police, Dhemaji district since 14"
December, 2019 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

On 08.08.2019 complainant ASI Chandra Borah of Dhemaji PS lodged an FIR registered as Dhemaji P.S.
Case No. 316/19 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/124(A) IPC R/W Sec. 10/13 UA(P) Act, 1967 to the effect that
on 08.08.2019 at about 11 am based on specific source input about the presence of suspected ULFA cadres
a search operation was launched in the area between Moridhal to Laipulia by Dhemaji Police leading to
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apprehension of four numbers of ULFA cadres namely (1) Sri Parthjit Konwar (2) Sri Mrinal Phukan (3)
Sri Janak Baruah and (4) Sri Uday Dowarah near Laipulia LP School under Dhemaji P.S. During search
two ULFA flags made of cloth and one khukuri were recovered from their bags and during interrogation
they confessed to being ULFA members, that they had burnt an Indian National Flag and displayed ULFA
Flag as well as shot a video which was found in the mobile phone belonging to accused Parthajit Konwar.
As admitted by the apprehended accused Uday Dowarah, accused Junak Baruah had put on fire the Indian
National Flag while accused Mrinal Phukan was recording the video whereas accused Uday Dowarah and
accused Parthjit Konwar were holding placards with anti-national messages covering their faces with black
cloth. Accused Parthjit Konwar and accused Mrinal Phukan led the police team to the spot nearby where
they had burnt Indian National Flag. Two damaged paper posters with anti-national messages and some
pieces of cloth were also seized from the spot, which were concealed by burying under the mud in the
forest area. Based on the recovery of incriminating material and the admission of the four accused they
were apprehended and brought to Dhemaji police station. Ext. 62 is the certified copy of the FIR in
Dhemaji P.S. Case No. 316/19 and Exts. 71 to 78 are the seizure lists.

During interrogation the accused persons admitted that they came under the influence of various ULFA
leaders/ members like Paresh Baruah, Diganta Daimary @ Juman Borah, Anirban Gogoi etc. who
instigated them to do anti Indian National activities like national flag burning etc. and the accused persons
also confessed about their active involvement with the banned ULFA organization.

25. Sri Ankur Jain, IPS, S/O Shri Ashok Kumar Jain currently serving as Superintendent of Police,
Hojai district since 15.02.2018 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

On 28.11.2019, ASI Santanu Dutta of Kaki PS lodged an FIR at Kaki PS to the effect that on the
same day at about 06.30 am, while he was on duty at Kaki PS, one person informed him over phone stating
that some unknown person of banned ULFA (I) organization hoisted a flag of banned ULFA (I) at the
entrance gate of 1 No. Kaki Junior College. As soon as he received the information, he along with PS staff
proceeded to the place of occurrence, took down the flag on the spot and brought to the PS. He engaged
sources to nab the person involved in the crime. Later based on secret information Sri Manash Jyoti Kalita,
S/O Late Dhiren Kalita of Vill 1 No. Kaki 2 No. Gaon, PS Kaki, dist- Hojai, Assam was apprehended at
Lumding railway station with the help of Lumding PS staff. On interrogation the person admitted that he
hoisted the flag of banned ULFA (I) organization for having sympathy to the said organization.

On receipt of the FIR, SI (UB) Tuniram Neog, OC Kaki PS registered a case vide Kaki PS case no.
154/2019, U/s 120(B)/ 121/122 IPC, R/W Sec. 13 of the UA(P) Act 1967. Ext. 98 is the certified copy of
the FIR in the said Kaki P.S. Case No. 154/2019.

During investigation, the following items were seized from the place of occurrence i.e. (1) one
ULFA (D) flag with Sun symbol in the middle (2) A piece of Gamucha. One OPPO mobile handset with
SIM No. 8876772692 were seized from the possession of accused. One mobile handset Redmi Y1L with
SIM No. 9678200665 from the possession of ABC 821 Rishi Raj Bodo along with screen shot of the
messages which were sent by Manob Jyoti Kalita, from his mobile number 8876772692 were seized in
connection with the case. The apprehended person was interrogated, arrested and forwarded to judicial
custody. Exts. 103 to 108 are the certified copies of the seizure lists.

26. Shri Shiladitya Chetia, IPS, currently serving as Superintendent of Police, Tinsukia district in his
evidence on affidavit submitted the following cases:-

(i)  Pengaree P.S. Case No. 89/15 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/307 IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act
R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 27.10.15 at 1:30 PM, complainant S.I. Joyshankar Wary of Pengaree P.S
lodged an F.L.R. at Pengaree P.S. to the effect that the complainant received an information of about 3 /4
ULFA cadres taking shelter at No. 1 Noloni Gaon. On the basis of information, a joint operation was
launched by Police/Army/CRPF/ and SSB. During the time of search operation, the ULFA cadres noticed
the police party and fled away from the isolated thatch. During search of the sheltering place of the ULFA
cadres, the operation party recovered one IED, ammunition pouch, two nos. of AK 56 magazine loaded
with 60 rounds live ammunition, 3 nos. of jacket etc. The ULFA cadres again came into contact with the 7
Madras Regiment at Dibrujan Road and a heavy exchange of fire took place. The cordoning party during
search recovered numbers of items which were being carried by the ULFA cadres. The whole area was
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cordoned for the night and in the morning hours one ULFA cadre namely Sri Prafulla Moran, S/O Sri
Phuleswar Moran of Dumsi Hatigarh under Bordumsa P.S. was apprehended from Chikorajan Village.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Pengaree P.S. Case No. 89/15 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/307 IPC R/W Sec
25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and investigated into. Ext.129 is the
certified copy of the FIR. During investigation the 1.O. visited the P.O., examined the complainant and
available witness. The 1.O. also arrested the accused Prafulla Moran, S/O Sri Phuleswar Moran of Dumsi
Hatigarh, P.S. Bordumsa. During the investigation 1.O. seized the recovered items from the PO in the
presence of witnesses. The arrested accused have confessed of his association with ULFA which is waging
a war against the Govt. of India. Ext. 131 to 134 are the seizure lists in the said Pengaree P.S. Case No.
89/15. As per the chemical examination report Ext. 140 of the Directorate of Forensic Science, Kahilipara
the explosives contained traces of TNT.

(i1) Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 11/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/307/34 IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a)/27
Arms Act R/'W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 16.02.2016 at 11 AM, complainant Sri Rama Erappa Sunjimani, S/O
Erappa, R/O Post Shanti Boswat, Belgaum, Karnataka lodged an FIR to the effect that on the same day at
about 12.20 AM a secret information was received from a reliable source by Police regarding movement of
5/6 cadres of ULFA(I)/NSCN(K) in general area of Wathoi village under Bordumsa P.S. A joint cordon
and search operation was launched by 7™ Madras Regiment, 38"™ BN SSB, 68" BN CRPF. During search of
the house on 16.02.2016 at about 05.00 AM, an encounter took place between security force, ULFA(I) and
NSCN(K) extremists. As a result 4 (four) unidentified extremist sustained bullet injuries in the exchange of
fire in between 5.40 AM to 6 AM. The injured were immediately shifted to Kothaguri PHC where they
were declared brought dead by the attending doctor. During the operation, a large cache of arms and
ammunitions have been recovered from the PO which includes 1 (one) AK-56 rifle with magazines, 02 nos.
9 MM pistol, Burmese currency, mobile phones etc.

Accordingly Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 11/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/307/34 IPC R/W Sec
25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and investigated into.

After the investigation, the case was returned in FR vide FR No. 16/2016 Dtd. 10/09/2016 U/S
120(B)/121/121(A)/122/307/34 IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act as though
the case was true but all the accused persons died during the encounter. Ext. 144 is the certified copy of the
FIR in the Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 11/2016.

(iii))  Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 37/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/307 IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act
R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 27.04.2016 at 10 AM, complainant NK. Anil Kumar, s/O Radha Krishnan
Nair of Lekha Bhavan, Puthanampalam Post, P.S. Sasthamcottah, Dist. Kollam (Kerala) of 7™ Madras, C/O
99 APO Camp Bordumsa lodged an FIR at Bordumsa P.S stating that based on their source information
regarding presence of ULFA(I) cadre Rongman Gogoi @ Mekuri, a joint operation was launched by 7"
Madras, 19" Jat and Bordumsa Police in general areas of Tal Pather village under Bordumsa P.S. on
26.04.16 at around 05:00 PM. Later on it was confirmed by their source that the ULFA cadre Rongman
Gogoi had taken shelter in the house of one Satyanath Dutta and accordingly the house was cordoned but
there was no response. The family staying in the house was called out side and when they came out they
also confirmed that Rongman Gogoi was inside.

The ULFA(I) cadre tried to sneak out to the tea plantation which was observed through night vision
goggles and on being challenged, the cadre opened indiscriminate fire upon the OPS team and also lobbed a
grenade. For the sake of lives and property of the villagers and in self defense, the team also retaliated with
return fire. The fire fight lasted for 10 (ten) minutes. When the fire fight stopped, the ULFA(I) cadre was
found injured and was lying on the ground with an AK 81 rifle along with ammunition. The injured cadre
was immediately shifted to Pengaree Mini PHC for treatment but was declared brought dead by doctor.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 37/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/307 IPC R/W Sec
25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and investigated into. Ext. 146 is the
certified copy of the FIR.
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During investigation, the case was returned in FR vide FR No. 17/2017 dtd. 29.12.2017 U/S
120(B)/121/121(A)/307 IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/'W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act as the accused
died in the encounter.

(iv) Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 31/2018 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/307/302/379 IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(B)/27
Arms Act R/W Sec 4/5 E.S. Act R/W Sec. 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 05.05.2018, complainant Hav/Clk Gopal Singha, S/O Lt. S.K. Singha lodged
an FIR to the effect that on 04.05.2018 on the basis of secret information that a group of 7 (seven) ULFA
cadres were taking shelter in the house of one Sri Kuleswar Borah @ Kolia Bura of No. 3 Kujupathar, P.S.
Bordumsa, an operation was launched at No. 3 Kujupathar area under SDPO, Margherita, O.C. Bordumsa
P.S., APRG party, O.C. Pengree P.S. Cobra Party, CRPF party and available P.S. staff. While the operation
was going on, suspected ULFA(I) cadres resorted to indiscriminate firing from their automatic weapons
targeting the security forces which resulted fierce gun battle in between secutiy forces and ULFA(I) cadres.
During the exchange fire between ULFA(I) cadres and security forces, S.I. Bhaskar Kalita, O/C Bordumsa
P.S. received severe bullet injuries in his chest and stomach. Immediately he was shifted to L.G.B. Civil
Hospital Tinsukia but the doctor declared him brought dead. The suspected ULFA(I) cadres managed to
flee away under the cover of darkness with the AK-47 rifle of S.I. Bhaskar Kalita along with magazine and
ammunition. After the operation was over and during the search, four kit bags, thirteen number of AK 47
rounds, one ULFA letter pad, mobile handsets etc. were found in the PO.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 31/2018 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/307/302/379
IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(B)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 4/5 E.S. Act R/W Sec. 10/13 U/A(P) Act, Pengaree P.S.
Case No. 89/15 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/307 TPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P)
Act. were registered, investigated into. Later on the case was transferred to NIA for investigation. Presently
the case is under investivation with NIA. Ext 163 is the certified copy of the FIR and Ext 164 (in two
pages) is the certified copy of handing/taking over the investigation by NIA.

(v) Lekhapani P.S. Case No. 113/2018 U/S 120(B)/121(A)/122/353/307 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-B)(A)/27
Arms Act R/W Sec 5 of ES Act., R/W Sec. 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 27.09.2018 complainant Sri Dabhi Fate Sinh (Subeder), S/O Sri Abhe Sinh
of Jagun Army Camp C/O 99 APO, Jairampur, Arunachal Pradesh lodged an ejahar to the effect that on
24.09.2018 at about 6 PM input was received that a group of about 10 cadres of ULFA(I) were hiding in the
adjoining jungles of Kokhorani village. At about 7.45 PM troops of 9" Rajputana Rifles of Jagun COB
came into contact with the insurgents and a fire fight took place. On retaliation from the Army personnel,
the insurgents fled away in the cover of darkness and on launch of combing operation, explosives and other
combat items were recovered from the area. Initial report suggested that few of the insurgents sustained
injuries but could not be ascertained at that time. In this regard the Army personnel lodged an FIR wherein
it was admitted that one cadre was killed and another sustained injuries. Ext. 166 is the certified copy of the
FIR.

On receipt of the FIR Lekhapani P.S. Case No. 113/2018 U/S 120(B)/121(A)/122/353/307 IPC R/W Sec
25(1-B)(A)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 5 of ES Act., R/W Sec. 10/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and endorsed
to SI Golap Bailung for investigation. On 27" September 2018, the corpse of one of the ULFA(I) cadre was
recovered from Dehing river under Pengree P.S. The body was identified as that of one Jan Asom @
Rudreswar Baruah of Kujupathar under Bordumsa P.S. The body was identified by his mother. This refers
Pengree P.S. U.D. Case No. 03/2018 and the said case was disposed. During investigation the I/O visited
the P.O. and examined the complainant Sri Dabhi Fate Sinh (Subedar) and witnesses Sri Dharmendar
Kumar, Sri Nitu Gogoi, Sri Tilok Baruah, Sri Numal Moran, Sri Santanu Gogoi, Sri Ranjit Chutia & Sri
Satyajit Baruah. I/O also seized the explosive and other combat items. Ext. 167 is the certified copy of the
seizure list. As the dead body of active ULFA(I) cadre Jan Asom (@ Rudreswar Baruah was recovered from
Dehing river on 27.09.2018, it is clear that the banned organization was behind the fire fight with the
intention of waging war against the Union of India by spreading terror among the people of this district.

(vi) Pengaree P.S. Case No. 51/2015 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/302/307/326 TPC R/W Sec 25(1-A)/27
Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 15.07.2015, complainant Sri Joy Sankar Warry, SI of Police, lodged an FIR
at Pengree P.S. stating that on 14.07.2015 he received an information from the Gaon Bura of Bujiliban
Natung Maythong. On the basis of information, he along with staff led by S.D.P.O. Margherita rushed to
the spot and found that two to three suspected ULFA cadres armed with arms entered into the house of Sri
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Nandalal Sah of Bulijanbon Natung Maythong village and opened indiscriminate firing targeting the family
members. Nandalal Sah succumbed to his injuries at the spot while five of his family members namely (1)
Manti Devi Sah (2) Sri Monoj Sah (3) Sri Akshyalal Sah (4) Sri Ajay Sah and (5) Smti. Kajol Sah sustained
bullet injuries. Injured Kajol Sah was declared brought dead at Civil Hospital Tinsukia.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Pengaree P.S. Case No. 51/2015 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/302/307/326 IPC R/W
Sec 25(1-A)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and investigated into. Ext. 188 is the
certified copy of the FIR. During the investigation, the I/O visited the P.O. and examined the complainant
and available witnesses. The I/O arrested the accused persons namely (1) Sri Muhidhar Moran @ Ravan @
John Asom and (2) Sri Surajit Moran and recovered some Arms and Ammunition, Explosive etc from their
possession and after their thorough interrogation, they were forwarded to Judicial Custody. Exts. 190 to 193
are the certified copies of seizure lists. Exts. 197 to 200 are the certified copies of Forensic reports of the
seized arms and ammunition. Both the accused persons admitted their involvement in the case. The
recovered Arms and Ammunition, Explosive etc were examined at F.S.L. Guwahati, Assam for expert
opinion. From the statements of the accused persons it is clear that the banned ULFA(]) is killing innocent
people of the district for their so called war against the state and terrorizing the local public in order to fulfil
their extortion demands.

(vii)  Kakopathar P.S. Case No. 54/2015 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/392 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-A)/27
Arms Act R/W Sec 4 of ES Act., R/W Sec 15/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 01.10.2015, complainant SI Badan Singpho, O/C Kakopathar P.S. lodged an
FIR alleging that on 30.09.2015 at about 7.45 PM, 4 (four) suspected ULFA(I) cadres in army dress opened
indiscriminate firing on air in order to create panic amongst the public of the locality. In retaliation, the
complainant along with APRG party also opened 10(ten) rounds of fire. Subsequently the extremist group
escaped from the sight dividing into two groups. While fleeing, the extremist group forcefully took away
the Honda Activa vehicle with Regd. No. AS-23-L-5120, belonging to one Kamal Deka from Gelgeli Patti
while another cadre took away one TVS Scooty bearing Regd. No. AS-06-J-8143, belonging to Hemango
Gohain, at gun point. After a while, the complainant and his party conducted a search operation of the area
and seized 6 rounds of empty cartridge and one suspected rocket like ammunition. On 01.10.2015 at around
6 AM, the Honda Activa bearing Regd. No. AS-23-L-5120 was recovered from Kathorbasti Tezi Road.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Kakopathar P.S. Case No. 54/2015 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/392 IPC
R/W Sec 25(1-A)/27 Arms Act R/'W Sec 4 of ES Act., R/W Sec 15/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and
endorsed to SI Chandan Raut for investigation. Ext. 210 is the certified copy of the FIR.

During investigation, the I/O had visited the P.O., seized one unexploded rocket like object and six
empty cases of AK47 series rifle. The I/O also recovered the scooty bearing Regd. No. AS-23-L-5120. The
I/O recorded the statement of the complainant along with some other witnesses which revealed that the
members of ULFA(I) group was involved in the incident with a motive to show their existence and also to
create panic in the locality. Exts. 212 and 213 are certified copies of seizure lists. In the course of
investigation, the I/O had also shown arrest of the accused persons namely (1) Sri Lakhyajit Moran @
Moina @ Tushar Asom 27(yrs), S/O Sri Aneshar Moran of No 1 Kachijan, P.S. Tongana, Dist- Tinsukia
and (2) Sri Bharat Chutia @ Abhijit Asom @ Abhi Asom @ Bhim, S/O Lt. Lokeswar Chutia of Lesenga,
PS. Barekuri, Dist- Tinsukia, Assam. The statement of the accused persons reveals that they at the behest of
ULFA(I) were doing active propaganda for the banned organization ULFA(I) with the intention of waging
war against the Govt. by spreading terror amongst the people of the district.

(viii)  Phillobari P.S. Case No. 23/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/307 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-A)/27(B) Arms
Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 13.08.2016 at 6.30 PM, complainant Sri Arabinda Shah, S/O Lt. Kishori
Shah of No. 11 Bamun Gaon, P.S. Phillobari lodged an ejahar at Phillobari PS to the effect that on
12.08.2016 at about7.30 PM, a group of unknown ULFA cadres have come to the house of the complainant
and fired indiscriminately with their arms and as a result his father Kishori Shah, brother Rajesh Shah and
his relatives Sri Jitendra Choudhan, Sri Raban Garh, Sri Ranjit Shah and Smt. Pratibha Devi sustained
grievous bullet injuries. Injured Kishore Shah, father of the complainant died on the spot and Rajesh Shah
succumbed to his bullet injuries at Doomdooma Civil Hospital. Another person who got grievous bullet
injury was admitted to Assam Medical College, Dibrugarh for treatment. Two motor cycles also got
damaged due to firing. After committing the crime the suspected ULFA cadres fled from the P.O. Ext. 235
is the copy of the FIR.
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Upon receipt of the FIR, Phillobari P.S. Case No. 23/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/307 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-
A)/27(B) Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and investigated into. During investigation
the I/O made the necessary seizures from the PO in the presence of witnesses and also examined the
complainant along with some other witnesses. Ext. 236 to 241 are certified copies of the seizure lists.
During investigation, the I/O collected sufficient evidences which directly indicates the role of ULFA(]) in
commission of the crime. Thus from the above it is very clear that the banned organization is terrorizing the
society by killing innocent people for their wrongful gain.

(ix)  Pengaree P.S. Case No. 63/16 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/341/353/427/302/326/307/179 IPC R/W
Sec. 3 /4 E.S. Act, R/'W Sec. 25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 20.11.16 at 3.00 PM, complainant Lt. Nanduri Sai Prasun of 15 Kumaon
(Indore) Army, C/O 99 APO Camp Pengeree lodged an FIR at Pengaree PS to the effect that on 19.11.16
when one party in one Gypsy vehicle (BA No. 098-102865 A) and one 2.5 ton vehicle (BA No. 14C-
100892P) were moving from Pengaree towards Digboi, at about 0600 hrs one IED blasted the leading
Gypsy and subsequently 2 RPF, 3 UBGLs and heavy fire was opened on the Gypsy and 2.5 ton vehicle by a
group of insurgents. In the incident, loss of life, loss of arms and ammunition and damage of vehicles and
equipment took place. Ext. 260 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Pengaree P.S. Case No. 63/16 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/341/353/
427/302/326/307/179 IPC R/W Sec. 3 /4 E.S. Act, R/W Sec. 25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P)
Act was registered and investigated into. During the investigation, 1.O. visited the P.O. and examined the
complainant and other witness. The /O made the necessary seizures from the PO in the presence of
witnesses. Exts. 262 and 263 are the certified copies of seizure lists. The I/O also arrested suspected
accused person namely Sri Lakheswar Baruah, Age 23 years, @ Labang, S/O Sri Padeswar Baruah of Dirak
Sunjan Gaon, PS Bordumsa, Dist. Tinsukia, Assam. From the statement of the complainant, witness and the
accused person it was learnt that ULFA(I) cadres were behind the attack on the army troop.

(x) Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 48/2017 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/447/307/427/34 TPC R/W Sec 25(1-
A)/27(2) Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 13.12.2017 at 01:40 PM, complainant Mr. Kumar Mouglam Petel,
Commercial Manager, Satrupa Tea Factory MKB (Asia) Pvt. Ltd., lodged an FIR at this PS stating that on
08.12.2017 at about 19:30 hrs, a gang of 06 to 08 numbers of militants/extremist entered through the office
gate of the said garden and took all the chowkidars, drivers and others persons present at the gate on gun
point. After capturing, the said militants fired more than 20 rounds at the garden office, where the
complainant along with 3 other office staff were present. After that all of them escaped from scene and
luckily no causality happended to any person, the car parked in front of the gate got badly damaged. After
that the said militants took all the captured persons along with them at gun point and moved towards the
factory and again fired more than 20 rounds on a standing truck which was parked in the factory campus
and the factory building and as a result they got badly damaged. Thereafter the said militants moved
towards the manager’s bunglow and opened fire on it and also lobbed a hand grenade at the porch room of
the bunglow. The whole incident was carried out by the militants for half an hour i.e. from 19:30 hrs to
20:00 hrs. and they went out walking from the garden through gate number 09. The reserve police in-
charge arrived at the garden office at 21:15 hrs. Ext. 287 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 48/2017 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/447/307/427/34
IPC R/W Sec 25(1-A)/27(2) Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and investigated into.
During investigation of the case, the 10 visited the PO, drew a sketch map of the PO and made necessary
seizures. Exts. 288, 289 and 290 are certified copies of seizure lists. Upon examination of the complainant
and other witnesses the IO learnt that the persons involved in the crime were ULFA(I) cadre. The 10
further learnt after engaging sources that under the command of Rupam Asom some other ULFA(I) cadres
namely Jan Axom @ Rudra Boruah of Natun Gaon, Vivek Asom, Gyan Asom and Moni Asom came to the
PO carrying sophisticated weapons and indiscriminately fired at the factory campus and building. After
receiving the information, the 10 along with other armed force rushed to the PO and searched nearby areas
in order to nab the ULFA(I) cadres. From the above it is revealed that the above ULFA(I) cadres at the
behest of the banned organization are involving themselves in these sabotage activities in order to create a
fear psychosis amongst the common people and in turn extort from them for collection of fund with the
intention of waging war against the Union of India.
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(x1) Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 47/2017 U/S 120(B)/447/302/34 IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a)/27(3) Arms Act
R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 12.12.2017, complainant Sri Kamaleswer Mahanta, S/O- Lt. Briten mahanta
of Dirak Hunjan, Simuluguri, PS. Bordumsa, Dist. Tinsukia lodged an FIR stating that on 11.12.17 at about
6:40 PM, while his elder brother namely Sri Anteswar Mahanta and his son namely Karun Mahanta were in
their house, at that time about 3/ 4 nos of ULFA cadres came to the house. The ULFA cadres fired on them
from a close distance and as a result they got grievously injured. They were immediately shifted to the
Tinsukia Civil Hospital for treatment but they were declared brought dead. Ext. 304 is the certified copy of
FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 47/2017 U/S 120(B)/447/302/34 TPC R/W Sec
25(1)(a)/27(3) Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act. was registered and investigated into. During
investigation of the case, the IO visited the PO, drew a sketch map of the PO and made necessary seizures.
Ext. 305 is the certified certified copy of seizure list. The IO upon engaging source learnt that under the
command of Rupam Asom, UIFA(I) cadres namely Bubul Asom, Monikanta Asom, Gyan Asom, Jan Asom
and Diganta Chetia came to the PO with sophisticated weapons and indiscriminately fired on the victims.
After receiving the information, the IO along with armed force rushed to the PO and searched the nearby
areas for nabbing the ULFA(I) cadres. After occurrence of the incident search operation was conducted in
several suspected villages. From the statement of the witnesses it is revealed that the above cadres at the
behest of ULFA(I) were doing active propaganda for the banned organization with the intention of waging
war against the Union of India by spreading terror amongst the people of the district.

(xii)  Lekhapani P.S. Case No. 11/2018 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/341/436/427/384/379/323 IPC R/W
Sec 25(1-A)/27 Arms Act.

The brief of the case is that on 17.01.2018, complainant Sri Charitra Ram Deka, S/O Lt. Ranu Ram Deka of
OIL (EA) Digboi lodged an ejahar stating that on 16.01.2018, 10 (ten) numbers of Oil tankers loaded with
Crude Oil were coming from Kharsang to Digboi. After crossing about 500 meter from Namchik gate, a
group of 10 to 16 members of extremist with arms waylaid the tankers and asked the drivers to come out
from their vehicles. Then they snatched the purses, vehicle documents and mobile phones etc. from the
drivers and also physically assaulted them. Later on, the miscreants had set fire to the oil tankers and all
together eight oil tankers caught fire and were damaged. Ext. 322 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR a case was registered vide Lekhapani P.S. Case No. 11/2018 U/S
120(B)/121/121(A)/122/341/436/427/384/379/323 TIPC R/W Sec 25(1-A)/27 Arms Act and was endorsed to
SI Pulak Kumar for investigation. During investigation the L.O. visited the P.O. and examined the
complainant and available witnesses. 1.O. also seized the eight tankers which were set fire by the
extremists. The statements of the witnesses reveal that extremist organization with the intention of waging
war against the Union of India committed such terrorist activities.

(xiii) Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 37/2017 U/S 447/364(A) IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec
10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 02.09.2017, complainant Sri Soumen Bordoloi, Manager of Dihingiya TE,
Ritubon Gaon, PS- Bordumsa lodged an FIR at this PS and stated that on the same day evening at around
6:30 PM, one unknown person with arms entered into the campus of the Dihingiya TE office cum residence
by jumping the main gate and called the manager of the garden i.e. complainant of this case and asked him
to come out of the main gate. The unknown person also asked the complainant the mobile number of the
owner of the garden, Sri Rajib Phukan. The armed unknown person then contacted the owner and
demanded Rs. 20,00,000.00 (Twenty lakhs). At that time the complainant saw six nos of gunman and they
identified themselves as ULFA(I) members. At that very moment they kidnapped one Sri Sailya Dohotia,
Age-35 years, S/O Sri Jagat Dohotia, Vill- Miholiritu, PS- Bordumsa, Dist- Tinsukia, from the campus of
the TE for ransom. Sri Sailya Dohotia was a clerk of the said Tea Estate. Ext. 335 is the certified copy of
the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 37/2017 U/S 447/364(A) IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a)/27 Arms
Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act. was registered and investigated into. During investigation of the case, the
10 visited the PO, drew a sketch map of the PO, examined the complainant and other witnesses and
recorded their statement. During examination it was learnt that the armed persons were ULFA(I) cadre and
they came there under the command of Rupam Asom. It was also learnt that the other cadres were namely

Jan Asom @ Rudra Boruah of Natun Gaon, Hiranya Moran @ Goda of Hatigarh, Gyan and Monikanta and
all were carrying sophisticated weapons when they came to the Tea Estate. After receiving the information,
the 10 along with armed force rushed to the PO and searched the nearby areas in order to recover the victim
and to nab the ULFA(I) cadres and the operation subsequently continued in the next few days in all
suspected hideouts. On 05.10.2017 at 8 PM, the victim person Sri Sailya Dohotia was released by the
kidnappers of ULFA(I), who was recovered from the campus of the said Tea Estate office. After
interrogation, the victim Sailya Dohotia disclosed about their hide out places as well as the name of above
ULFA(I) cadres. Search operation continued in suspicious places to apprehend the culprits with the help of
23 Punjab Regiment, A210 Cobra and APBn personnel. In the course of investigation, IO seized one CD of
CCTV footage and based on that one accused person namely Sri Santush Moran @ Sri Hiranya Asom @
Pokul, S/O Sri Budheswar Moran, Vill- No 4 Kakojan, PS- Phillabari, Dist- Tinsukia was arrested. Ext. 336
is the certified copy of seizure list. The statement of the accused person revealed that they at the behest of
ULFA(I), were doing active propaganda for the banned organisation with the intention of waging war
against the Union of India by spreading terror amongst the people of the district and extort money from
people by giving threat of life and property.

(xiv)  Lekhapani P.S. Case No. 54/2018 U/S 120(B)/364(A) IPC R/W Sec 25(1-b)(A) Arms Act.

The brief of the case is that on 09.06.2018, complainant Sri Pratap Upadhyaya, S/O Sri Dinanath
Upadhyaya of No. 3 Udaipur under Lekhapani P.S. lodged an ejahar to the effect that on 08.06.2018 at
about 11 AM, a group of 6-7 miscreants with arms came to the tea garden of Sri Radha Chetia situated at
Phaneng village and kidnapped the complainant’s father Sri Dinanath Upadhyaya. Ext. 353 is the certified
copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR a case was registered vide Lekhapani P.S. Case No. 54/2018 U/S
120(B)/364(A) IPC R/W Sec 25(1-b)(A) Arms Act and was endorsed to SI Pulak Kumar for investigation.
During investigation the 1.O. visited the P.O. and examined the complainant and the available witnesses.
The L.O. also arrested suspected accused Sri Hem Kanta Basumatary, S/O Sri Chandra Kanta Basumatary
of Phaneng village, P.S. Lekhapani. On 25.06.2018 the victim, Sri Dinanath Upadhaya was recovered from
Arunachal Pradesh. According to the statement of the victim he was kidnapped by ULFA cadre Uday
Asom and four other cadres of the outfit. From the statement of the victim and witnesses it is clear that
ULFA(I) is committing such types of activities in order to terrorise the people for the purpose of extortion
with the intention of waging war against the Union of India.

(xv)  Lekhapani P.S. Case No. 140/2018 U/S 120(B)/365 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-B)(A) Arms Act.

The brief of the case is that on 20.11.2018 the complainant Sri Bijay Borah S/O Lt. Dhananjoy Borah of
10" mile Jagun, P.S. Lekhapani lodged an ejahar to the effect that on 19.11.2018 at around 5.30 PM a
group of three miscreants with arms kidnapped the complainant’s Manager Sri Apurba Kakoti from his
Crusher mill situated at 10™ Mile, Jagun. Ext. 363 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR Lekhapani P.S. Case No. 140/2018 U/S 120(B)/365 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-
B)(A) Arms Act was registered and investigated into. During investigation the 1.O. visisted the P.O. and
examined the complainant and the available witnesses. The 1.O. also arrested suspected accused Sri Hem
Kt. Basumatary and forwarded to the judicial custody. Later the victim Sri Apurba Kakoti was recovered
and recorded his statement U/S 161 Cr.P.C. According to him, on 19.11.2018 three persons equipped with
arms kidnapped him from the crusher mill of Sri Bijay Borah. They introduced themselves as ULFA cadres
and threaten to kill him if he disobey their instructions. Later active ULFA cadre Sri Tutu Borah @ Handuk
along with one over ground worker, namely Sri Jumon Borah were arrested in connection with the case. In
his statement Sri Tutu Borah confessed that he along with Uday Axom, Jan Axom and Dhoni Axom were
involved in the kidnap of Sri Apurba Kakoti. The statement of the victim and accused person reveals that
they are continuously committing this type of crime for terrorizing the local people for the purpose of
extortion with the intention of waging war against the Union of India.

(xvi) Doomdooma P.S. Case No. 353/2019 U/S 447/364(A)/34 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-A) Arms Act R/'W
Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 11.10.2019, the complainant Sunitpal Bhuyan, S/O Dimbeshwar Bhuyan,
Manager, Sankar T.E. P.S. Doomdooma lodged an FIR at Talap OP, P.S. Doomdooma stating that on the
same day at about 06:05 PM, four (4) nos. of youths wearing black coloured clothes and armed with deadly
weapons like AK-47, entered the Sankar T.E. factory premises and talked with him. After some time, the
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Head Fitter of Sankar T.E., Sri Gauranga Deb, came out of the factory and was subsequently kidnapped by
the said youths with a view to obtain ransom. Reportedly, the youths had introduced themselves as
members of the United Liberation Front of Assam (ULFA). Ext. 383 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of FIR, Doomdooma P.S. Case No. 353/2019 U/S 447/364(A)/34 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-
A) Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and was endorsed to SI Jayanta Deka for
investigation. During investigation, in the immediate aftermath of the incident, IC, Talap OP had launched
a search operation with Talap OP staff and CIJW personnels at various places in order to intercept the
abductors and rescue Sri Gauranga Dey, but the same did not bear any result. Thereafter, during further
course of investigation, the IO examined a number of witnesses pertaining to the incident and recorded
their statement U/S 161 Cr.P.C. From the statements of the aforementioned witnesses, it clearly emerged
that victim Sri Gauranga Dey was abducted from Sankar T.E. factory premises on the evening of
11.10.2019 by at least four (4) nos. of armed persons wearing black attire who had introduced themselves
as belonging to the banned ULFA(I) in presence of two (2) nos. of eye witnesses of the incident. The 10
also seized the CCTV footage pertaining to the incident from Sankar T.E. premises in the presence of
seizure witnesses. The seized CCTV footage corroborates the statements of all the aforementioned
witnesses. Exts 386 and 387 are certified copy of the seizure lists. Upon analysis of the seized CCTV
footage, four known ULFA(I) cadres, viz. (1) Rupom Asom (2) Gyan Asom (3) Yankhu Asom and (4)
Gyan Asom were indentified as having taken part in the abduction of Sri Gauranga Dey from Sankar T.E.
on 11.10.2019 while being dressed in black attire and armed with lethal weapons. After being freed by the
armed abductors and reaching home safely, the victim Sri Gauranga Deb of Sankar T.E. S/O Lt. Dinesh
Dev, Mohghuli, P.S. Bordubi, Dist- Tinsukia was examined wherein he corroborated the events of
11.10.2019 inside Sankar T.E. as narrated by other witnesses till his release on 23.10.2019. A statement of
the victim was also recorded U/S 164 Cr.P.C.Ext. 409 (four pages) is the said statement of the victim.

The aforementioned facts and circumstances pertaining to the case, the statements of witnesses, the
statement of the victim as well as CCTV footage obtained from Sankar T.E. premises clearly reveals that
the abduction of Sri Gauranga Deb was in a planned manner for the purpose of extorting ransom money, to
be likely used in acts to achieve its stated objective of liberating Assam from the Indian Union through
armed struggle, in order to establish a ‘Sovereign Socialist Assam’ after overthrowing a legitimately
elected democratic government.

(xvii) Tinsukia P.S. Case No. 456/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/427 IPC R/W Sec 3/5 of E.S. Act, added
section 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 28.04.2016, complainant Sri Pravash Chandra Parrik, S/O Lt. Sohan Lal
Parrik of Padumani Tea Estate, PS. Tinsukia lodged a written FIR at Tinsukia P.S. through Guijan O.P. to
the effect that, at about 01.25 AM on 28.04.2016, he and other co-habitants were woken up by the sound of
a bomb blast just outside the front gate of their residence. Upon enquiry, he found that the culvert and the
stretch of road adjacent to the gate were damaged due to the blast and there were holes to be found on the
gate and the wall. Ext 413 is the certified copy of the FIR.

On receipt of the above noted FIR, Tinsukia P.S. Case No. 456/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/427
IPC R/W Sec 3/5 of E.S. Act, was registered pertaining to the incident and the same was endorsed to SI
Tuchan Chetia for investigation.

During investigation, the I/O visited the P.O. and drew a sketch map with brief description. The
P.O. is situated at Tinsukia — Guijan PWD Road, in front of the residence of Sri Bibek Agarwal. The /O
collected some soil samples from the blast site, broken bricks etc. and seized the same in connection with
instant case. The /O also seized some more articles on being produced by the complainant, which includes
CCTV footage from a camera installed near the PO. The I/O examined a number of P.O. witnesses and
recorded their statements U/S 161 Cr. PC in connection with the case, viz. 1. Sri Bibek Agarwal, 2. Pravash
Chandra Parrke, 3. Dinesh Gogoi, 4. Mangal Mahali, 5. Krishna Panika, 6. Dipen Bezboruah and 7. Priya
Gogoi.

During the course of further investigation, based on statements of witnesses and source inputs, the
I/0 was able to apprehend, interrogate and arrest 5 (five) persons whose participation and complicity in the
crime was established by circumstantial evidence, viz. 1. Babul Dihingia, 34 yrs, S/O Sri Kagen Dihingia
of BVFCL Type III QTR No. 570, P.S. Namrup, 2. Panak Phukan, 26 yrs, S/O Sri Kumud Phukan of Na-
Maithang Gaon, P.S. Kakopathar, 3. Nakul Gogoi @ Nokta, 28 yrs, S/O Sri Madhav Gogoi of Ghilaguri
Gaon, P.S. Namrup, 4. Jitu Dohotia @ Anil Dohotia, 34 yrs, S/O Aneswar Dohotia of No.1, Sarumachi
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Kurkakani Gaon, P.S. Kakopathar, 5. Ashok Bhujal, 50 yrs, S/O Sri Amar Bhujal, of Koilashpur Gaon, P.S.
Bordumsa. The I/O had sent all the seized exhibits to the FSL, Guwahati for expert opinion. After
examination, the experts from FSL. Guwahati had opined that the soil samples contain low traces of
explosive and that the metallic splinters collected and sent for Forensic examination may be the projectiles
of an IED.

During investigation, the 1/O tried to trace out the Maruti Van which was involved in the crime, as
revealed by the CCTV footage, and also consulted the MVI regarding determination of registration number
of the said Maruti Van. But, due to illegible CCTV footage pertaining to the same, the I/O could not
ascertain the vehicle’s registration number.

In the course of investigation, it came to be learnt by the 1O that the bomb pertaining to the instant
case was handed over to two people, viz. Jintu Dohotia and Bikash Gogoi, by known ULFA Arunodoy
Dohotia, with a view to have it detonated inside Tinsukia. However, due to insufficient concrete evidence
against the arrested accused persons, the case had to be unfortunately returned in F.R. vide Tinsukia P.S.
F.R. No. 309, dtd. 30.06.2019.

Although the charges against the aforementioned arrested accused persons could not be established
by the I/O due to dearth of concrete evidence, the investigation brought to light that the bomb pertaining to
the instant case was detonated at the behest of ULFA(I) cadre Arunadoy Dohutia, with a view to terrorize
the public in the district, and infuse a sense of insecurity among the masses, so that the extortion demands
of ULFA(]) are fulfilled out of fear. This was an act in furtherance of ULFA(I)’s stated objective of waging
war against the legally established Union of India and bring about the secession of Assam from the Indian
State.

(xviii) Tinsukia P.S. Case No. 459/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/326/307/427 IPC R/W Sec 4/5 E.S.
Act, R/W Sec 10/13 UA(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 28.04.2016, complainant SI Nabajit Das Bagri of Tinsukia PS lodged an FIR
at the PS to the effect that on 28.04.2016 at about 7:33 PM, an explosion was caused by Abhi Asom @
Bhim @ Bharat Chutia and others under the instruction of Arunoday Asom, all members of banned
ULFA(I), at Devipukhuri Pach Ali of Tinsukia Town. As a result, 14-15 persons sustained major and minor
injuries and one motorcycle parked at the PO and some nearby shops got partially damaged. Ext. 424 is the
certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Tinsukia P.S. Case No. 459/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/
122/326/307/427 IPC R/W Sec 4/5 E.S. Act, R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act was registered and was entrusted
to SI Ajay Das of Tinsukia PS to investigate into. The I/O, during investigation, visited the PO, sent the
injured for medical treatment and made necessary seizures at the PO, which includes grenade lever,
splinters etc. Ext. 425 and 426 are the certified copy of the seizure lists. During investigation, the I/O could
learn that the FIR named accused, namely Abhi Asom @ Bhim @ Bharat Chutia was subsequently arrested
by Simaluguri PS in connection with Simaluguri PS Case No. 46/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A) IPC. The
I/O arrested Abhi Asom in connection with the instant case and interrogated him thoroughly. During
interrogation, Abhi Asom revealed that he was an active cadre of ULFA(I) and was influenced by Tibrajit
Asom to join the banned organization and received training in Myanmar. He stated that he was involved in
the rocket launcher attack on Kakopathar PS in the year 2016, but the said rocket launcher had failed to
explode. During further interrogation, he stated that though he was not directly involved in the grenade
attack at Devipukhuri Pach Ali, he had given the grenade to one Punakon Chutia, of Tekeri village under
Pengeree PS for lobbing the same in Tinsukia town. Accordingly, Punakon Chutia had lobbed the grenade
at Devipukhuri Panch Ali. The statement of accused person establishes that the grenade lobbing incident
was in furtherance of secessionist activities in Tinsukia district, with a larger objective of waging war
against the Union of India by spreading terror amongst the people of the district.

(xix) Phillobari P.S. Case No. 24/16 U/S 3 /4 E.S. Act, R/W Sec 10/13 UA(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 15.08.2016, complainant Sri Gunakanta Hazarika, head constable of Assam
Police, S/O Sri Sukeswar Hazarika of Phillobari lodged an FIR at Phillobari PS to the effect that on
15.08.2016 at around 08:00 am, a bomb was blasted by suspected ULFA at No. 11 Bamungaon Rajen
Dukan tinali, which caused no hurt and damage. The banned outfit ULFA blasted the bomb with an
intention to create panic during the celebration of Independnce Day. Ext. 447 is the certified copy of
the FIR.
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Upon receipt of the FIR, Phillobari P.S. Case No. 24/16 U/S 3 /4 E.S. Act, R’'W Sec 10/13 UA(P)
Act was registered and investigated into. During investigation I/O seized some soil sample from the site of
the explosion, recorded the statements of complainant and others witnesses. The I/O identified the accused
persons by engaging sources and apprehended the juveniles namely Sri Manab Deka @ Dut 16 yrs and Sri
Bichtra Moran @ Munna, 16 yrs and produced them before Hon’ble Principal Magistrate JJIB Tinsukia.
They were engaged by ULFA activist Haren Deka @ Akhil Asom, who was already shown arrested in
connection with the instant case. During the investigation it was revealed that the banned outfit ULFA is
doing these sabotage activities before the celebration of Independence Day in order to create terror amongst
the people of the district with an intention of waging war against the Union of India.

(xx)  Doomdooma P.S. Case No. 299/2016 U/S 3 /4 E. S. Act, R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P) Act.

The brief of the case is that on 15.08.2016, the complainant Insp. Moni Mohan Singha, O.C. Doomdooma
P.S. lodged an FIR to the effect that, on 15.08.2016 at about 07:56 A.M., while he was visiting the place of
occurrence of explosion that took place at No. 6 line, Budlabeta T.E., on the wayside of Kakojan Road, a
high intensity sound of explosion was heard coming from the direction of Doomdooma Town. Immediately
afterward, he received information about a bomb explosion at No. 8, Sookreting, in a road side drain near
GREF Tiniali point. Immediately, he directed S.I. Jiten Gohain to go to the place of occurrence, and he too
rushed towards No. 8 Sookreting. On arrival, it was observed by the complainant that a suspected IED had
exploded in a drain near GREF Tiniali Point at No. 8, Sookreting. It was strongly suspected that the blast
was carried out by ULFA (I) and, based on previously received inputs, ULFA cadres Rupam, Bibir, Umesh
Moran, Udoy and one more unidentified cadre were suspected to be involved in the explosion. There were
inputs of such activities being planned by ULFA on the run up to Independence Day. Ext. 465 is the
certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the F.I.R., Doomdooma P.S. Case No. 299/2016 U/S 3 /4 E. S. Act, R/W Sec 10/13 U/A(P)
Act was registered and investigated into. During investigation, the 1.O. visited the P.O. and drew a rough
sketch map. The 1.O. seized some soil sample from the P.O. and recorded the statement of the complainant
along with some other witnesses. The I/O identified the accused persons by engaging sources. During
investigation, the 1.O. apprehended the following Juvenile accused persons, namely (i) Sri Bichitra Moran
(16 yrs), S/O Sri Pulin Moran, R/O No. 3 Kakojan, P.S. Phillobari Dist. Tinsukia and (ii) Sri Manab Moran
(16 yrs), S/O Sri Dhaneswar Moran, R/O No. 4 Kakojan, P.S. Phillobari, Dist. Tinsukia. After thorough
interrogation, they disclosed their role in the commission of the crime. Another accused, Sri Bitul Moran @
Titul (22 yrs), S/o Sri Arna Moran, R/O No. 1 Kakojan, P.S. Phillobari Dist. Tinsukia was apprehended by
Army personnel and during interrogation, he disclosed that he, along with the two other persons, namely
Sri Bichitra Moran and Sri Manab Moran, had placed the IEDs. Later on, it was also revealed that the IEDs
were handed over to them by ULFA cadres Rupam Asom, Udoy Asom, Nibir Umesh Moran and another
unidentired ULFA cadre.

(xxi) Doomdooma PS case No. 298/2016 U/s 3/4 of ES Act R/W Sec 10/13 UA (P) Act.

The brief facts of the case is that on 15.08.2016, complainant SI Jyotishman Neog, S/O Sri Naren
Neog, of Doomdooma PS Dist- Tinsukia lodged an FIR to the effect that on 15.08.2016, while he, along
with his staff, was conducting patrolling duty on bye-pass road and was proceeding towards Samdang TE,
they saw that a number of people had assembled near Budlabheta TE No. 6 Line. He then turned his vehicle
towards No. 6 Line of Budlabheta TE. On arrival, he found that a suspected IED had exploded at No. 6
Line, Budlabheta TE, on the wayside of Kakojan Road, at about 06.55 am. Immediately, he informed Insp.
MM Singha, OC Doomdooma PS about the occurrence of the blast. After a short while, OC Doomdooma
PS arrived there. It was strongly suspected, based on available source input at the time, that the explosion
was carried out by cadres of banned ULFA organization, namely Rupam, Nibir Umesh Moran, Udoy, and
another cadre. Moreover, there were strong inputs that such sabotage activities would be carried out by the
ULFA militants leading to Independence Day. Ext. 492 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of FIR, Doomdooma PS Case No. 298/2016 U/s 3/4 ES Act R/'W Sec 10/13 UA (P)
Act was registered and investigated into. During investigation, the IO visited the PO and drew up a sketch
map of the PO. The 10 had seized some fragments of suspected broken mobile handset found at the PO and
also the soil sample of the blast site. The 10 recorded the statement of the complainant along with some
other witnesses. The 10 identified the accused persons by engaging sources. During investigation, the 10
apprehended the following juvenile accused persons namely (i) Sri Bichitra Moran (16 yrs) S/O Sri Pulin
Moran R/O No. 3 Kakojan PS- Phillobari Dist Tinsukia and (ii) Sri Manab Moran (16 yrs) S/O Sri
Dhaneswar Moran R/O No. 4 Kakojan, PS-Phillobari Dist Tinsukia, upon finding sufficient evidence
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against them. Upon interrogation they disclosed their role in commission of the crime. Another accused Sri
Bitul Moran @ Titul (22 yrs) S/O Sri Arna Moran, R/O No. 1 Kakojan, PS Phillobari, Dist Tinsukia were
shown arrested in connection with Doomdooma PS case No. 299/2016 U/s 3/4 of ES Act, R/W Sec 10/13
UA (P) Act. During thorough interrogation, he had disclosed that he along with the other two co-accused,
namely Sri Bichitra Moran and Sri Manab Moran had placed the IED and it was also revealed that the [ED
was handed over to them by ULFA cadres Rupam Asom, Udoy Asom, Nibir Umesh Moran and another
ULFA cadre, all of whom are yet to be arrested. Ext. 494 is the certified copy of the seizure list.

(xxii) Tinsukia PS case no. 907/16 U/s 121/121(A)/122/427 IPC R/w Sec 3/4/5 of ES Act R/w Sec 10/13
of UA (P) Act.

The brief facts of the case is that on 15.08.2016, complainant SI Pushpakanta Hazarika, IC Panitola
OP lodged an FIR at Tinsukia PS to the effect that on the same day, at about 7 am, a bomb exploded near
NH-37 at Laipuli Tinsukia. The complainant suspected that the explosion was caused by ULFA (I) as there
was an input that ULFA (I) might cause such sabotage activities in Tinsukia. Ext. 517 is the certified copy
of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Tinsukia PS case no. 907/16 U/s 121/121(A)/122/427 IPC R/w Sec 3/4/5
of ES Act R/W Sec 10/13 of UA(P) Act was registered and was endorsed to SI PK Banik for investigation.
During investigation, the IO visited the PO, examined the witnesses and made necessary seizures, which
included splinters from the grenade. Ext. 519 is the certified copy of the seizure list. In the course of
investigation, the 10 arrested 2 (two) persons upon finding sufficient evidence against them. During
examination of the accused persons, they revealed that some unknown ULFA (I) cadres had handed over 4
nos. of bombs to them, to plant in different parts of Tinsukia town in order to terrorize the people. One such
bomb was planted at Laipuli and it exploded as planned by ULFA (I). The statements of the accused
persons establishes the fact that they were working at the behest of ULFA (I), for the furtherance of
ULFA(I)’s separatist ideology, and had carried out the sabotage activities as directed to them by the ULFA
(D leadership, with the intention of waging war against the Union of India by spreading terror amongst the
people of the district.

(xxiii) Lekhapani PS case no. 13/2018 U/s 120 (B)/121(A)/122 IPC R/w Sec 3 of ES Act R/W Sec 10/13
UA (P) Act.

The brief facts of the case is that on 26.01.2018, SI Pulak Kumar, S/O Sri Ratneswar Kumar of
Jagun Out Post under Lekhapani PS lodged an FIR to the effect that on the 26.01.2018 morning at 9.00 am,
a blast took place at Jagun Bazar. On approaching he found that the blast occurred near the female toilet of
the bazaar complex. Upon enquiry he learnt that the bomb was exploded by the banned outfit ULFA (I) to
create terror amongst the people on the eve of Republic Day celebration, planted through their linkman. No
casualty was reported due to blast. Ext. 534 is the certified copy of the FIR.

On the basis of FIR, Lekhapani PS case No. 13/2018 U/s 120(B)/121(A)/122 IPC, R/W Sec 3 of ES
Act R/w Sec 10/13 UA (P) Act was registered and investigated into. During investigation, the 10 visited the
PO, examined the witnesses and recorded their statement U/s 161 Cr.P.C. Upon examination of witnesses
and by engaging sources the 10 found that on 26.01.2018 at 9.00 am, ULFA (I) by using their linkman had
planted the bomb in Jagun Bazar in order to terrorize the people on the eve of Republic Day celebration.
Though sources were engaged to trace the person involved in the crime and all the suspected locations were
searched, the 10 could not get any clue about the accused persons. Therefore the case was returned in FR
vide Lekhapani PS FR No. 26/2018 dated 01.08.2018.

Though the accused could not be traced, but the above crime was committed at the behest of ULFA
(D in order to terrorize the people of the district, infuse a sense of insecurity amongst the public so as to
fulfill their extortion demands while waging war against the Union of India.

(xxiv) Margherita PS case no. 21/18 U/s 120(B)/121/121(A)/122 TPC R/W Sec. 3 of E.S. Act R/w Sec
10/13 UA (P) Act.

The brief facts of the case is that on 27.01.2018 at 11.30 am, complainant Sri Amar Jyoti Bailung,
S/O Lt Amulya Bailung, I/C Ledo OP, PS Margherita lodged an ejahar at Margherita PS to the effect that
on 26.01.2018 while he along with APBn personnel were executing patrolling duty at Ledo Out Post area,
at about 9 am he could listen a heavy sound from the Tirap Colliery site, Ledo. After hearing the sound he
along with staff immediately arrived at the Tirap Colliery area and had seen the blast which was at a road
side culvert in the Tinsukia Jagun road. The blast was done by some unknown miscreants but there was no
casualities. Ext 545 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Margherita PS case No. 21/18 U/s 120(B)/121/121(A)/122 IPC R/w Sec 3
of ES Act R/W Sec 10/13 of UA (P) Act was registered and investigated into. During investigation some
soil sample from the PO (Explosion Site) was collected and seized and was sent to FSL for examination
and expert opinion, recorded the statement of the complainant and other witnesses which had revealed that
some suspected ULFA (I) cadres jointly with NSCN cadres have caused the explosion to create fear
psychosis amongst the locality as well as to observe their protest against celebration of Republic Day.
During investigation the IO arrested one Sri Bikram Chakma, age 19 years @ Sonti Kumar S/O Sukra
Surhya Chakma R/O No.2 Jyosnapur PS Dyung, Dist-Changlang, Arunachal Pradesh, who was a close
associate of the banned ULFA(I) group. On that very day, some other explosions took place in some other
districts which was caused by the banned extremist group ULFA (I) to show their presence and create panic
in the society.

(xxv) Barekuri PS case No. 03/2015 U/s 387 IPV R/W Sec 10/13 UA (P) Act.

The brief facts of the case is that on 03.02.2015, the complainant Sri Mohan Lal Gupta, S/O Sri
Bharat Bhuchan Gupta of Central Namghar Road, Duliajan PS Duliajan, Dist-Dibrugarh, lodged an FIR to
the effect that he had been carrying out a contractual work under Oil India Ltd. at Barekuri Denka OCS. On
21.08.2014 the complainant had received SMS from mobile number 9615986079 demanding Rs.
10,00,000/- and also threatened of dire consequences if their demand is not fulfilled. Later on the ULFA
cadres had made several call to the complainant and introduced themselves to be one Pabitra Asom and
Arunoday Dohutia. They had also used another phone number viz. 9615924420 for making the demand
calls and have agreed to receive an amount of Rs. 2,00,000/- and also have given the deadline of
03.02.2015. Ext. 568 is the certified copy of the FIR.

On receipt of the FIR, Barekuri PS case No. 03/2015 U/s 387 IPC R/W Sec 10/13 of UA (P) Act
was registered and investigated into. During investigation, the 1O visited the PO examined the witnesses
and recorded their statement U/s 161 Cr.P.C. The IO collected the CDRs of mobile numbers 9615986079,
9615924420, 9508143969, 9954513188 which were used by extremist in making extortion demands.
During investigation the IO had arrested three ULFA cadres and linkman namely (i) Sri Ruknoi Chutia,
S/O Haliram Chutia of Puroni Motapung Gaon (2) Sri Bitupan Moran @ Dutta, S/O Moineswar Moran of
Philobari Amguri, PS Philobari and (3) Sri Loka Bhaskar Borah @ Bapu S/O Sri Bhupen Baruah of
Tongana Bazar. From the statement of the accused persons it is pertinent that the arrested persons at the
behest of ULFA (I) were resorting to extortion from the common people for raising fund for their so called
war against the Union of India. Ext. 594 is the certified copy of the FIR.

(xxvi) Digboi PS case No. 230/2017 U/s 365/511/395 IPC R/W Sec 10/13 UA (P) Act.

The brief facts of the case is that on 21.10.2017, complainant Sri Umesh Ch. Tyagi, Manager of
Shree Krishna TE, lodged an FIR at Digboi PS to the effect that on 21.11.2017 at about 7.50 PM, 2 (two)
persons in army dress came to his bunglow and identified themselves as members of banned ULFA (I) and
asked him to go along with them. Tyagi replied that he was only a guest and not the Manager, and
subsequently he ran away and hid himself among the tea bushes. The ULFA (I) cadres searched the entire
bunglow about 5 times. At around 9.45 pm, the complainant slowly came out of his hiding place after
hearing the voice of some garden residents who had gathered outside his bunglow. The complainant stated
that the extremists group was five in number and they had taken away two mobile phones belonging to him
and a cash amount of Rs. 20,000.00 from his office almirah. Ext. 594 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Digboi PS case No. 223/17 U/s 365/511/395 IPC R/W Sec 10/13 UA(P)
Act was registered and was entrusted to SI Jatin Saikia for investigation. During investigation, the 10
visited the PO examined the witnesses and recorded their statement which revealed that the group of five
ULFA (I) cadres came to the garden to kidnap the manager and, when he was not found, committed dacoity
at the place. During the course of investigation, ULFA cadre Sontosh Moran @ Hiryana Asom S/O
Budheswar Moran was arrested in connection with the instant case, who during interrogation, revealed that
he, along with his associates, namely (1) Rupam Asom (2) Jaan Asom @ Rudra Baruah and (3) Moniram
Asom, among others, were involved in this case. Hence from the above stated facts and circumstances, it is
pertinent that the aforementioned ULFA (I) group had come with a motive of kidnapping the TE Manager,
Umesh Ch. Tyagi, with an objective of extorting ransom money for his release, which, in turn, would have
been likely used in the furtherance of ULFA (I)’s stated objective of waging war against the Indian state to
liberate Assam from the Indian Union and overthrow its democratically elected Government.
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(xxvii) Doomdooma PS case No. 342/2017 U/s 448/365/511/387 IPC R/W Sec 25(1)(a) Arms Act R/W
Sec 10/13 UA (P) Act.

The brief facts of the case is that on 22.11.2017 at 9.00 pm, complainant Sri Moni Mohan Koch,
S/O Thogiram Koch, of Doomdooma Police Station, lodged an FIR at this PS to the effect that on
21.11.2017 at about 06.45 pm five/ six nos. of ULFA (I) cadres, equipped with sophisticated firearms, had
criminally trespassed into Samdang T.E. office and demanded money from the garden authority in the
name of ULFA (I) and they also tried to kidnap one Mr. Muslihur Rahman, Assistant Manager Samdang
T.E. Ext. 608 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Doomdooma PS case No. 342/2017 U/s 448/365/511/387/34 IPC R/w Sec
25(1)(a) Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 UA (P) Act was registered and investigated into. During investigation
the 1.O. visited the PO and drew up a sketch map of the PO. The IO had seized (1) A Gionee mobile
handset having IMEI Nos. 868702020400612 and 868702023400619 with SIM No. 9854208588, on which
Mr. Muslihur Rahman had received extortion message over whatsapp from the mobile No. 7085896407,
and (2) one copy of extortion pad of ULFA (I) signed by Brigadier Jibon Asom, Finance Secretary, ULFA
(D. The IO recorded the statement of the complainant along with some other witnesses. The IO submitted a
prayer for CER/SDR/PTL/CAF and accordingly received the same, and analyzed it. The 10 identified the
accused persons by engaging sources. During investigation, the accused person Sri Santosh Moran @ Pakul
@ Hiranya Asom (23 years) S/O Sri Buddheswar Moran R/O Kakojan No. 4, PS Philobari, Dist Tinsukia
was arrested and forwarded to judicial custody. During thorough interrogation of the arrested accused, he
disclosed that he is an active member of ULFA (I) and on 21.11.2017, he along with his associates namely
Rupam Asom, Gayan Asom, Jaan Asom, Bibek Asom and Muniram Asom, all equipped with assault rifles,
came to Samdang TE office and demanded money from the garden authority in the name of ULFA (I).
During interrogation, the accused also confessed that he, along with his associates, had demanded money
from Srikrishna TE under Digboi PS and had also kidnapped one person for ransom from Kathalguri under
Bordumsa PS.

(xxviii) Digboi PS case No. 132/2018 U/S 387 IPC.

The brief of the case is that on 09.06.2018 at 12:30 PM, complainant Sri Sajjan Goyal, S/O Moni Ram
Agarwal of Mulibari Bihutoli, P.S. Digboi lodged an FIR to the effect that on 08.06.2018 at around 20:23
hrs, he received an sms from the mobile no. 9774272531, demanding of a cash of Rupees 20,00000/- (
twenty lakh) from him. The sms carried the name of Roktim Asom, Group In-Charge of ULFA(I)
organization. Ext. 626 is the certified copy of the FIR.

On receipt of the FIR, Digboi P.S. Case No. 132/2018 U/S 387 IPC was registered and investigated
into. During the course of investigation, the I/O visited the place of occurrence, examined and recorded the
statement of the complainant and other witnesses, seized the screen shot of the message from the mobile
handset of the complainant. After careful examination of C.D.R, the accused persons involved in the crime
namely (i) Sri Atul Bordoloi (ii) Sri Baleswar Prasad Rai and (iii) Smti. Mintu Saikia @ Madhobi were
arrested and forwarded to judicial custody. During interrogation all the accused person have confessed that
the demand and collection of 6,00,000/- (six lakh) rupees was done by them for their personnel benefit.
During investigation the I/O had recovered a cash amount of 2 lakhs which was a part of the extorted
money and also the mobile handset, which was used in commission of the crime. The 1O seized both the
money and the mobile in connection with the instant case. At the end of the investigation, the I/O submitted
the case in C.S. vide C.S. No. 116/2018 dtd. 31.08.2018, U/S 387 IPC against all the accused persons.

(xxix) Lekhapani PS case No. 27/2020 U/S 120 (B)/365/392 IPC, R/W Section 25(1-b) (a) Arms Act.

The brief of the case is that on 12.02.2020, complainant Mr. Raju Khan lodged an FIR stating that on
11.02.2020 at 12:00 PM one of his worker namely Baikuntha Handique of Wara ghat was kidnapped by 3
persons who were having arms, when he was taking his lunch. The armed personnels also took away all
their mobile phones. When the complainant got the news at around 3:00 PM, then after sometime he
informed the army officer and the officer in charge of Lekhapani P.S. and hence the case. On the basis of
FIR, Lekhapani PS case No. 27/2020 U/S 120 (B)/365/392 IPC, R/W Section 25(1-b) (a) Arms Act dtd.
12.02.2020 registered and investigated. Ext. 659 is the certified copy of the FIR.

During investigation, search operation was conducted by Tinsukia Police along with 210 Cobra
battalion, Army of 9 RR and 13 Assam Rifles in the adjoining jungle areas of Jagun, Arunachal Pradesh
border and in Lungvi and Hetlong villages of Arunachal Pradesh. During the course of investigation, the
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I/0O had examined some witnesses thoroughly and also recorded their statements U/S 161 CrP.C. From
examination of the above it was learnt that ULFA(I) has been kidnapping persons from Jagun area from last
2017 and till date there have been five kidnappings. All kidnapped persons were employees of stone
crushers/tea gardens located in Jagun areas. During the examination of the witnesses and the earlier
kidnapped persons it is learnt that ULFA(I) cadres Uday Asom, Dhoni Asom, Yangku Asom and Gunjan
Asom were involved in all the kidnappings. It was also learnt that one old aged Naga person and a former
NSCN cadre namely Baba, who stays in the Indo-Myanmar border helps the insurgent group of providing
necessary logistical support and also helps crossing the international border safely. On 19.02.2020, Raju
Khan again received a call from ULFA(I) cadre Rupam Asom demanding a sum of Rs. 1.2 crore for release
of the kidnapped persons Baikuntha Handique. On 04.03.2020, Baikuntha Handique was recovered from
Lungvi village of Arunachal Pradesh and during his examination he revealed that the ULFA(I) cadres
Rupam Asom, Udoi Asom, Vivek, Gyan, Yangku, Parashmoni Asom and Sourav Asom were involved in
his kidnapping and they took him deep inside Myanmar.

From the investigation it is clearly seen that ULFA(I) is engaged in kidnappings from Jagun
Lekhapani area since 2017 and all these were done to extort huge amount of ransom from owner/business
whose persons/workers were kidnapped with an intention of funding their organization to carry out war
against the Union of India by spreading terror amongst the people of the district.

(xxx) Tinsukia PS case No. 1866/2019 U/s 120 (B)/121/121(A) IPC, R/W Section 10/13 UA (P) Act.

The brief of the facts is that on 28.11.2019, the complainant, UBC/37 Robin Sonowal, S/O Lt.
Sunaram Sonowal, of Panitola OP, PS Tinsukia, lodged an FIR at Tinsukia PS stating that while he was
performing patrolling duty on the night of 27.11.2019 along with his staff, he noticed 3 (three) numbers of
flags of the banned ULFA (I) organization, which were hoisted in front of Panitola High School, under
Panitola OP. Ext. 679 is the certified copy of the FIR.

Upon receipt of the FIR, Tinsukia PS case No. 1866/19 U/s 120B/121/121(A) IPC, R/W Section
10/13 of UA (P) Act was registered and investigation was started. During investigation, the I/O seized the
flags of ULFA (I) and recorded the statements of the complainant, along with some other witnesses. The
I/0 identified the accused persons by engaging sources and by the analysis of CDRs. During interrogation,
the accused persons admitted their role in the commission of the crime. Subsequently, the I/O arrested the
following accused persons, namely, (i) Hirakjyoti Phukan, 22 years S/O Sri Anulya Phukan, R/O Panitola
Railway Gate, PS Tinsukia (ii) Himadri Gogoi, 21 years, S/O Sri Nirud Gogoi R/O Panitola Nagaon, PS
Tinsukia and (iii) Hirakjyoti Barua, 22 years S/O Sri Monuj Barua, R/O Panitola Nagaon, PS Tinsukia. The
arrested accused persons further revealed during interrogation that they were in touch with ULFA (I) cadre
Munna Barua @ Rup Asom over social media app and that he had asked them to prepare flags of ULFA (I)
and hoist the same in some conspicuous location. The statements of the accused persons reveal that they at
the behest of ULFA (I) were doing active propaganda for the banned organization with the intention of
waging war against the Union of India by spreading terror amongst the people of the district.

27. Shri Bhanwar Lal Meena, currently serving as Superintendent of Police, Sadiya district in his
evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

On 01.11.2018 at around 08 pm one information was received by the C/I, Dholla (I/C O/C
Saikhowaghat PS) from mobile No. 6001290038 that one incident of firing had taken place at Kherbari
under Saikhowaghat P.S. and 05 (five) nos. of persons had been killed. On receipt of information he along
with O/C Dholla PS and sufficient force rushed to the Kherbari Gaon and found that five persons namely (i)
Shyamal Biswas (age 55 years), S/O Kushal Biswas, (2) Abinash Biswas (age 22 years), S/O Mohanlal
Biswas, (3) Ananta Biswas (age 18 years) S/o Mohanlal Biswas (4) Subal Das (age 50 years) S/O Lt.
Girindra Das (5) Dhananjay Namsudra (age 22 years) S/O Lt. Jugendra Namsudra, all of vill-Kherbari, PS
Saikhowaghat, dist.-Tinsukia (police district Sadiya) had been killed by unknown miscreants. On
02.11.2018 O/C, Saikhowaghat P.S. lodged an FIR stating that on 01.11.2018 at about 7.30 pm six nos. of
unknown gunman entered into Kherbari village in army uniform and brought six nos. of villagers to steel
bridge and indiscriminately gunned down five of them. One person namely Sahadev Namasudra could
manage to save himself from the incident. It was suspected that the incident was caused by active ULFA
militants. Ext. 700 is the certified copy of the FIR.

On receipt of FIR a case had been registered vide Saikhowaghat PS case No. 36/18 U/s
120(B)/121/121(A)/122/302/307 IPC R/W Sec. 25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 UA (P) Act. And the
case was endorsed to one gazetted officer i.e the Dy. SP (HQ) Sadiya Police District on 03.11.2018 vide
Memo No. SDY/CB/Crime/2697 dated 03.11.2018.

The I/O had visited the PO and searched the entire area as shown by the eye witness Sahadev
Namasudra. The I/O had drawn up PO map and seized 32 nos. of empty cartridges, 05 nos. of chappals and
01 garment containing blood stain. The I/O arranged to inquest over the 05 dead bodies by the Circle
Officer, Sadiya and send the dead bodies for post mortem examination at Tinsukia Civil Hospital. The I/O
arranged to send the seized articles to be seen by the Hon’ble SDJM, Sadiya, The seized cartridges were
also send to FSL for examination and expert opinion.

The I/O recorded the statement of eye witness Sahadev Namasudra U/s 161 Cr.P.C. and 164
Cr.P.C. and other local witnesses U/s 161 Cr.P.C. From the statement of witnesses it is found that 06 nos.
of miscreants came to Kherbari, in Army Uniform, from Laopani Gaon side on foot. They ordered 06
persons from the shop of Shyam Lal Biswas to follow them and fired from zero distance. The miscreants
talked in Hindi and left the place taking advantage of the dark place.

During investigation the I/O had arrested one ULFA linkman namely Jintu Gogoi @ Dikla on the
basis of statement of local witnesses. The I/O had engaged sources to trace out the culprits. The
investigation of the case is going on.

The I/O arrested accused Jintu Gogoi @ Dikla aged about 32 years, S/o Mohudar Gogoi, of village
Bocha Gaon, P.S. Sadiya in connection with this case and during interrogation it revealed that he was
involved in unlawful activities with ULFA.

28. Sri Bedanta Madhab Rajkhowa presently serving as Deputy Commissioner of Police (S&I),
Guwahati, Panbazar under Police Commissionerate Guwahati, Assam since May, 2017 in his evidence on
affidavit stated as follows:

(1) On 24.07.2018 one Sri Kamal Harlalka, S/O Ramswarup Harlalka R/O Shree Sadan, BK Phukan
Road, Kumarpara, PS Bharalumukh verbally informed Bharalumukh PS that his brother Sontosh Harlalka
who stayed in Dhubri had been continuously threatened by some anti social elements over phone who
claimed themselves to be members of ULFA organization and demanded money from him. The
complainant informed that they received the phone call from the phone No. 6901158471 and the caller
would collect the demand money from G.S. Road. As such on the basis of information recorded vide
Bharalumukh PS GDE No. 1051 dated 24.07.2018 a team led by SI K Mahanta proceeded to G.S. Road.
One employee of the complainant namely Ashoke Choudhury carried Rs. One Lakh as demanded by the
culprit and reached the spot as decided previously. The police team could apprehend the culprit near Sohum
Shoppe at G.S. Road and seized some objectionable items from his possession and Rs. One Lakh which
was carried by Ashok Choudhury.

The complainant Shri Kamal Harlalka lodged an FIR (Ext. 725) at Bharalumukh PS on the basis of
which a case was registered vide Bharalumukh PS case No. 599/18 U/s 387 IPC R/W Sec. 10/13 UA (P)
Act.

During investigation of the case the, apprehended accused was identified as Dipen Das (37 years),
S/O Kalicharan Das, Kukurmara, Rajapara, PS- Boko. The accused was thoroughly interrogated and his
statement was recorded.

In the statement he stated that he had joined as ULFA linkman in the year 2003. Then he met
ULFA leader Dristi Rajkhowa and Simanta Rabha who was also with him. He surrendered in the year
2009. Prior to that, he was arrested by Boko PS and one of his case was still pending at Baghmara Court.
On 20.07.18 Simanta Rabha provided him a phone No. 9435558149 and asked him to go to Guwahati to
collect some sum of money. He asked him to introduce himself as Ratan. Accordingly, after making contact
over phone, he came to collect the money at the pre decided place at Guwahati. He stated that he made a
call to the complainant from the phone No. 6901158471. After making the call he threw the sim card at the
GMC drain. On returning from there police caught him near Sohum Shoppe at G.S. road.

During investigation I/O examined the complainant Sri Kamal Harlalka (60 yrs) and Ashok
Choudhury, S/O Kamalpreet Choudhury, Narayan Nagar, PS-Bharalumukh and recorded their statement
under Section 161 Cr.P.C. Statement of the victim Santosh Harlalka was also recorded.
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On 25.07.2018 another accused Simanta Kumar Rabha (41 Yrs), S/O Lt. Dinesh Ch. Rabha, Vill-
Baniapara, PS Rongjuli, Dist-Goalpara was apprehended from Rongjuli PS. After thorough interrogation
sufficient evidence was found against him and he was arrested in connection with the present case. His
statement was recorded U/s 161 Cr.P.C.

In his statement he stated that he had known Dipen Das since when he was the GS of Bikali
College, Dhupdhora. He admitted that he had been working as a linkman of ULFA since the year 1996/97.
During that time ULFA leaders often came to his house and used to have lunch. He knew Dristi Rajkhowa
and used to work for him. On 18.07.2018 Dristi Rajkhowa called him up over phone and asked him to go to
Guwahati to collect some money.

The case is pending for obtaining prosecution sanction.

(i1) On 16.05.2019 morning SI Mukut Ch Deka of Geetanagar PS lodged an FIR (Ext. 783) at
Geetanagar PS to the effect that on 15.05.2019 evening he was detailed for NAKA checking duty in front
of Guwahati Central Mall along with PAPA 17 staffs and SSB party from 2 pm to 10 pm. Accordingly
while he was on checking duty along with his accompanied staffs at about 7.40 pm some unknown
extremists lobbed a Grenade from the opposite side aiming at police checking party which exploded near
the check point. As a result 12 persons including two SSB jawans and PAPA driver sustained minor/
serious injuries. The injured persons were immediately shifted to Guwahati Medical College Hospital and
other Hospital for examination and treatment. Accordingly the above reference case was registered and
investigated.

It is stated that as per order dated 24.06.2019 received from the under Secretary to the Govt. of
India Ministry of Home Affairs, CTCR Division vide No. 11011/22/2019/NIA dated 24.06.2019 the
investigation of Geetanagar PS case No. 210/2019 and Satgaon PS case No. 147/2019 has been transferred
to the National Investigation Agency (NIA) for carrying out investigation from their end and accordingly
handed over the CDs along with all records to the concerned officer of NIA by the then I/O of the case.

(ii1) On 28.11.2018, complainant ASI Umesh Upadhya lodged an FIR (Ext. 736) at Dispur PS stating
that while he was executing patrolling duty at Hengrabari and Borbari area under Dispur PS alongwith the
staff of PAPA V of Dispur PS information was received from phone Duty officer of police station that two
nos. of flag had been hoisted one at upper Hengrabari, Hills Tilaa and other at Hengrabari LP School
campus under the Dispur PS jurisdiction wherein the flags were captioned as ULFA (I), SPRING
UQUINOX. On receipt of the information he along with staff proceeded to the place of occurrence and
brought down the aforesaid flags and seized the same in presence of independent witnesses. He did
preliminary investigation and on input received from independent reliable sources it is found that Militant
Outfit sympathizers, to showcase the dominance and presence of the banned outfit, flags were hoisted by
ULFA (I), in and around the capital city Guwahati with an ulterior motive to wage confrontation against the
state to promote terrorism. Hence the case was registered and investigated into.

In course of investigation I/O examined the complainant and available witnesses and recorded their
statements. 1/O also visited the PO and drew up a sketch with index. I/O apprehended some suspected
alleged accused namely Nilotpal Goswami, Jeherul Islam, Rohit Dutta, Saher Ali, Putul Das, Hirakh Jyoti
Gohain, Lozen Saikia, Papu Kalita, Sunu Ojah, Bitupan Bharali, Hasim Ali, Nitish Patir, Dhyan Doley and
they were thoroughly interrogated and released after issuing notices U/s 41 (A) Cr.P.C.

The case is pending for arrest of the accused person and further investigation.

(iv) On 13.10.2018 at 6 pm complainant Sri Tonmoy Nath, SI of police, Panbazar police station,
Kamrup (M), lodged an FIR (Ext. 770) at Panbazar PS stating that on the same day i.e. 13.10.2018 at about
11.55 am, one high intensity sound suspected to be bomb blast occurred at the riverside footpath of M.G.
road backside of MMC Hospital, Panbazar, Guwahati due to which five persons namely Taifuddin Ahmed,
Binita Das, Shanku Das, Kalpajyoti Talukdar and Shahjahan Ali sustained injury and one city bus got
damaged.

In this connection, a case was registered vide Panbazar P.S. case no. 687/2018 u/s 120(B)/325/427
IPC R/W Sec. 3 E.S. Act. During investigation, Section 10/13 UA(P) Act has been added in the case.

Some debris and four pieces of iron splinters were collected/ seized from the place of occurrence
and sent to FSL, Kahilipara for examination and expert opinion. The Forensic examination opinion report
on seized articles clearly stated that high explosives (TNT) were traced in the exhibits and the seized iron
pieces used as projectiles in an [ED.
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In course of investigation accused person Paresh Das (Driver of Assam Engineering Institute,
Guwahati) S/O Lt. Lalit Das R/O Mahadev Tola PS- Hajo, Dist Kamrup (R) was arrested in connection
with the case and thoroughly examined.

In course of investigation, CDR of the phone number 8399093046 of the arrested accused Paresh
Das was collected and after careful analysis of the same, it was learnt that he had contacts with one
suspected phone number which was used by one Sri Nayan Medhi @ Pathak, a leader of ULFA.

Interrogation of arrested accused Paresh Das also revealed that he played an active role in the said
bomb blast. He also revealed that he was helped by Sri Nayan Medhi, Commander of 28 Bn, ULFA to
cause bomb explosion in the year 2006 and 2009.

Later on two more link man of ULFA namely Bolen Deka, S/O Sri Bhoben Deka and Dimbeswar
Deka S/O Sri Phuleswar Deka both of Baranga Bari, PS Harisinga were shown arrested in connection with
the case.

So far, the investigation is made, sufficient evidence are found against the arrested accused Paresh
Das which revealed prima facie incriminating materials against him under Section 120(B)/124(A)/325 IPC.

But it is to be stated here that the accused namely Paresh Das expired on 04.01.2019.

The investigation of case is continuing to apprehend the co-accused namely Nayan Medhi,
Commander of 28 Bn. ULFA as per the statement of Paresh Das for ascertaining the names of other
persons involved in the case and to take action against them as per law in connection with this case.

29. Sri Rajveer, IPS currently serving as Superintendent of Police, Lakhimpur District since
18.12.2019 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

(1) On 20.10.2015, the complainant Dambrudhar Borah lodged an FIR to the effect that on 15.10.2015
a young man came to the house and handed over a letter written on ULFA letter pad, demanding Rs. 30
Lacs in the name of ULFA within 20.10.2015. He also informed this verbally to the Officer in Charge of
the police station. While coming to the PS to lodge the FIR, he could know that the police has already
arrested two persons in this regard and their names are Md. Babul Ahmed S/O Md. Abuti Ahmed and Md.
Elius Ali S/O Lt. Hasmot Ali. After that, he lodged a written FIR. On receipt of the FIR, (Ext. 790) a case
was registered at Laluk PS vide case No. 233/2015 U/s 384/34 IPC, R/W Sec 10/13 UA(P) Act and
investigated accordingly.

During the investigation, Investigating Officer (IO) of the case recorded the statements of
complainant Sri Dambarudhar Borah (Complainant) S/O Lt. Akanman Bora of Tunijan Bahbari, PS Laluk
Dist Lakhimpur and seized the demand letter on being produced by the complainant in presence of
available witnesses. I/O also recorded statements of seizure witnesses: 1) Sri Biput Sarmah, S/O Padma
Sarmah of Harmutty Vivekananda College, PS- Laluk, 2) Smt. Bhogoprava Borah, W/O Sri Dambarudhar
Borah of Tunijan Bahbari PS, Laluk.

They all stated that on 15.10.2015, one youth came to the house of the complainant and delivered a
letter in ULFA pad, demanding Rs. 30 Lacs for the aid of ULFA organization within 20.10.2015.

In course of the investigation, 10 visited the PO and recorded statement of witness Sri Bhaskar
Borah S/O Sri Dambarudhar Borah of Tunijan Bahbari, PS Laluk to whom the demand letter was delivered
by the youth.

He stated that on 15.10.2015 at about 7 pm one youth came to their house and gave him a letter and
left the place. He opened the letter and came to know that it was a letter demanding Rs. 30 Lacs in the
name of ULFA. He gave the letter to his father and his father handed over the letter to police.

The 10 has prepared a plan to apprehend the accused persons. Accordingly on 20.10.2015, the 10
nabbed two nos. of accused persons at Padmapur Deori Gaon under Laluk PS while they were coming to
collect the demanded money. They are namely i) Md. Babul Ahmed, S/O Md. Abuti Ahmed of Padmapur
Muslim Gaon PS Laluk and 2) Md Elius Ali, S/O Md. Hazmot Ali of No. 2 Kehutoli Gaon PS Laluk and
I/O has seized 2 (two) mobile phones bearing Nos. 8256097386 and 8752994442, in presence of witnesses,
which were used for the purpose of threatening and to demand money from the complainant. I/O also
recorded statements of the seizure witnesses 1) Sri Socreswar Borah S/O Sri Gonesh Borah of Pilkhana PS
Laluk, Lakhimpur and 2) Sri Biput Sarmah S/O Sri Padma Sarmah of Harmuty PS Laluk, Lakhimpur.
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They stated that on 20.10.2015 the miscreants contacted the complainant over phone and called
him to Padmapur Deorigaon to deliver the demanded money. As planned by the police, the witnesses also
accompanied the police team and went to spot while they came to collect the demanded money.

In course of investigation, the 10 arrested the accused i) Md. Babul Ahmed, S/O Md. Abuti Ahmed
of Padmapur Muslim Gaon PS Laluk and 2) Md. Elius Ali, S/O Md. Hazmot Ali of No. 2 Kehutoli Gaon
PS Laluk in connection with the case and recorded their statements. Md. Babul Ahmed stated that he was
an ULFA member. He was arrested in a grenade lobbing case at North Lakhimpur town and forwarded to
judicial custody. The ULFA letter pad was kept with him since long when he was in ULFA organization.
He prepared a plan to demand money from Sri Dambarudhar Borah of Padmapur Bahbari Gaon using the
ULFA pad and discussed the matter with one Md. Elius Ali. Accordingly, he delivered the demand letter to
Dhambarudhar Borah demanding Rs. 30 Lacs within 20.10.2015. On 20.10.2015, police nabbed them at
Padmapur Deori while they came to collect the demanded money. It was revealed that Md. Babul Ahmed
@ Robi Asom is a ULFA member. He was arrested in a bomb explosion case at North Lakhimpur town in
connection with North Lakhimpur PS case no. 519/2013 U/s 120(B)/121/326/307/427 IPC R/W Sec. 3 /4 of
the Explosive Substances Act and Sec 10/13 of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act.

(i1) On 28.11.2018, complainant Sri Nilkanta Sonowal, ASI of Dhalpur OP submitted a written ejahar
to the effect that on 28.11.2018 at 08.10 am, Company Commander of C/30 Bn CRPF informed him over
telephone that a flag looking similar to that of the flag of ULFA (I) organization was found hanging at the
goal post of Dhalpur Balika Uccha Madhyamik Bidyalay Playground. Accordingly, as produced by
Company Commander CRPF, the flag was seized in the presence of witnesses at the PO. The flag is
suspected to be hung by some unknown separatist persons or ULFA linkmen as part of some conspiracy to
create terror among common public which is an act of sedition.

On receipt of the FIR (Ext. 817) from complainant ASI Nilakanta Sonowal, a case was registered
vide Bihpuria PS case No. 761/2018 u/s 120B/121 IPC R/W Section 13 UA (P) Act.

During enquiry, Investigating Officer (IO) of the case has seized the flag similar to that of the
ULFA flag on being produced by Sri T Thawnglianlal Zou, Company Commander, C/30 Bn CRPF,
camped- Dhalpur OP, in presence of available witnesses. I/O also recorded statements of the complainant
and seizure witnesses at the outpost; 1) Sri T Thawnglianlal Zou S/O Lt. T Limzadong Zou of C/30 Bn
CRPF, Camped- Dhalpur OP, PS Bihpuria 2) Smt. Junu Boruah Hazarika W/o Lt. Pradip Hazarika vill-
Kachua, PS Bihpuria and 3) Sri Rajen Phukan S/O Nirmal Phukan, Vill-Kachua Uriamguri (Dhalpur), PS-
Bihpuria.

They all stated that on 28.11.2018 at about 6.30 am while CRPF personnel were cleaning the
Athabari playground to hold computer distribution programme on 29.11.2018 they have seen one flag with
a symbol of ULFA and a half rising sun hung at a goal post of Dakshin Dhalpur Balika Uccha Madhyamik
Bidyalaya playground. Accordingly, a bamboo post and the flag were taken to the outpost by the
complainant and seized by the 10 at the OP.

The 10 has picked up following suspected persons for interrogation in connection with case. 1) Sri
Dilip Bora 2) Sri Prasant Borah 3) Jugal Das S/O Kamal Das 4) Sri Prabin Borah 5) Sri Sanjib Dowarah
and 6) Sri Purna Gogoi.

During interrogation it is revealed that two of the suspected persons namely Purno Gogoi S/O Sri
Sonaram Gogoi of Dibruwalgaon and Sanjib Dowara S/O Sri Prafulla Dowara of Bhitordoloni village of
Bihpuria , were previously arrested by police as suspected linkmen of ULFA. But they have denied their
involvement in the present case. These two suspected persons along with the other four suspects were later
released on PR bond by the 10 since no concrete evidence against them were found.

30. Sri Sushanta Biswa Sarma, APS, Superintendent of Police, Goalpara District, Assam since
23.01.2019 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

(1) An information was received by OC, Krishnai PS regarding camping of a group of ULFA members
led by Harinath Rabha @ Lambu at Tarinin Pathar, Selapara Pahar with a view to destroy the integrity and
harmony of India. Immediately the complainant along with a force of Commando Battalion conducted a
search operation in the region. At about 9.00 am the search party reached the camp of ULFA and cordoned
it. All of a sudden the extremist group of ULFA opened firing at the search party. In self defense, the police
party had to retaliate by firing back at them. After the firing was over two bags, a blanket, utensil, and some
cloths were recovered from the camp and were seized accordingly. Later it was confirmed that the
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extremist group was operating as per instructions of ULFA leader Dristi Rajkhowa @ Manoj Rabha. In this
regard a case was registered at Krishnai PS vide Krishnai PS case No. 35/16 U/s 120B/121/121A/
122/124A/353/307 IPC R/w Sec 25 (1-A)/27 Arms Act and R/w Sec 10/13 UA(P) Act and investigated.
Ext. 857 is the certified copy of the FIR. During investigation I/O arrested accused persons who are
member of ULFA - i) Harinath Rabha @ Lambu @ Aparoy, S/O Bhupen Rabha, vill-Selapara, PS Krishnai
and ii) Senbath K Sangma @ Ninang S/O Bilapson Momin, Vill-Dorangtip, PS-Krishnai. Sufficient
evidence was established about their involvement in the said case.

After completion of investigation, the said case was charge sheeted vide Krishnai PS CS No.
239/16 u/s 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/124(A)/353/307 IPC against the arrested accused persons.

(i1) On 08.01.2015 based on an information regarding movement and hiding of 3-4 suspected ULFA
terrorists in a village namely Borjhora to do subversive activities prior to the Republic Day in Guwahati
and Goalpara, a search operation was launched by police under the leadership of the Superintendent of
Police, Goalpara. At 0200 hrs a hideout was located in the hilltop amidst a dense jungle in the village of
Saplengkata and the area was cordoned. At that time a group of 3-4 suspected ULFA cadres confronted the
police search party. When the police party asked them to halt for identification, they fired upon police
indiscriminately. In self defence, police retaliated by firing back taking cover. During cross firing two
cadres fled and when the firing was stopped, the place was searched. At the PO one grievously injured
person with one 7.65 MM pistol and seven rounds of live ammunitions and some other articles were
recovered. The injured was immediately shifted to Agia PHC where the attending Doctor declared him
brought dead. The deceased was identified by source as SS L/CPI of ULFA Nirdesh Asom @ Konok
Rabha of village Bamundanga under Lakhimpur PS. During search of the area, 7 rounds of empty 9 mm
ammunitions, 6 rounds of AK-47 ammunitions, 6 nos. of mobile handsets, 12 nos. of SIM cards were
recovered. Inquest over the dead body was conducted by the Executive Magistrate and then dead body was
sent for post mortem examination to the Civil Hospital, Goalpara. In this connection a case vide Agia PS
case No. 06/2015 U/s 120B/121/121A/353/307 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-A)/27 Arms Act and Sec. 10/13 of UA
(P) Act was registered and investigated.

During investigation, /O examined the complainant and some witnesses. Based on these
statements, the incident of cross firing and identity of the accused/ deceased ULFA member could be
ascertained. After proper investigation the case was returned in FR vide Agia PS FR No. 87/18 dated
12.11.2018.

(iii) On 05.04.2016, the O/C Krishnai PS lodged an FiR alleging interalia that on 05.04.2016, acting on
a tip off a team of Assam Police Commando and Security Force Personnel under the leadership of OC,
Krishnai PS conducted a search operation in Jira Garo Basti areas. While the search was on at around 1 pm,
the party cordoned a house with closed doors. The team called if anybody was inside while no body
responded. As such Constable No. 202 Swapan Nath of Commando Bn pushed the door and went inside. At
that time there were suspected armed ULFA militants inside the house who seeing Constable Swapan Nath
opened fire at him. Constable Swapan Nath immediately fired from his service AK-47 rifle. During the
encounter constable Swapan Nath sustained bullet injuries and fell down on the spot. The suspected ULFA
cadres fired to the police and security force party indiscriminately. Police also retaliated with fire from
service weapons. One suspected ULFA cadre sustained bullet injuries and two cadres managed to escape
under cover of vegetation. When the firing stopped, police /SF party searched the house and recovered the
dead bodies of deceased Constable Swapan Nath and one unidentified militant. Police/ SF also recovered
36 live grenade, 3 pistols with 19 rounds ammunitions, M20 pistol’s empty magazine 02 nos. AK 56 empty
magazine 01 nos, AK47 live ammunition 21 rounds, detonator sets 05 nos. empty cartridges 81 rounds,
7.65 live ammunition 02 rounds, 02 remote control device used in detonating IEDs, mobile handsets 05
nos., battery 24 nos. torch light 02 nos, SIM card of Bangladesh 04 nos, (ROBI Prepaid), ULFA related
incriminating documents etc. It is also alleged that one service AK-47 rifle with 01 Magazine with
ammunition was lost in the incident. Immediately the Superintendent of Police, Goalpara, ASP (HQ)
Goalpara, along with DIG W.R. Bongaigaon, Commandant 6/5 GR, Army and commandant of 152
Battalion CRPF rushed to the place of occurrence and vigorous search operation continued jointly by the
Assam Police and North Garo Hills Police in search of fleeing militants.

In connection with the incident, a case was registered at Krishnai PS vide Krishnai PS case No.
99/2016 U/s 120B/121/121A/122/353/307/302/34 IPC R/w Sec 25 (1-A)/27 Arms Act, 4/5 of E/S Act and
Sec 10/13 of UA (P) Act and investigation was carried out. Ext. 884 is the certified copy of the FIR. During
the course of investigation the I/O further seized one 36 live grenade with detonator along with safety key,
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one 7.65 mm pistol with magazine two live ammunitions, one 9 mm pistol with magazine and 10 RDs live
ammunitions, AK Magzine with 21 live ammunitions and other some incriminating articles, the details of
which is mentioned in the seizure list. Ext. 886, 887 and 888 are the certified copies of the seizure lists.

During the course of investigation, police arrested accused persons namely Harinath Rabha @
Lambu@ Aporoy, S/O Bhupen Rabha, Vill Selapara PS Krishnai, Dist-Goalpara (Assam) and Senbath K
Marak@ Ninang, S/O Sri Bilapson Momin, Vill- Dorangtip, PS-Krishnai, Dist- Goalpara (Assam) who are
members of ULFA.

During investigation it is found that there are sufficient materials that have been collected by the I/O
which showed the involvement of members of ULFA in commission of the offence and their intention of
waging war against the Union of India by spreading terror activities among the people of Goalpara. After
completion of investigation the case was charge sheeted against the accused persons namely Harinath
Rabha @ Lambu @ Aporoy, S/O Bhupen Rabha Vill- Selapara PS Krishnai Dist Goalpara (Assam) &
Senbath K Marak @ Ninang, S/O Sri Bilapson Momin, Vill, Dorangtip, P.S. Krishnai, Dist. Goalpara
(Assam) who are members of ULFA vide charge sheet No. 43/2018 dated 02.04.2018 U/s
120B/121/121A/122/353/307/302/34 IPC R/W sec 25 (1-A)/27 Arms Act R/w Sec 4/5 of E/S Act, R/W Sec
10/13 UA (P) Act.

(iv) On 04.04.2016 informant SI Hamidul Rahman of Dudhnoi PS lodged an FIR (Ext. 905) alleging
interalia that on 04.04.2016 at about 7.20 pm an IED blast took place at Dudhnoi Chariali where 29 people
were injured out of which two persons namely Bapan Saha and Ajit Dutta succumbed to injuries at
Dudhnoi FRU and Goalpara Civil Hospital. The injured persons were referred to Goalpara Civil Hospital.
One SI Rajendra Talukdar, HC Sailesh Tiwari, UBC 90 Ganesh Das & HG Jadumani Nath were injured in
the blast who were on duty at Dudhnoi Chariali Traffic point. The role of ULFA was suspected in the blast.
A group of persons in the bid to wage war against the Govt. of India have been collecting arms,
ammunitions and some were facilitating the waging of war by the members of the organizations called
United Liberation Front of Assam (ULFA). It is also alleged that such persons have been facilitating the
kidnapping for ransom in the Goalpara district in general and Dudhnoi area in particular.

In connection with the incident a case was registered at Dudhnoi PS vide Dudhnoi PS Case No.
44/2016 U/s 121 A/122/124A/353/307/302 TIPC R/W Sec 3/4/5 of ES Act and Sec 10/13 of UA (P) Act and
being investigated. During investigation, the 10 made a good number of seizure, details of which are
mentioned in the seizure lists.

It is to be mentioned that on the day of incident two persons died due to injuries sustained as a
result of the blast, namely Bapan Saha and Ajit Dutta. Later on during the course of treatment two more
persons namely Mahanta Das and Dipankar Saha succumbed to injuries sustained in the same blast. Inquest
over all the dead bodies were conducted and dead bodies were sent for post mortem examination. The I/O
also collected as many as 12 injury reports. The I/O examined injured persons as well some witnesses in
connection with the incident.

During the course of investigation, the crime scene was visited by the expert Directorate of
Forensic Science, Assam Kabhilipara, Guwahati and after visiting the spot, report was submitted which
reveals that a moderately powerful IED exploded at the scene of explosion and IED was planted beside the
footpath behind an electric pole.

Further in course of investigation, I/O arrested i) Purna Rabha (@ Purna Sangma, S/O Late
Rameswar Rabha vill-Thapadangri PS-Mendipathar, North Garo Hills, Meghalaya ii) Mukunda Rabha S/O
Bhupen Rabha vill-Situkona PS Mendipathar, North Garo Hills iii) Apurba Rabha, S/O Khagendra Rabha,
Vill-Situkona PS Mendipathar, North Garo Hills iv) Nareswar Rabha @ Talat, S/O Bharat Rabha Vill-
Situkona PS Mendipathar, North Garo Hills v) Farinath Rabha (@ Aprol Rabha @ Hari Kala @ Lambu,
S/O Bhupen Rabha, Vill-Chelapara, PS. Krishnai Dist- Assam, vi) Sengbarth K. Marak @ Ningan @
Lengra S/O olipson Momin vill-Torongthop, PS Krishnai, vii) Khagen Ray @ Pathan Asom @ Anil S/O
Late Tiken Chandra Ray, Village Kalitapara, Bakiatary PS Matia Dist-Goalpara (Assam) and recorded their
statement. The arrested accused Purna Rabha @ Purna Sangma who was a ULFA categorically stated
before I/O that he knew Farinath Rabha @ Aprol Rabha @ Hari Kala @ Lambu, S/O Bhupen Rabha, Vill-
Chelapara PS Krishnai, District- Assam who was a member of ULFA and undergone training at
Bangladesh asked him to plant a bomb near Dudhnoi PS. The bomb was in a school bag and when he
refused to plant the bomb then he requested Purna Rabha not to disclose the matter to police and called a
person namely Ajmal in the field and on his arrival the bag was handed over to Ajmol. After 4 (four) days
of handing over the bag of Bomb the blast took place at Dudhnoi.

The statement of the arrested accused persons established that the incident of bomb blast was
carried out by the ULFA activist with the intention of waging war against the Union of India by spreading
terror among the people of Goalpara. However, the case is still pending as some accused persons are
absconding.

(31)  Shri Anand Mishra, IPS currently serving as Superintendent of Police, Charaideo district, Assam
since 23™ January, 2019 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

(1) On 02.02.2018 at 10:00 AM the complainant SI Narendra Nath Barik, the O/C, Sapekhati Police
Station lodged an ejahar (Ext. 950) at Sapekhati Police Station to the effect that on 31.01.2018 at about
09:05 PM two nos. of armed miscreants suspected to be ULFA(I) cadres came near Sapekhati TE factory
gate and handed over a bag to the factory gate Chowkidar directing him to keep the same inside the factory
campus. But the Chowkidar threw the bag to nearby paddy field and ran away towards the factory. After a
while the miscreants fired about 20/30 rounds of bullet aiming to the Sapekhati TE factory and office.
Some rounds of bullets hit the office and the factory but no causality was caused. During the search of the
place of occurrence and nearby area, 16 rounds of empty cases and one live cartridge of AK series
ammunition was recovered and seized. One bag containing IED was also recovered from place nearby the
PO and seized the same after getting defused by bomb expert. It is learnt from reliable sources that
ULFA(I) cadre Gonesh Lahon was demanding a huge amount of money from the Kanubari TE
management since long but no payment was made. For which as per direction of Gonesh Lahon of banned
ULFAC(I), the said action was undertaken by his associates namely Sri Apurba Gogoi, Tupidhar Gogoi and
others. It is also learnt from reliable sources that some ULFA(I) cadres are demanding money from
different businessmen under Sapekhati PS area.

During the course of investigation, the following steps have been taken-

1. The I/O visited the place of occurrence and drew sketch map. The I/O examined the complainant
and witnesses.

2. The 1/0 seized 16 (sixteen) rounds of empty cartridge and Ol(one) round live ammunition
suspected to be of AK series, 01(one) [ED bomb approximate weight 500 Gms, 01(one) light green colour
plastic carry bag.

3. The I/O searched the entire area covering the Assam-Arunachal and Nagaland border area with the
help of Army, CRPF with a view to nab the culprits but to no avail.

4. The 1/O sent the seized exhibits to the 1* APBn, Ligiripukhuri, Nazira, Sivasagar for expert opinion
and collected the report. The expert opined that “Exhibit-“A” i.e. 16 rounds of empty cartridge is bore 7.62
mm X 39, Exhibit-“B” i.e. one round ammunition is live ammunition and 7.62 mm X 39 bore and has
similarity with Exhibit-“A”.

5. The I/O defused the seized IED bomb with the help of expert and collected the destruction
certificate.

(ii) On 24.04.2018 complainant SI Norendra Nath Barik of Sapekhati PS lodged an FIR (Ext. 988) at
Sapekhati PS to the effect that on 23.04.2018 at about 8:10 PM some suspected ULFA(I) cadres opened fire
at Brahmaputra Fuel Centre, Sapekhati and also lobbed a grenade. On receipt of the information, the
security personnel started chasing the miscreants as well as conducted search operation and NAKA
checking in the said area. At that time, 6/7 suspected ULFA(I) cadres opened fire upon the security forces
near Kanubari Factory. During investigation, it is learnt that as per direction of ULFA(I) cadre Gonesh
Lahon, his associates Apurba Gogoi, Tupidhar Gogoi and others committed the crime.

During the course of investigation, the following steps have been taken-

1. I/O visited the place of occurrence and drew sketch map of the same. The 1/O also recovered one
Chinese grenade from the place of occurrence and seized the same.

2. The I/O examined the complainant and witnesses and recorded their statements U/S 161 Cr.P.C.

3. The I/O arrested ULFA(I) cadres namely (a) Sri Nirmal Khaklary @ Nirmal Asom, S/O Sri Rupen

Khaklary of Sarupathar Gaon, PS-Sonari, Dist- Charaideo and (b) Sri Bijit Konwar, S/O- Sri Dambarudhar
Konwar of Bahalhabi Gaon, PS- Sapekhati, Dist- Charaideo and forwarded them to the judicial custody.

4. The I/O recovered 05 nos of empty cartridges, one AK-56 rifle with one magazine and one MQ-81
Assault rifle with magazine with 78 rounds of live ammunitions, one Chinese grenade, 3 nos. of IED, 7
Nos. of circuit, 3 Nos. of detonator, 3 Nos. of 9 volt battery, one remote control and one magazine post
which were duly seized.
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5. I/O sent the seized exhibits i.e. one MQ-81 Assault Rifle, 2 Nos. of magazine, 4 rounds of
ammunitions, 1 AK-46 Rifle, 1 magazine, 5 rounds of ammunitions, 5 rounds of empty cartridges and 2
rounds of live ammunitions for expert examination and collected the opinion report. The Head Armour of
1** APBN Ligiripukhuri, Nazira opined that “MQ-81 Rifle and AK-56 are factory made, serviceable, these
can kill human. Both magazines are useable and serviceable seized live ammunitions are factory made and
serviceable.”

6. 1/O got the IED defused as per order of the Hon’ble Court and obtained destruction certificate.

(i)  On 21/11/2018 complainant Ms. Monima Baruah, W/O Sri Numal Chandra Baruah of Timon Habi
Tea Estate, PS- Borhat, Dist- Charaideo (Assam) lodged an FIR (Ext. 1042) at Borhat PS stating that her
husband was kidnapped by a group of armed miscreants on 20/11/2018 at about 7:35 PM. On the basis of
the FIR, Borhat PS Case No-54/2018, U/S 365 IPC was registered and investigated into. On 11/01/2019 Sri
Numal Ch. Baruah was released at Mon district of Nagaland by banned ULFA(I). On the basis of new
revelation, sections 387 IPC and 10/13 of UA(P) Act, 1967 were added to the case. Subsequently during
further investigation it was learnt that Sri Numal Ch. Baruah was kidnapped for ransom. Finally sections
120(B)/364(A) IPC, R/W Sec. 25(1-A) of Arms Act, 1959 and sections 17/18 of UA(P) Act, 1967 have
been added and the case is being investigated into.

During the course of investigation, the following steps have been taken-

1. The I/O visited the place of occurrence and drew sketch map. He also examined the complainant
and witnesses.
2. The I/O learnt from Insp. Dipanta Phukan, O/C Sonari PS that one Sri Nityananda Dutta, S/O Sri

Joyram Dutta of Thukubil, PS- Sonari, Dist- Charaideo (Assam) handed over the ransom money to
ULFA(I) cadre namely Swadesh Asom @ Binanda Dohutia.

3. Sri Nityananda Dutta was examined and he stated that he received the ransom money as per
instruction of ULFA(I) leader Arunudoy Asom (@ Arunudoy Dohutia and handed over the same to
Swadesh Asom (@ Binanda Dohutia.

4. Swadesh Asom (@ Binanda Dohutia was in judicial custody at Guwahati Central Jail in connection
with NIA Case No. RC-09/2018/NIA/GOW/483 Dated 18/06/2019. On the strength of the production
warrant issued by the Hon’ble SDJM, Charaideo, Sonari Court, Swadesh Asom (@ Binanda Dohutia was
arrested in connection with the present case and produced before the Hon’ble Court.

5. In the extra judicial procedure undertaken during the investigation in front of independent
witnesses, Sri Nityananda Dutta identified Swadesh Asom @ Binanda Dohutia as the person whom he
handed over the ransom money at Faneng Basti, Margherita, Tinsukia. Swadesh Asom @ Binanda Dohutia
also confessed in front of the witnesses that he received the same as per instruction of Arunodoy Asom @
Arunudoy Dohutia of ULFA(I).

6. During investigation Sri Nityananda Dutta also revealed that he purchased one Mobile Handset
after receiving the ransom amount at Moranhat. Afterwards, the cash memo book bearing Serial No. 6301
to 6400 was seized from Sai Electronics, Garudia Bhawan, AT Road, Moranhat, Dist- Dibrugarh (Assam).
Serial No. 6366 was used at the time of sale of mobile phone to Sri Nityananda Dutta.

7. Sri Deba Gogoi, S/O Lt. Tilu Gogoi of Khariabheta Baruah Nagar, PS- Borhat, Dist- Charaideo
(Assam) was examined and he stated that ULFA(I) cadre talked with Ms. Monima Baruah (the
complainant) over his phone after kidnap of Sri Numal Ch. Baruah.

8. The I/O learnt that surrendered ULFA(I) cadre Sri Shasanka Nath @ Gyanjoti Asom of Barjhar,
PS-Kolaigaon, Dist- Udalguri (Assam) knows a lot about the persons who kidnapped Sri Numal Ch.
Baruah. Sri Shasanka Nath @ Gyanjyoti Asom was examined and he stated that ULFA(I) cadres (i) Jintu
Kotoki, S/O Sri Hemo Kotoki of Kacharipather Gaon under Borhat PS (ii) Dipto Asom (@ Shyamanta
Gogoi @ Maina, S/O Sri Hema Kanta Gogoi of Haluwa under Charaipung PS (iii) Arohan Asom @
Apurba Gogoi, S/O Sri Robin Gogoi of Tairai under Sapekhati PS (iv) Udipto Asom @ Tupidhar Gogoi,
S/O Sri Narendra Gogoi of Tairai under Sapekhati PS and (v) Dibya Asom @ Dipak Hatibaruah, S/O
Deben Hatibaruah of 2 No Tokoni, PS- Digboi, Dist- Tinsukia were involved in the kidnapping.

9. Statement of Sri Shasanka Nath @ Gyanjyoti Asom also recorded U/S 161 & 164 Cr.P.C.
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10. Udipto Asom @ Tupidhar Gogoi was arrested in connection with the case and forwarded to judicial
custody.

11. ULFA(]) cadres Dipto Asom @ Shyamanta Gogoi @ Maina and Arohan Asom @ Apurba Gogoi
will also be arrested in connection with this case shortly as they have already been arrested in connection
with Sapekhati PS Case No. 37/2020, U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/123/124A/212 TPC, R/W Sec. 25(1-A)
Arms Act & R/W Sec. 5 ES Act & R/W Sec. 10/13 UA(P) Act.

(iv) On 15.08.2016 complainant Sri Narayan Dowarah, S/O Lt. Suren Dowarah of Charimuthia Gaon,
PS-Mathurapur, Dist-Charaideo (Assam) lodged an FIR (Ext. 1118) in Mathurapur PS to the effect that on
the same day i.e. 15/08/2016 at about 7 AM, a blast occurred near Pathaligarh Chariali by the side of the
Gariapather connecting road. On hearing the sound of blast, the complainant proceeded to the place of
occurrence and saw about 1 ft deep and 1.5 fts width crater caused by the blast. During the course of
investigation, the following steps have been taken-

1. The I/O visited the place of occurrence and drew sketch map. The I/O also examined the
complainant and witnesses.

2. The 1/0 seized 04 (four) pieces of metal suspected to be damaged pencil battery and approx 01
(one) Kg of IED blasting soil from the place of occurrence by preparing seizure memo in presence of
witnesses.

3. The I/O sent the seized exhibits to the FSL, Kahilipara, Guwahati for examination through the
office of the Superintendent of Police, Charaideo vide Memo No: SP/CRD/SNR/16/920-22 dated
06/09/2016.

(v) On 26/01/2017 complainant SI Bijoy Dowarah, O/C Mathurapur Police Station lodged an FIR (Ext.
1141) at Mathurapur PS to the effect that on the same day i.e. 26/01/2017 at around 8:00 AM, two
simultaneous blasts occurred at Panijan beside the Essar Petrol Pump and Lengibar Tiniali respectively. In
this regard, the complainant immediately proceeded to both the place of occurrences. It came to light that
both the blasts were IED explosions. During preliminary investigation and on the strength of reliable
information it came to light that the members of banned ULFA(I) cadres Ganesh Lahon, Pankaj Malia and
other link men of the organization were involved in the commission of the offence. During the course of
investigation, the following steps have been taken-

1. The I/O visited the place of occurrences and drew sketch map. The I/O also examined the
complainant and witnesses.
2. The 1/O seized Ol(one) Mobile Handset bearing IEMI Nos. 356490063063880 &

356490063063898 respectively and approx 1 kg of IED blasting soil from the place of occurrence.

3. The I/O arrested accused persons namely (i) Sri Bipul Saikia @ Nitya, S/O- Kamal Saikia of
Tipomia Gaon, PS- Simaluguri, Dist- Sivasagar (ii) Sri Wangkha Konyak, S/O- Lt. Tonwanj Konyak of
Namthai, PS-Naginimora, Dist- Mon (Nagaland) and (iii) Sri Manpha Konyak, S/O- Lt. Wanjyoun Konyak
of Oating Tiru Basti, PS- Naginimora, Dist- Mon (Nagaland) and forwarded to the judicial custody.

4. The 1/O sent the seized exhibits to the FSL, Kahilipara, Guwahati for examination and expert
opinion through the office of the Superintendent of Police, Charaideo vide Memo No. SP/CRD/SNR/17/75-
77 dated 03.02.2017 and also collected the Expert Opinion Report. As per the report “Ex-A & Ex-B
contains traces of TNT and NG-NC which are considered to be high explosives.”

(vi) On 28/05/2017 complainant Sri Bitul Chaliha of Assam Gas Company Limited, Bormathurapur
Branch lodged an FIR (Ext. 1176) at Sonari PS to the effect that on 27/05/2017 at about 07:45 PM a blast
occurred in the adjoining point of gas pipeline of Aideobari and Aideopukhuri Tea Estate. During the
course of investigation, the following steps have been taken-

1. The I/O visited the place of occurrence and drew sketch map. He also examined the complainant
and witnesses.

2. The 1/O seized two pieces of broken gas pipe and one piece of coconut rope from the place of
occurrence by preparing seizure list in presence of witnesses.

3. The I/O arrested ULFA(I) cadre Putul Asom @ Debajit Gogoi @ Madan, S/O- Sri Tilak Gogoi of 1
no Howfow under Sonari PS in connection with the case.
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(vii)  Brief of the Case: On 26/01/2020 at 06:55 PM complainant SI Nitul Sonowal, I/C, Tingalibam
Police Out Post, PS-Sonari, Dist- Charaideo (Assam) lodged a written FIR (Ext. 1191) at Sonari PS to the
effect that on the same day i.e. 26/01/2020 at about 8:05 AM after hearing a blast sound which arose from
Teokghat side, the complainant along with his OP staff went to Teokghat and saw that a bomb blasted in
front of the shop of one Md. Milik Ali. The complainant suspected that banned organization ULFA(I) had
blasted the bomb in protest of the Republic Day, 2020. The said banned organization is illegally waging
war against India and also heard that the said banned organization took responsibility for the blast. During
the course of investigation, the following steps have been taken-

1. The I/O visited the place of occurrence and drew sketch map. The I/O also examined the
complainant and witnesses and recorded their statements U/S 161 Cr.P.C.

2. The I/0 seized some soil, bark of tree and splinters from the place of occurrence.

3. The /O seized one original seizure memo prepared by NB/Sub Ramsingh Rout of 244 Field

Regiment, Sapekhati COB, 01(one) 5.56 HK- 33 Assault Rifle, 02 (two) nos of HK-33 magazines, 33
rounds of 5.56 ammunitions, 02 (two) nos of ULFA (I) Badges etc.

4. The /O arrested ULFA(I) cadres (1) Sri Manash Patmout @ Bastab Asom (2) Chao Lakhi Longno
@ Rubul Asom and associates (3) Sri Hemanta Boruah @ Rote, s/O- Sri Satyan Boruah of Kanubari
Balijan Grant, PS- Sonari (4) Sri Sumeswar Saikia, S/O Sri Tuaknta Saikia of Sarupathar Gaon, PS- Sonari
(5) Smti Punima saikia, W/O- Late Subhan Saikia of Dhaniapathar Gaon, PS- Sapekhati (6) Sri Biswarjit
Saikia, S/O Late Subhan Saikia Dhaniapathar Gaon, PS- Sapekhati (7) Sri Mintu Changmai, S/O Sri Juram
Changmai of Atalpathar Gaon, PS- Sapekhati (8) Sri Nobin Gogoi, S/O- Tileswar Gogoi of Tairai Gaon,
PS- Sapekhati (9) Sri Utpal Chetia (@ Baka, S/O- Sri Suren Chetia of Kanubari Balijan Grant, PS- Sonari
and forwarded them to judicial custody.

5. The I/O has sent the seized exhibits i.e. seized soil and splinters to the FSL, Kahilipara, Guwahati
for examination.

(viii)  On 23/04/2020 complainant SI Dinesh Doley, the O/C Sapekhati PS lodged a written FIR (Ext.
1225) at Sapekhati PS to the effect that on 22.04.2020 at about 5:30 PM, a confidential input was received
that a group of 5/6 cadres of banned ULFA(I) confined themselves at Tairai and Chationaguri village near
Assam, Arunachal Pradesh, Nagaland border under Sapekhati PS. The information has been passed to the
higher authorities and immediately, the Superintendent of Police, Charaideo, Addl. Superintendent of
Police, (HQ), Charaideo, SDPO Sonari, a team of Army personnel of 244 Field Regiment, Camp-Sapekhati
and Sapekhati PS staff conducted search operation at Tairai and Chatianaguri area. During search
operation, the hardcore ULFA(I) extremists namely (1) Sri Apurba Gogoi @ Arohan Asom (28 yrs), S/O
Sri Robin Gogoi of Tairai village, PS- Sapekhati, Dist- Charaideo (Assam), (2) Sri Jugen Gogoi @ Biraj
Asom (28 yrs), S/O- Lt. Dhiren Gogoi of Dafala village, PS- Borhat, Dist- Charaideo (Assam), (3) Sri
Sidhartha Gogoi @ Chinmoy Asom (21 yrs), S/O Sri Sonabar Gogoi of Sarupather village, PS- Sonari,
Dist- Charaideo (Assam) (4) Sri Lakhyajit Gogoi @ Dhruba Asom (28 yrs), S/O Sri Dimbeswar Gogoi of
Borbam Dangalpara, PS- Tingkhong, Dist- Dibrugarh (Assam) (5) Sri Shyamanta Gogoi @ Dipto Asom
(30 yrs), S/O — Sri Hema Kanta Gogoi of Madhya Haluwa, PS- Charipung, Dist- Charaideo (Assam) were
apprehended. On interrogation and on being led and shown by them (i) 3 Nos. MQ-81 Assault Rifle (ii) 8
nos magazine of MQ-81 Assault Rifle (iii) 323 rounds MQ Rifle ammunition (iv) one 7.65 mm pistol (v)
one .22 bore factory made pistol (vi) Two Nos. 7.65 mm ammunitions (vii) two nos .22 bore ammunitions
(viii) Two Kgs explosive suspected to be gelatin (ix) Cordex 3 meters (7 pieces) (x) 16 nos detonator and
etc. have been recovered from the tea garden from one Sri Nabin Gogoi and seized the same. During the
course of investigation, the following steps have been taken.-

1. The I/O has visited the place of occurrence and has drawn up sketch map.

2. The I/0O has seized (i) 3 Nos. MQ-81 Assault Rifle (ii) 8 nos magazine of MQ-81 Assault Rifle (iii)
323 rounds MQ Rifle ammunition (iv) one 7.65 mm pistol (v) one .22 bore factory made pistol (vi) Two
Nos. 7.65 mm ammunitions (vii) two nos .22 bore ammunitions (viii) Two Kgs explosive suspected to be
gelatin (ix) Cordex 3 meters (7 pieces) (x) 16 nos detonator and etc. in connection with the case.

3. The I/O has examined the complainant and witnesses and recorded their statements U/S 161
Cr.P.C.
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4, The I/O has arrested accused ULFA(I) cadres in connection with the case and has brought them in
police remand.

32. Shri Ripul Das currently serving as Superintendent of Police, Udalguri district BTAD, Assam since
December, 2019 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

6)] On 21.10.2015 at 12.30 pm, complainant Satish Kr. Mishra, Liutenant, 159 Field Regiment, Army
Camp-Golondi, Udalguri lodged a written FIR (Ext. 947-A) at Kalaigaon PS to the effect that based on
specific information about presence of ULFA (I) terrorist at Uttar Barpukhuri village, a joint operation of
159 Field Regiment of Indiam Army and police was launched at the village from 2330 HRS on 20.10.2015.
At about 02.00 am, the operation team cordoned the suspected house. At around 02.30 am, the cordon party
tried to enter the house. On seeing the party, the terrorist fired upon the party and lobbed a grenade which
did not explode. The operation team asked the terrorist not to fire and to surrender. At this, the civilians
who were inside the house came out of the house. However, the terrorist continued to fire intermittently.
The operation party resorted to controlled firing in self-defense. In between 05.30 am to 06.00 am, the
operation party entered the house carrying out controlled firing and found the militant lying still with bullet
injury. The house and the surrounding area were searched and one 9 mm pistol, one 7.65 mm pistol, six live
ammunition, eight fired cartridges, one disposed Chinese grenade with one piece of detonator, fourteen nos.
mobile handsets, six nos. SIM cards, some broken SIM Cards, one Samsung Laptop, 23 nos. extortion
sheets, one wanted poster in the ULFA (S) cadre, Dipak Bora @ Bikram Asom, two ULFA flags were
recovered and seized after observing all kinds of formalities. The operation was called off at 08.30 am. Shri
D N Hazarika, ACS, Executive Magistrate cum Circle Officer, Kalaigaon, SDPO, Bhergaon and police
staff entered the house where body of the slain militant was lying. Executive Magistrate held inquest over
the dead body after observing all kinds of formalities. After preparation of the inquest report by Executive
Magistrate, the body was brought to Kalaigaon PS for its identification by his relatives/ guardian. The PO
was searched thoroughly in presence of local village headman, local people and Executive Magistrate.

Further, it is to be mentioned that, one unexploded Chinese grenade was destroyed in-situ at a safe
place with the help of bomb disposal squad of Army and a certificate from Army expert was also obtained.
The body of the slain militant was sent to civil hospital Udalguri for PM examination with proper escort to
ascertain the actual cause of death.

In this regard, one Md. Sahidul Haque, S/O Late Arab Ali of village Uttar Barpukhuri, PS-
Kalaigaon and one Md. Inamul Haque S/O late Kismat Ali of village-Uttar Barpukhuri, PS-Kalaigaon were
arrested who are link men of banned organization ULFA and provided shelter to the ULFA cadre.

(ii) On 18.05.2017 based on the specific intelligence input about the movement of few ULFA (I)
cadres in the general area of Nalkhamra and Sonaripara village under Udalguri PS, a joint operation was
launched by District police, Udalguri and 14 Dogra of Golandi Army Camp, Udalguri. The operation team
reached at Sonaripara village at about 16.10 hrs and started cordoning the area. While cordoning the area
the operation team came under fire from heavily armed extremists who also lobbed hand grenade at the
operating team. Having no alternative, operation team also opened firing in self-defence. Once the firing
was stopped the operation team started intensive search of the area. During search, the operation team
found one suspected extremist in critically injured condition. He was immediately shifted to the Civil
Hospital, Udalguri for treatment, but doctor on duty after examining declared him as brought dead. Later on
the dead militant was identified as one Ramesh Barah (age approximately 35 years), S/O Lt. Thaneswar
Borah, R/O Vill- Belguri, PS Howraghat Dist-Karbi Anglong, Assam who was a self styled major of the
banned outfit ULFA (I). After thorough search the following items were recovered from the PO as well
from the possession of the slain militant.

i. 01 (one) 9 mm factory made pistol.

ii. 06 (six) nos. of 9 mm live ammunition.

iii. 38 (thirty eight) Nos of recharge coupon of value of 10 Rs. Each. (thirty Six of airtel and two of Aircel).
iv. currency of amount around 6,10,370 INR.

v. 01 (one) Wallet.

vii. 04 (four) no pouches.

vii. 02 (two) nos. of empty cases of 9 mm ammunition.
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(1i1) On 30.11.2017 at 11.30 pm, based on specific intelligence input about the presence of heavily
armed ULFA (I) Militants at general area of Khoirapara under Kalaigaon PS of Udalguri dist, an operation
was launched by Udalguri District Police led by SP Udalguri, Shri Rajveer, IPS and assisted by Dy SP
(HQ), Udalguri Shri Maidul Islam APS and APR team of camp Udalguri. On being led by the secret
source, the house of one Kukheswar Deka of Khoirapara area under Kalaigaon PS was cordoned by the
police team where ULFA (I) militant was suspected to be holed up. During cordoning of the house, there
was heavy firing from inside the room and three grenades were also lobbed at the police team but they
somehow managed to escape. Having no option, the police team to save their lives and public property
fired in self defence and the firing lasted till the morning. Later on, Army also arrived there. The exchange
of firing continued till around 7.00 am on 01.12.2017 during which the militants again lobbed grenade at
the security forces and kept on firing relentlessly. Having no option, security forces too kept on firing and
after sometime at around 7.30 am, firing from the side of the suspected militant stopped. Once the firing
stopped the security forces searched the house and the general area of Khoirapara. During the search, an
unidentified and grievously injured person was found in the room and he was taken to the Kalaigaon State
dispensary where doctors declared him as brought dead. During the search of the room the following items
were recovered 1) one AK 56 rifle 2) three magazine of AK 56 3) 74 Live rounds of AK 56, 4) 31 Fired
case of AK 56, 5) one 7.65 mm pistol (FM), 6) one magazine of 7.65 mm pistol, 7) one misfired round of
7.65 mm pistol, 8) Indian currency of Rs. 6,980 and 500 currency notes (damaged), 9) Seven mobile
phones, 10) Six SIM Card (damaged), 11) one blind grenade (destroyed in Situ), 12) One detonator with
cord (destroyed in situ), 13) one grenade cap, 14) one grenade cap, 15) one Combat pouch, 16) one Rexene
pouch, 17) one pouch, 18) one cloth pouch (small), 19) one capry (shorts), 20) one torch, 21) one shaving
razor, 22) one toothpaste, 23) one headphone (broken). Ext. 1336 is the certified copy of the FIR in
Kalaigaon P.S. Case No. 122/2017.

Later on the deceased was identified as Self Styled ULFA (I) cadre Rajen Deka @ Rinku Kalita,
age 40 years S/O Sri Rudra Deka of village-Gariapara PS-Mangaldoi, Dist-Darrang, Assam by his brother
Prabin Deka. Accordingly, the dead body was handed over to his family member.

During the time of encounter Const. Randeep Deka (2) Const. Mainul Haque and (3) Dy SP (HQ),
Udalguri Moidul Islam sustained injury on their persons.

During the time of encounter the service AK 47 rifle of Const. Randeep Deka of 10" APBN,
Guwahati was damaged due to hit by bullet from the extremists. The damaged AK-47 rifle was seized and
sent to 13™ APBN Lilabari, Lakhimpur, Assam for expert opinion.

(iv) On 14.06.2015 SI Dipanka Gogoi of Udalguri DEF lodged an FIR at Kalaigaon PS stating that on
14.06.2015 at 07.30 pm based on the specific information, regarding presence of a group of ULFA
extremist at Damarapota under Kalaigaon PS, complainant along with his staff conducted naka checking
duty at Bhangabaruah wooden bridge. During the time of naka checking one ULFA cadre was coming from
Damarapota side by a motor cycle. The police party asked him to stop, but he suddenly lobbed a grenade
towards police party and indiscriminately fired upon the police party. Police party also retaliated for self
defence, but the extremist managed to escape taking advantage of thick jungle and nearby houses of
villagers and left his motor cycle.

33. Sri Amitava Sinha, APS, presently serving as Superintendent of Police, Sivasagar district, Assam
since 24" January, 2019 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

6)] On 10.08.2019 at 5 PM, complainant SI Miraj Doley S/O Shri Puna Doley of Demow Police
Station, district- Sivasagar lodged a written FIR (Ext. 1416) stating that, based on a secret information of
ULFA (I) cadres taking shelter at Bakata Borpiyal Habi Gaon under Bakata Nemuguri PS, a search
operation was conducted by a joint team of 149Bn. CRPF, Camp-Joysagar, Sivasagar and Sivasagar district
Police led by 2™ in Command Shri PK Sahu of 149 Bn. CRPF and Addl. Supdt. Of Police (HQ), Sivasagar
on 09.08.2019.

During search operation one ULFA (I) cadre namely Shri Biren Chetia (@ Rantu Asom, S/O Shri
Lakhi Chetia of Moran Dhemaji, P.S. Moran, district- Dibrugarh self styled PT of ULFA (I) was
apprehended and one hand grenade, three mobile handsets and command pass issued by NSCN, GPRN
dated 01.07.2019 were also recovered from his possession. On receipt of the FIR, a case vide Bakata
Nemuguri P.S. case No. 55/2019 U/s 120(B)/121 IPC, R/W Sec. 10/13 UA(P) Act, R/'W Sec. 4/5 ES Act
was registered and investigated into.
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During investigation, the I/O visited the PO, drew a rough sketch map and duly seized one hand
grenade, three mobile handsets and command pass issued by NSCN, GPRN dated 01.07.2019 on
10.08.2019.

During investigation, the arrested accused stated that he is an ULFA (I) cadre and he joined
ULFA(I) organization on 16.11.2018 and thereafter he went to Nagaland and took training at Myanmar.
After training he returned back to Sivasagar with a hand grenade through Charaideo district and stayed at
Borpiyal Gaon. He kept that grenade with him for an unlawful act prior to 15™ August, 2019. He also stated
that he had hurled a grenade at Nitaipukhuri under Demow PS leading to an explosion before he joined
ULFA (I) organization. Later, the seized hand grenade was disposed on 09.11.2019.

The statement of the accused as well as witnesses established that the recovered grenade was meant
for secessionist activities in Sivasagar district with the intention of waging war against the Union of India
by spreading terror among people of the district.

(i1) On 22.11.2018 at 10.30 pm Shri Sanjib Kr. Baruah, S/O Lt. Hemadhar Baruah, R/O Baruah Gaon,
P.S. Teok, Dist.-Jorhat lodged an FIR (Ext. 1431) at Demow P.S. that on the same day at about 5 PM he
received a phone call from an unknown person that incident of explosion had occurred in the hardware
store of Shri Kamal Agarwalla and on the basis of the complaint, Demow PS. Case No. 380/2018 U/s 320
IPC, R/W Sec. 10/13 UA (P) Act & R/W Sec. 3/4/6 ES Act, added Sec. 120 (B) IPC.

On receipt of the information, Inspr. Sanjib Kr. Boruah, O/C Demow PS along with available staff
rushed to the PO. On reaching the spot, the police team found Shri Kamal Agarwalla, owner of the
hardware store along with another unknown person in critical condition as both sustained severe injuries in
their persons due to the blast. Both the injured persons were immediately sent to Demow Model Hospital
for treatment. After some time the unknown person succumbed to the injuries at the hospital who was
subsequently identified as Anup Gupta @ Ahira Gupta, S/O Lt. Prasad Gupta of Dehingmukh Lachan
Gaon, PS Demow, Dist. Sivasagar. The other critically injured person was sent to AMCH, Dibrugarh for
better treatment who also succumbed to his injuries at AMCH, Dibrugarh.

During investigation, the arrested accused Shri Biren Chetia @ Rantu Asom S/O Shri Lakhi Chetia
of Moran Dhemaji, P.S. Moran, district Dibrugarh, in connection with Bakata Nemuguri P.S. case No.
5/2019 U/s 120(B)/121 IPC, R/W Sec. 10/13 UA (P) Act, R/'W Sec 4/5 ES Act was also made shown
arrested in the above case. The arrested accused stated that he had hurled the grenade for explosion at
Demow-Nitai road at the hardware store of Shri Kamal Agarwalla on 22.11.2018 by using a TVS Apache
motorcycle on the instruction of hardcore ULFA (I) cadre Moniram Borgohain @ Aidyaman Asom of
Nitaipukhuri Nagaon, PS Demow dist. Sivasagar.

(ii1) On 10.05.2016 at about 4 pm based on a specific input that one hardcore ULFA (I) cadre was
travelling in a bus moving from Sivasagar town to Sonari, naka was set up at Garmur under Simaluguri PS
launched by SDPO, Nazira, CRPF personnel and Army 63 Field Regiment, camp, Maibella. Accordingly,
at about 4.30 pm one 709 bus bearing R/No. As-04 C-7679 was stopped and thorough search was made.
During search one suspected person was spotted and on interrogation he disclosed that he was an S/S Col.
Ranked of ULFA (I) active cadre and his name was Bharat Chutia @ Abhi Asom, S/O Lt. Kikheswar
Chutia of Barekuri Richinga Gaon under Barekuri PS of Tinsukia. He was involved in unlawful activities
indulging in criminal conspiracy of waging war against the country. During further interrogation he also
disclosed that two persons namely Sri Mohan Dutta, S/O Dimbeswar Dutta and Mrs. Mayuri Dutta, W/O
Mohan Dutta both of Tolpathar, P.S. Bordumsa Dist. Tinsukia were trying to facilitate the cadres of ULFA
to escape from Tinsukia to Myanmar through Sonari. Six mobile handsets, some incriminating documents,
one bottle grenade and cash Rs. 40,000/~ were recovered from their possession and duly seized. Ext. 1456
is the certified copy of GDE Simaluguri P.S. dated 10.05.2016.

During the course of investigation statement of complainant and witnesses were recorded. The
accused persons were apprehended and their statement were recorded u/s 161 Cr.P.C. While interrogating
the accused persons several vital informations were collected and several cadres of ULFA (I) were also
identified. The accused person namely Bharat Chutia @ Bhim @ Abhi Asom a hardcore ULFA cadre was
involved in (i) Namrup PS case no. 184(A)/122/123/124(A)/447/325/326/307/427 IPC R/w Sec. 10/13 UA
(P) Act, R/'W Sec. 25(I)(a) Arms Act and R/W Sec. 4/5 ES Act. (ii) Bordumsa PS case No. 37/16 U/s
120(B)/121/121(A)/122/307 IPC R/W Sec. 10/13 UA (P) Act and R/W Sec. 25(I)(a) Arms Act. (iii)
Tinsukia PS Case No. 459/16 U/s 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/326/307/427 IPC R/W Sec. 4/5 ES Act and R/W

Sec. 10/13 UA (P) Act. The accused persons were arrested and forwarded to judicial custody. Later, a
prayer was made to the Hon’ble SDJM, Nazira Court to destroy the seized bottle grenade. Accordingly
Hon’ble court has passed an order to destroy the bottle grenade but the grenade is yet to be destroyed.

34, Shri Mrinal Talukdar, APS currently serving as Superintendent of Police, Jorhat district, Assam
since 1% February, 2020 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

On 28.11.2018 the complainant SI Utpal Dutta, Officer-in-charge of Mariani PS along with his
staff was conducting patrolling in his area of jurisdiction to prevent any unlawful activities by members of
ULFA (I) on the occasion of their Protest Day on 27" November. During patrolling at about 9.30 am, the
complainant received secret information that some unknown ULFA (I) activists had hanged up a flag of
their organization in the bamboo fencing of the Nagadhuli Janajatiyo High School. On receiving the input
the complainant along with his staff immediately rushed to the School and spotted a Flag of the ULFA (I)
in the bamboo fencing of the school. The police team removed the flag from the fencing and duly seized it
in presence of witnesses. The police team immediately launched search operation to apprehend the
involved ULFA (I) activists but to no avail. Later the complainant came to know about a suspect Shri Jibon
Pegu of Bijoypur Gaon alongwith other members of ULFA (I) to be involved in the incident. The suspect
was also involved in another case of Mariani PS i.e. Mariani PS case No. 125/2016 U/s 387 IPC R/w
Section 10/13 UA(P) Act.

On receipt of FIR (Ext. 1473), case vide Mariani PS case No. 251/2018 U/s 10/13 UA(P) Act was
registered and investigated.

During investigation IO examined following witnesses on the spot in connection with the case.

1. Sri Bilati Tanti, 69 years S/O Late Phulkon Tanti of Nagadhuli Gajen gaon, PS Mariani. The
witness was the president of Assam Chah Masdoor Sangha, Jorhat district, president of Nagadhuli village
Defence Party and also president of the governing body of Nagadhuli Janajatiyo High School. On
examination he stated that on 28.11.2018 at 8.30 am Sri Sarat Gogoi, Chowkider of the School had
informed him over phone that a flag of ULFA (I) had been hanging in the bamboo fencing of the school
and also asked him to go the school. On arrival he had seen a flag of ULFA (I) in the bamboo fencing of the
school. Later Police had seized the flag in his presence.

2. Sri Hamid Raja, 40 years s/O Late Tunu Ali of Nagadhuli Gate, PS. Mariani Dist. Jorhat. The
witness was the secretary of Nagadhuli VDP. On examination he stated that on 28.11.2018 at about 8.30
am when he had come to the High School then he had seen a flag of ULFA (I) in the bamboo fencing of the
school. Later police had seized the flag in his presence.

3. Smt. Rupa Dutta Gogoi, 30 years W/O Sri Promod Gogoi of Nagadhuli Sukafa Nagar, PS Mariani,
Jorhat. The witness was the Headmistress of the Nagadhuli Janajatiyo High School. On examination she
stated that on 28.11.2018 at about 8.35 am the chowkider of the school Sri Sarat Gogoi had informed her
over phone about hanging of a ULFA (I) Flag in the school. She immediately came to school and arrived at
8.50 am and saw a flag of ULFA (I) in the front bamboo fencing of the school. Already several persons
were there in the spot.

4. Sri Sarat Gogoi, 30 years S/O Sri Kamal Gogoi of Nagadhuli Sukafa Nagar, PS Mariani, Jorhat. He
was the chowkider of the High School. On examination he stated that on 28.11.2018 at 8.30 am he arrived
at school and saw a flag of ULFA (I) in the front bamboo fencing of the school. He immediately informed
about it on the phone to the Headmistress and the President of the school governing body Sri Bilati Tanti.

5. Sri Raju Lohar, 28 years S/O Late Mohan Lohar of Nagadhuli TE, PS Mariani, Jorhat. On
examination he stated that on 28.11.2018 he came to know about hanging of a ULFA flag at the High
School and at about 9.00 am when he arrived at the school, he saw a flag in the front bamboo fencing of the
school.

During investigation IO also examined following surrendered members of ULFA:

1. Sri Dimbeswar Kakoti (@ Baruah S/O Late Gangadar Kakoti of Bijaypur Gaon, PS Mariani, Jorhat.
On examination he stated that he knew the suspect Sri Jibon Pegu as a driver. But he did not know about
any unlawful activity by Jibon Pegu. He wanted to buy a Moped Scooty from the suspect and that is why he
made a contact to him on 27.11.2018.
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2. Sri Bhaimon Gogoi, 38 years S/O Late Tepuram Gogoi of Moran Gaon, PS Mariani, Jorhat. On
examination he stated that he joined in ULFA in 1995 and in 2005 Jorhat Police had arrested him and
forwarded to jail. In 2008 he surrendered before police. He did not know about the incident of hanging
ULFA flag at Nagaduli High School because on that day he was at Panichokuwa at his work place.

During investigation, it was established from the statement of witnesses that members of ULFA(I) had
hung their flag in the front bamboo fencing of Nagadhuli Janajatiyo High School. But no witnesses had
seen the members or its sympathizers while committing the offence. Hence the I/O could not establish the
case against the arrested accused Sri Jibon Pegu and returned the case in FR as insufficient evidence.

35. Sri Sreejith T, IPS, serving as Superintendent of Police, Dibrugarh district since 13.12.2019 in his
evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

6)] On 01.12.2015 at 12.30 PM complainant Sri Sashi Bhushan Bharati, S/O Lt. Bhuchan Bharati of
Dillighat No. 2, PS Namrup, dist. Dibrugarh, Assam lodged an ejahar at Namrup PS to the effect that on
30.11.2015 at about 7.50 pm 4/6 unknown terrorist criminally trespassed into the compound of his Crusher
Plant situated at Dillighat No. 2 and started firing indiscriminately near by the office room. As a result, his
workers, namely Sri Sanjoy Kr. Bharti and Sri Gopal Shah sustained grievous bullet injuries on their
persons and damaged 2 (two) vehicles bearing registration No. As-06 AC-1125 (Dumper), As-23 AC-1725
(JCB). Both the injured persons were admitted at AMCH Dibrugarh for treatment. Ext. 1485 is the certified
copy of the FIR.

Based on specific intelligence, a joint team from
COB Dangrikumar and DSP Namrup launched on operation at general area Dillighat, Dibrugarh dist on 09
Dec, 2017 at 0300 hrs & apprehended Abhay Deka @ Ajay Asom from the outskirts of vill-Dillighat at
0715 hrs. the following items were recovered from his possession:-

During joint questioning of Army and police, Abhay Deka @ Ajay Asom confessed to be an ULFA (1)
cadre of 2014 batch who was in the said village for execution extortion. He also confessed to have been
involved in firing incident at Dillighat on 30 Nov, 2015 alongwith 03 (three) other ULFA cadres namely (i)
Ashut Barman (ii) Pabitro Das (iii) Ankur Deka. After the firing incident the individual changed his
location to Darrang and again moved back to Dibrugarh district. The I/O arrested the accused and duly
seized the recoveries on being handed over to O/C Namrup police by the Army.

The case is pending under investigation.

(A)/122/123/124(A)/387 IPC, R/W Sec. 3 of ES Act & 10/13 UA (P) Act and investigated into.

Chabua.

He confessed of committing the crime of sabotaging the said crude oil pipeline at Dikon Sessa on the night
of 24.05.2017 with his associate Polash Asom (Robin Dohotia) who died in the operation while planting the
bomb (the dead body was identified by his brother Riju Dohotia S/O Ratna Dohotia of Tongona Bazar PS-
Tongona, Tinsukia). They were instructed by Major Arunoday Dohotia of banned ULFA (I) organization to
carry out such adverse incident. A live Chinese grenade was recovered from his possession and was duly
seized. The case is pending under investigation.

36. Sri Gurav Abhijit Dilip currently serving as Superintendent of Police, Nagaon District, Assam
since 27" January, 2020 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

On 28.11.2018 complainant SI Sunmoni Saikia, S/O Late Kaliman Saikia I/C Itachali (Town Out post)
TOP, P.S. Nagaon lodged an FIR (Ext. 1631) to the effect that on the same day at around 12.20 pm, as per
information he recovered a flag of banned ULFA organization and the flag was hoisted on a bamboo post at
the martyr monument (Swahid Bedi) of Late Pabitra Jamider, Late Prasanta Bora and Late Sarat Kakati at
Bhutaideka play ground, Bhutiagaon under Nagaon PS. as the date 28.11.2018 was observed by the banned
ULFA organization as Pratibad Divas.

On receipt of the FIR at the PS a case was registered vide Nagaon P.S. case no. 4022/18, u/s
120(B)/121/121(A)/IPC R/W sec. 10/13 UA(P) Act and investigation is going on.

During investigation, the I/O arrested two persons namely Sri Bhaskar Bora (49 yrs) S/O Lt. Bakul Chandra
Bora of Dumdumia Balisatra under Batadrava PS and Sri Naren Gohain (67 yrs) S/O Lt. Kamal Chandra
Gohain, Vill-Diphalo, Nagaon PS, Dist- Nagaon in connection with the case and seized various articles and
documents. On interrogation accused persons reveal that they were involved in hoisting the flag of banned
ULFA organization on 28.11.2018 at the martyr monument (Swahid Bedi) of Late Pabitra Jamider, Late
Prasanta Bora and Late Sarat Kakati at Bhutaideka play ground, Bhutiagaon under Nagaon PS.

37. Shri Amrit Bhuyan, APS, currently serving as Superintendent of Police, Darrang District, Assam
since 22™ January, 2019 in his evidence on affidavit stated as follows:

(1) On 28.03.2015 complainant Sri Vimlesh Kr. Paharia S/o Santi Lal Jain, C/o Mangaldai Service
Station, PS Mangaldai lodged an FIR (Ext. 1651) at Mangaldai PS stating that on 27.03.2015 at about 7.30
pm two unknown miscreants came by bike with fire arms and opened fire upon employees of Mangaldai
Service Station near Barjamguri under Mangaldai PS. As a result, one worker namely Monoj Petal (33 yrs)
S/O Sri Tez Nayan Petal of vill Madi Nagar Bankath, PS Baruganj, Dist Mazaffarpur (Bihar) sustained
bullet injury. Immediately he was admitted at Mangaldai Civil Hospital and the doctors referred him to
GMCH. But he was admitted at Narayana Hospital, North Guwahati where he succumbed to his injury at
about 9.50 pm on the same day. In this regard, Mangaldai Police Station Case No. 238/2015 U/s 302/34
IPC R/W Sec. 25 (1-A)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec. 10/13 UA (P) Act registered and investigated into.

During the investigation, the Investigating Officer seized 3 empty cases of .76 mm ammunition and
one bullet head from the PO.
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During investigation the 10 revealed that around 1-1 % years back, some ULFA members had
demanded money from the owner of the Shell Patrol Pump and due to non fulfillment of their demand,
ULFA (I) member Dipak Borah and other killed the worker Monoj Petal of the said petrol pump.

(i1) On 16.04.2017 complainant ST Hemanta Baruah of Mangaldai PS lodged a written FIR (Ext. 1676)
at Mangaldai PS stating that based on secret information that a group of ULFA (I) cadre namely Hidali
Group had come from Myanmar for recruiting members and for collection of money from the general
public. With the help supporters/ harbourers of Darrang District, an operation was launched and one
member of the said group namely Haren Deka S/O Khiteswar Deka of No. 2 Naharbari under Kalaigaon PS
dist Udalguri (BTAD) was caught by Nagaon police and later on handed over to Mangaldai PS along with
two mobile handsets and documents. During interrogation, he confessed that he joined in ULFA (I) in 2013
and presently was the Foot Drill Instructor of ULFA (I) and came to Mangaldai for recruiting new cadre. In
this regard, Mangaldai police station case no. 289/2017 U/s 120(B)/121/121(A)/122 TPC R/w Sec. 10/13/19
UA (P) Act was registered and investigated into.

During investigation, the apprehended accused Haren Deka @ Nikhil Axom @ Akhil Gogoi S/O
Khiteswar Deka of No. 2 Naharbari under Kalaigaon PS, Dist Udalguri (BTAD) was arrested and
forwarded to the judicial custody. In course of investigation, it came to light from the SB HWRs, Guwahati
that he is a Myanmar trained 78" Batch listed ULFA (I) cadre and he joined ULFA (I) in January, 2013. It
was also revealed that he came to Darrang district to recruit new cadre in ULFA (I). After completion of
investigation, the case was submitted in CS vide Mangaldai police station CS No. 58/2019 dated
28.02.2019 U/s 120(B)/121/121(A)/122 TPC R/w Sec 10/13 UA (P) Act against arrested accused person.

(i)  On 21.06.2018 complainant Insp. Niranjan Baruah, O/C Mangaldai PS lodged an FIR (Ext. 1701)
at Mangaldai PS stating that on 21.06.2018 based on a secret information regarding demanding money by
the banned extremist organization ULFA (Swadhin) from a businessman of Chapai area through mobile
phone, he along with TSI Premankur Hazarika, SI (Prog) Krishna Kt. Laskar and APR party under the
leadership of Dy. SP (HQ), Darrang, Mangaldai, Shri Amit Hojai, APS conducted raid in the house of Sri
Chinmoy Kalita (19yrs) S/O Sri Putul Kalita of Borpukhuri, PS Kalaigaon, Dist Udalguri and apprehended
him and recovered two mobile handsets and one used SIM card No. 8811902018 from his possession.
During examination of the victim who received threatening calls and text messages from the used mobile
phone No. 8811902018 of the accused person to the victim mobile phone No. 9101984330 that the accused
person demanded Rs. 8,00,000/- (rupees eight lakhs) to deliver before 23.06.2018 in the name of banned
extremist organization ULFA (Swadhin) putting in fear of death. Moreover, the accused person is a
member of ULFA (Swadhin) who works under the guidance of self-styled area commander Biswajit Deka
and Major Asom Paresh. In this regard, Mangaldai police station case No. 477/2018 U/s 387 IPC R/W Sec.
10/13 UA (P) Act was registered and investigated into.

During investigation, the 1O seized two mobile handsets along with SIM Card No. 8811902018 and
two nos. Airtel SIM Cards from the accused person, one mobile handset along with SIM card No.
9101984330 and screen shot of text messages sent from mobile No. 8811902018 and one 4 GB SD card
containing the audio recording (extortion calls) from the victim. The investigation officer also seized one
SIM entry register from one shop where it was found that SIM Card No. 8811902725 and 8811902018
were issued in the name of Manika Kalita (i.e. SIM Card No. 8811902018 used by the accused person for
extortion).

During investigation, the 10O arrested the accused Sri Chinmoy Kalita and forwarded to the judicial
custody. In course of investigation, it was revealed that members of ULFA(I) Organization involved in
collection of extorted money from the common people. The case is under investigation.

38. After completion of the evidence of the Government of India and the State of Assam, the matter was
fixed for argument on 20.06.2020 Mr. Keyal the learned ASGI and Mr. Saikia, the learned Senior Counsel
assisted by Mr. P. Nayak and Mr. A. Chaliha submitted their respective argument. The gist of the argument
of both the learned counsel are that the outfit is determined by its earlier object of secession of the State of
Assam from the Indian territory even after declaration of the organization as an unlawful one on
25.11.2014. As there was no sign of abjuring the path of violence nor has the outfit changed its object, so
the grounds mentioned in the notification under reference are proper. Further the evidence put on record by
the State of Assam through its Superintendent of Police of the districts wherein the outfit is carrying on its
activities lend ample support to the claim made by the Government of India in the notification.
Accordingly, both the learned counsel sought for adjudication in favour of the notification.
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39. The evidence of 16 (sixteen) number of Superintendent of Police are recorded hereinabove from
equal number of districts in the State of Assam putting on record the acts of the ULFA cadres spanning
from the year 2015 till the recent past. The deponents exhibited the supporting documents in the certified
form against the cases referred in the evidence and some of the documents were proved in original. In order
to get the actual ground information prevailing in the districts infested by the activities of the cadres of the
outfit, I personally interacted with each of the Superintendent of Police who were present in the Tribunal
deposing as witnesses. As per the the assessment, leaving aside the districts in Upper Assam, Kamrup (M)
and Goalpara bordering Meghalaya-Bangladesh, the activities of the cadres of the outfit in the rest of the
districts which were the hotbed in the year 2016 to 2018 had considerably subsided. But that itself cannot
be the only consideration for a decision in the reference. Accordingly the other considerations are also
discussed below.

40. I have given due consideration to the submissions of the learned counsel. The organization i.e.
ULFA against whom the notification was issued declaring it to be an unlawful organization remained
unrepresented during the proceeding. On the other hand the Government of India through the Secretary,
Ministry of Home Affairs and the State Government through its Secretary, Home and Political Department
were present, adduced evidence in support of the grounds on the basis of which the outfit ULFA was
declared an unlawful organization. The Superintendent of Police of the districts in which the members of
the outfit ULFA are active within the State of Assam adduced their respective evidence.

41. The evidence shows that there were incidents of encounters, attacks, kidnappings, explosions,
extortions carried out by the members of the outfit w.e.f. 28.11.2014 and continuing till the recent past. In
the encounters ULFA(I) cadres along with other cadres of militant outfit of State of Nagaland were killed.
Further personnels of security forces also died due to attacks carried out by the ULFA(I) cadres. The spate
of violence though is in the declining trend, but the other activities like the drive for recruitment of new
cadres and training in the camps outside the Indian territory are going on. In this regard the debriefing
statements of some of the high ranking cadres are considered. For instance if we look into evidence of Sri
Simanta Kumar Das, Joint Secretary to the Government of Assam, Home & Political Department it is
observed that during the period from 2016-2018 there was a sudden spurt in recruitment of new young
cadres through social media. The publicity wing of ULFA has been motivating the young vulnerable
section of the society to get them attracted towards the secessionist ideology of ULFA(I) through social
media by forming subversive anti-national sentiments. Let me take the Golaghat P.S. Case No. 1163/19
U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/109 1.P.C. R/W Sec. 10/13 UA(P) Act, R/W Sec 66 (F) IT Act (Ext. 24 and 26 are
the certified copies of FIR and G.D.E. dated 28.11.2019). The ULFA(I) members hoisted the ULFA flags
on the road divider at a place called Purabangla in the district of Golagaht with the leaflets inscribing
“ULFA ZINDABAD” with intention to attract young persons to work for the outfit. On 8.8.2019 Dhemaji
P.S. Case No. 316/2019 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/124(A) IPC, R/W Sec. 10/13 UA(P) Act, 1967 (Ext. 62 is
the FIR) was registered and upon investigation apprehended 4 (four) ULFA(I) cadres in between Moridhal
and Laipulia in the district of Dhemaji. As per their statements they put on fire the Indian National Flag and
the video footage was uploaded in the social media with anti national message. Kaki P.S. Case No.
154/2019 U/S 120(B)/121/122 IPC, R/W Sec. 13 of UA(P) Act 1967, (Ext. 98 is the FIR) reveals hoisting
of ULFA(I) flag in Kaki Junior College at Kaki in the Hojai district on 28.11.2019 by ULFA (I)
sympathisers and posted the video footage in the social media.

42. The aforesaid evidence gives a clear indication of the anti-national propaganda of the outfit and the
under lying intent is to attract vulnerable young section of the society to follow the ideology of the outfit
which wanted to secede the state of Assam from the Indian territory.

43. Further from the evidence, I am of the view that the outfit along with other secessionist outfit of the
other States of the North East India have a well planned strategy to achieve their plan for seceding the
North East from the Indian territory. For that purpose the ULFA(I) along with other outfit are having their
respective camps in the nearby countries. The fact that the members of other outfits of the nearby State of
Assam and the ULFA(I) are maintaining their co-ordinated nexus in the subversive acts can be gathered if
Bordumsa P.S. Case No. 11/2016 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/307/34 IPC, R/W Sec. 25(i)(a)/27 of Arms
Act, R/'W Sec. 10/13 UA(P) Act (Ext. 144 is the FIR) is looked into. The said case speaks of an encounter
on 16.02.2016 at village Wathoi in the district of Tinsukia wherein 4 (four) ULFA(I) and NSCN(K) cadres
were shot dead by the Security Forces.
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44, The evidence by the State put on record the stock of arms and ammunitions in the armoury of the
outfit which is a substantial one. The outfit being well equipped with arms and ammunitions has the power
to strike the security forces not to speak of the general public. Pengaree P.S. Case No. 63/2016 U/S
120(B)/121/121(A)/341/353/427/302/326/307/179 IPC R/W Sec. 3/ 4 E S Act, R/W Sec. 25(i) (a)/27 Arms
Act R/W Sec 10/14 UA(P) Act 1967 (Ext 260 is the copy of FIR) shows the manner in which the ULFA(I)
members ambushed the security forces while they were moving from Pengaree towards Digboi in the
district of Tinsukia. The said ambush on 20.11.2016 caused loss of life and property of the security forces.

45. The brutality of the cadres of the ULFA(I) in order to terrorise the people of the society can be
assessed if Saikhowaghat P.S. Case No. 36/18 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/302/307 IPC R/W Sec.
25(1)(a)/27 Arms Act R/W Sec 10/13 UA(P) Act, 1967 (Ext. 700 is the FIR) is considered. On 01.11.2018
at about 7:30 PM 6 (six) members of unknown gunmen entered into Kherabori village in the district of
Sodiya, called 6 (six) villagers from a shop to follow them and shot dead 5 (five) of them at point blank.
However 1 (one) villager out of 6 (six) could manage to save himself who narrated the brutal attack by the
members of the outfit. This is undoubtedly an attempt by the cadres of the outfit to acquire control over the
common people by intimidation creating an environment of lawlessness in the society.

46. The cadres of the outfit are indulging in the acts of kidnapping and extortion. If the person failed to
meet up the demand of money by the cadres of the outfit, they used to kill them. In the case of kidnapping,
the ULFA(I) cadres used to release the kidnapped person on payment of the ransom. Mangaldoi P.S. Case
No. 238/2015 (Ext 1651 is the FIR) shows that due to non fulfillment of the demanded money by the owner
of a petrol pump, ULFA(I) cadre shot dead one of the workers in the petrol pump, M/S Mangaldoi Service
Station, Mangaldoi in the district of Darrang. Demow P.S. Case No. 380/2018 U/S 320 IPC, R/W Sec
10/13 UA(P) Act, 1967 R/W Sec 3/4/6 ES Act added Sec 120(B) IPC is also a similar case wherein the
owner of a Hardware shop and another one were injured by hurling a grenade by the ULFA(I) cadre. The
injured persons later on died. Borhat P.S. Case No. 54/2018 U/S 365 IPC (Ext 1042 is the FIR) is the case
of kidnapping of one Sri Nomal Ch. Baruah of Timon Habi Tea Estate, P.S. Borhat in the district of
Charaideo. The said person was released on receipt of the ransom money.

47. The advent of the Repubic Day and the Independence Day of the country is itself a cause for the
cadres of the outfit to carry out subversive acts like explosion of bombs in public places in order to deter
the general public from participating in the Government programmes on these two days. Ext. 1141, the FIR
in the Mathurapur Police Station in the district of Charaideo which was lodged on 26.01.2017 informing
that on the same day two simultaneous IED (Improvised Explosive Device) explosions occurred at Panijan
besides a petrol pump and Lengibar Tinali under the said police station. The said explosions as per
investigation, were carried out by ULFA(I) cadres. Similar explosion was carried out on 26.01.2020 as per
FIR (Ext. 1191) lodged in Sonari P.S. in the district of Charaideo. Another bomb was exploded on
26.01.2020 as per FIR, Ext. 1564 in Dibrugarh P.S. Case No. 151/2020 U/S 120(B)/121(A)/307/427 1PC
R/W Sec. 10/13 UA(P) Act, 1967 R/W Sec. 3 E.S. Act at Graham Bazar under the said police station in the
district of Dibrugarh and similarly a bomb was exploded as per FIR, Ext. 1592 in Dibrugarh P.S. Case
No. 152/2020, in the Dibrugarh town on 26.01.2020. Explosion of bombs were carried out on 15.08.2016 at
Doomdooma in the district of Tinsukia as apparent from the FIRs (Ext. 465 and Ext. 492) in Doomdooma
P.S. Case Nos. 298/2016 and 299/2016.

48. The outfit through its cadres caused loss of property to the nation also by its subversive acts. As per
the FIR, Ext. 322 in Lekhapani P.S. Case No. 11/2018 U/S 120(B)/121/121(A)/122/342/436/
427/384/379/323 IPC R/W Sec 25(1-A)/27 Arms Act on 16.01.2018 in Tinsukia district, the extremists set
on fire 8 (eight) numbers of oil tankers carrying crude oil from Khersang in Arunachal Pradesh to Digboi in
Assam. The said crude oil was transported for refining in the Digboi Refinery.

49. The evidence of the State and the Government of India shows that during the extended ban period
from 27.11.2014 till 25.05.2019 the outfit committed 72 (seventy two) incidents where 21 (twenty one)
persons died of which 16 (sixteen) are civilians and 5 (five) are secutiry force personnels. Such acts
indicate the determined intent of the members of the outfit for intensifying the armed struggle. The outfit is
carrying on such acts to terrorise people so that out of fear pscychosis the people buckle down to the
demands of money by way of extortion or any other demands, the outcome of which is favourable to the
outfit but to the inconvenience of the society as a whole. The outfit has been able to establish the brutality
with which it handles the mission undertaken by it and as a result, the outfit gained in its act of kidnapping
insofar as the ransom is concerned. Its not required that the subversive acts by the outfit should be
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undertaken frequently in order to cause fear in the minds of the people forming the society. An act of
subversion as referred hereinabove causes ripples of fear amongst the mass where the outfit has its
dominance. Such ripples of fear is sufficient to create a situation of abnormal phenomenon disturbing the
even tempo of the society.

50. In Hitendra Vishnu Thakur and others etc. —Vs- State of Maharastra and others reported in AIR
1994 SC 2623 the Apex Court articulated the term “Terrorism” as one of the manifestations of increased
lawlessness and cult of violence. Its main objective is to overawe the Government or disturb harmony of
the society or “terrorise” people and the society and not only those directly assaulted, with a view to disturb
even tempo, peace and tranquility of the society and create a sense of fear and insecurity. Experience has
shown that “terrorism” is generally an attempt to acquire or maintain power or control by intimidation and
causing fear and helplessness in the minds of the people at large or any section thereof and is a totally
abnormal phenomenon. Looking back the evidence on record discussed hereinabove in the present
reference, suffice it to hold that there exists an abnormal phenomenon in the districts which are stronghold
of the outfit within the state of Assam.

51. The term “unlawful activity” is defined under Section 2 (0) of the Act, 1967 which is reproduced
hereinbelow:-

“unlawful activity”, in relation to an individual or association, means any action taken by such individual
or association (Whether by committing an act or by words, either spoken or written, or by signs or by
visible representation or otherwise),-

(i) which is intended, or supports any claim, to bring about, on any ground whatsoever, the cession of
a part of the territory of India or the secession of a part of the territory of india from the Union, or which
incites any individual or group of individuals to bring about such cession or secession,; or

(ii) which disclaims, questions, disrupts or is intended to disrupt the sovereignty and territorial
integrity of India; or

>

(iii) which cause or is intended to cause disaffection against India.’

52. If the acts as hereinabove referred including those stated in the evidence are considered in the light
of the aforesaid definition, there is no doubt that the outfit is involved in the unlawful activities within the
ambit and scope of the definition. The Government of India through Ministry of Home Affairs Department
in the notification under reference mentioned the specific grounds on the basis of which the declaration was
made. Sri Das, the Joint Secretary to the Government of Assam in Home and Political Department in his
evidence made a specific statement on the basis of the debriefing statement of one Sri Pranmoy Rajguru, an
active member of the ULFA(I) that the outfit is determined to continue its armed struggle till achieving the
goal for independence of Assam. Sri Arunodoi Dohotia of the publicity unit reiterated that establishing of
sovereign independent Assam is the sole objective of ULFA(I) through armed struggle. There is no denial
in respect of the said evidence by the outfit nor it felt necessary to appear before the Tribunal objecting
against such statement and / or the grounds mentioned in the notification under reference. The only
conclusion I can draw is that the intent behind such subversive acts involving the members/cadre of the
outfit is to create an environment of fear pscychosis amongst the members of the society in general and to
go ahead with the object of the outfit in achieving the determined goal of an independent Assam seceded
from the mainstream India. This goes to show that the actions which are subversive in nature of the cadres
of the outfit are intended to bring about the cession of the State of Assam, a part of the territory of India
from the Union of India as the outfit disclaims the sovereignty and territorial integrity of India.

53. The object of the present proceeding as hereinabove stated is to examine the grounds on the basis
of which the notification dated 27.11.2019 declaring the outfit ULFA as an unlawful organization was
issued are proper. In support of the grounds, the Government of India placed on record sufficient materials
in order to show that since 27.11.2014 (the date of issuance of the earlier notification) the outfit carried out
the subversive acts in order to achieve its publicized propaganda of seccession of the State of Assam from
the Indian territory. The outfit did not place any materials to outweigh the claim of the Government of
India. If a pragmatic view is taken vis-a-vis the grounds and the supporting materials which are additional
to the one considered while issuing the earlier notification dated 27.11.2014, the same are sufficient to
sustain the grounds on the basis of which the notification under reference was published vide Gazette
notification dated 27" November 2019 being SO 4273 (E) issued by Mr. Satyendra Garg, Joint Secretary,
Ministry of Home Affiars, Government of India.
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54. The explanation of “unlawful association” as per Section 2 (p) of the Act, 1967 is reproduced
hereinbelow:-

[ . . 2 . .
unlawful association” means any association,-

(i) which has for its object any unlawful activity, or which encourages or aids persons to undertake
any unlawful activity, or of which the members undertake such activity, or

(ii) which has for its object any activity which is punishable under section 1534 or section 153B of the
Indian Penal Code (45 of 1860), or which the members undertake any such activity: Provided that nothing
contained in sub-clause (ii) shall apply to the State of Jammu and Kashmir”.

55. It has already been held that the outfit is involved in unlawful activities and as such the
organization United Liberation Front of Asom (ULFA) rechristended as United Liberation Front of Asom
(Independent) ULFA(I) is an unlawful organization. The reference is decided confirming the declaration in
the Gazette notification dated 27" November, 2019 being SO 4273 (E) issued by Mr. Satyendra Garg, Joint
Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India.
