Upon constitution of the Tribunal under sub- section (1) of section 5 of the Unlawful Activities
(Prevention) Act, 1967 vide notification dated 26™ October, 2020 bearing S.0. 4255(E), F.No.
11011/05/2020-NE.V issued by the Joint Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India, the
proceedings before the Tribunal was set in motion on receipt of a reference from the Union of India to
adjudicate whether or not there is sufficient cause for declaring the National Socialist Council of Nagaland
(Khaplang) [hereinafter referred to as NSCN(K)] is an unlawful association.

Notification dated 28.09.2020:

2) By virtue of the notification dated 28" September, 2020 bearing S.0. 3350(E), F.No.
11011/05/2020-NE.V issued by Joint Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India, the
Central Government was of the opinion, inter-alia, that NSCN(K) has its professed aim to create a
sovereign Nagaland incorporating Naga inhabited areas of Indo-Myanmar region by secession from the
Indian Union in alliance with other armed secessionist organisations of Nagaland and North Eastern
Region; and that since 28.09.2015, the organisation has been involved in 104 violent incidents resulting in
killing of 7 security forces personnel and 6 civilians and abduction of 75 civilians; and that if there is no
immediate curb and control of the unlawful activities of NSCN(K), the organization may make fresh
recruitments, indulge in violent, terrorist and secessionist activities, collect funds and endanger the lives of
innocent citizens and security forces personnel; and therefore, the Central Govt. is of the firm opinion that
circumstances do exist which rendered it necessary to declare the NSCN(K), along with all its factions,
wings and front organizations as unlawful association with immediate effect. Accordingly, in exercise of
powers conferred by Section 3(1) of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 [hereinafter referred to
as the “UA(P) Act”] the Central Government has declared NSCN(K), along with all its wings, factions and
front organizations as unlawful association and under proviso to sub-section (3) of Section 3 of the Act
provided that the notification shall, subject to any order made under section 4 of the Act, would have effect
from the date of its publication in the Official Gazette.

Notification dated 26.10.2020:

3) Thereafter in exercise of powers under sub- section (1) of section 5 of the UA(P) Act, the Central
Government had constituted “The Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Tribunal” vide notification dated 26™
October, 2020 bearing S.O. 4255(E), F.No. 11011/05/2020-NE.V issued by the Joint Secretary, Ministry of
Home Affairs, Government of India for the purpose of adjudicating whether or not there is sufficient cause
for declaring the National Socialist Council of Nagaland (Khaplang) [hereinafter referred to as NSCN(K)]
is an unlawful association.

Provisions of Section 4(3) of UA(P) Act:

4) By virtue of Section 4(3) of the Act, the Tribunal is required to adjudicate whether or not there was
sufficient cause for declaring the NSCN(K) as an unlawful association within the meaning of the
expression defined under Section 2(p) of the UA(P) Act, by holding an inquiry.

Submission of reference before the Tribunal:

5) As indicated herein before, the Central Government had submitted a reference to the Tribunal and
had also submitted a resume regarding the aims/objectives and violent activities of NSCN(K). The said
reference was received by the Registrar of the Tribunal on 26.10.2020, and was placed before the Tribunal
on the same day by e-mail. With approval of the Tribunal, correspondence was made by the Registrar with
the competent authorities for providing place of sitting and infrastructure to initiate the proceedings.
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Proceeding dated 23.11.2020:

6) Accordingly, the Tribunal had listed the reference for preliminary hearing on 23.11.2020.
However, as the Central Government had remained unrepresented, the proceeding had to be deferred.

Proceeding dated 25.01.2021 :

7) Upon oral mention made by the learned Special Counsel for the Central Government, the second
sitting of the Tribunal was held on 25.01.2021. By order dated 25.01.2021, notice was issued upon the
NSCN(K) to show cause as to why the said organisation should not be declared unlawful. The manner in
which notice was to be served is indicated in the said order dated 25.01.2021 and the next date of sitting
was fixed on 26.03.2021 at 10.00 am.

Proceeding dated 26.03.2021 :
8) On 26.03.2021, the Registrar had placed before the Tribunal the copy of the following:-

a. Action taken report dated 05.03.2021 by the Deputy Secretary (Home) to the Govt. of Manipur

Government of Arunachal Pradesh that the Superintendents of Police of Tirap, Changlang and
Longding Districts had served the show cause notice dated 25.01.2021 of the Tribunal to
NSCN (K) and submitted the action taken reports (copy of the said letter dated 04.03.2021 was
marked as Annexure-III), (iv) The Superintendent of Police of Tirap vide letter no. TAPP/CR-

District on 12.02.2021. Action Taken Report was submitted by him vide letter no. C/J UD-
66/2017 (PT-1) dated 16.02.2021 with supporting documents in compliance of the Home
Department letter dated 10.02.2021 (copy of the said letter dated 16.02.2021 with enclosures
are marked as Annexure-X), (x) The Deputy Commissioner, Longding District had also
displayed the show cause notice dated 25.01.2021 of the Tribunal to NSCN(K) with a copy of
the Gazette Notification dated 28.09.2020 on the notice board of the Deputy Commissioner,
Sub-Divisional Magistrate and Superintendent of Police of Tirap District on 12.02.2021.
Action Taken Report has been submitted by him vide letter no. LDG/JUD/GEN-I11/2020 dated
18.02.2021 with supporting documents in compliance of the Home Department letter dated
10.02.2021 (copy of the said letter dated 18.02.2021 with enclosures are marked as Annexure-
XI), (xi) A special report has also been received from the Superintendent of Police (SB), PHQ,
Arunachal Pradesh vide No. PHQ/SB-I11/04/K/2015 dated 18.02.2021 that necessary pasting
of the notification has been done by the Deputy Commissioners of Tirap, Changlang and
Longding districts (copy of the said letter dated 18.02.2021 with enclosures are marked as
Annexure-XII).

d. Affidavit of service sworn on 18.03.2021 by R.K. Pandey, Deputy Secretary, Ministry of
Home Affairs, Govt. of India, inter alia, indicating that the Government of Nagaland, Manipur
and Arunachal Pradesh had taken necessary action for service of notice on NSCN(K). It has
been stated that from the documents appended to the said affidavit it is found that the service
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of show-cause notices has been done by the various agencies of the respective State
Governments as per order of the Tribunal dated 25.02.2021.

e. The Govt. of Arunachal Pradesh had also submitted an substantial affidavit sworn on
16.03.2021 by Shri Tamune Miso, Joint Secretary to the Govt. of Arunachal Pradesh, Home
Department, enclosing therewith notification dated 28.09.2020 (Annexure-Al), documents
relating to secessionist activities and waging war against the Govt. of India together with
summary of information relating to unlawful activities of NSCN(K) including incidents of
extortion, tax collection, kidnapping, abduction, etc. It was also stated that during the period
from 2015 to 11.02.2021, the State had witnessed a large number of unlawful activities by the
said organisation, leading to 149 arrests, 36 incidents of kidnapping by NSCN(K), 26 youths
had joined NSCN(K), 20 encounters with Security Force personnel had been reported, 15
NSCN(K) cadres had been killed and 15 had surrendered, 14 Security Force personnel had
been killed and 17 Security Force personnel had been injured and 2 civilians had been killed as
per report of the Special Branch. Moreover, in Changlang, Tirap and Longding district, 7
pistols, 16 magazines, 1 Lathode Gun, 1 grenade launcher, 7 grenades, 19 detonators, 2 MK
rifles and 2 grams TNT explosive powder had been seized. The letter dated 12.02.2021
containing inputs and letter dated 25.02.2021 in respect of extract of daily summary
information prepared by Special Branch, Police HQ and cases registered in the said three
districts during the period of 2018, 2019 and 2020 were enclosed as Annexure-A2(colly) and
Anexure-A3 (colly). The copies of FIR, complaints, statement of witnesses, statement of
accused, expert opinion including FSL report, medico-legal opinion report, joint interrogation
report, case diaries, etc. appended to the said affidavit are marked as Annexure- A4(colly),
AS5(colly) and A6 (colly). The said affidavit contains a prayer that the documents contained in
Annexure- A4(colly), A5(colly) and A6 (colly) be kept in sealed cover due to sensitive
information contained therein.

9) By order dated 26.03.2021, the Tribunal had accepted from the mode and manner of service of
notice that show cause notice was duly served on NSCN(K) in a substituted manner and accordingly, the
matter was fixed on 30.04.2021 for evidence of Union of India and the States of Nagaland, Manipur and
Arunachal Pradesh.

Proceeding dated 30.04.2021 :

10) The Tribunal took note of the provisions of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967
requiring that the opinion of the Tribunal is required to be delivered as expeditiously as possible and in any
case within a period of six months from the date of issue of the notification under Sub-Section (1) of
Section 3 of the Act. The notification was issued on 28.09.2020 and the period of six months expired on
27.03.2021. In the meantime, the Supreme Court of India vide order dated 23.03.2020, passed in Suo Motu
Writ Petition (Civil) No. 3/2020 in Re: Cognizance for Extension of Limitation, had extended the limitation
period w.e.f. 15.03.2020 until further order. The said order was vacated by order dated 08.03.2021, inter
alia, by providing that in cases where the limitation would have expired during the period between
15.03.2020 till 14.03.2021, notwithstanding the actual balance period of limitation remaining, all persons
shall have a limitation period of 90 days from 15.03.2021. Thereafter, vide order dated 27.04.2021, passed
in Misc. Appln. No. 665/2021 in SM.W.(C) No. 3/2020, the order dated 23.03.2020 was restored in
continuation of the order dated 08.03.2021, inter alia, providing that the period of limitation, as prescribed
under any general or special laws in respect of all judicial or quasi-judicial proceedings, whether
condonable or not, shall stand extended till further orders. As the said orders were passed under Article 141
of the Constitution of India, those orders also bind this Tribunal. Accordingly, the Tribunal was of the
opinion that the prescribed period of six months stood extended until further order by the Supreme Court of
India in terms of the order dated 27.04.2021.

11) The learned Special Counsel for the Union of India had filed evidence-on- affidavit sworn on
08.04.2021 by Shri R.K. Pandey, Deputy Secretary to the Govt. of India, Ministry of Home Affairs.

12) On the prayer made by the learned Senior Govt. Advocate, 10 (ten) days’ further time was granted
to the State of Nagaland to file their evidence-on- affidavit.

13) The learned Govt. Advocate for the State of Manipur had submitted that the evidence-on- affidavit
on behalf of the State of Manipur was prepared and sworn at Imphal on 28.04.2021 by Dr. Th. Charanjeet
Singh, Deputy Secretary (Home), Govt. of Manipur, but as there was complete lock-down at Imphal, the
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same could not be dispatched. However, a scanned copy of the evidence-on- affidavit was placed before the
Tribunal. Therefore, awaiting receipt of hard copy of the evidence-on- affidavit, the scanned copy of the
said evidence-on-affidavit was accepted.

14) Although on behalf of the Govt. of Arunachal Pradesh none could join at the sitting of the Tribunal,
but vide e-mail to the learned Registrar, the learned Special PP had sent a forwarding letter under File No.
HMB(A)-33/2021 dated 27.03.2021 (sic. should be 27.04.2021) to bring on record an additional affidavit
sworn on 27.04.2021 with regard to the unlawful activities of the N.S.C.N.(K) during the year 2015 to 2017
in the Districts of Tirap, Changlang and Longding of Arunachal Pradesh. The documents accompanying the
said affidavit as sent by e-mail marked as Annexure-A7 (colly), Annexure-A8 (colly) and Annexure-A9
(colly). The learned Registrar has been informed that due to Covid-19 pandemic situation prevailing in
Itanagar, sometime would be required to submit the hard copy of the affidavit and documents. Prayed for
adjournment was allowed.

15) In view of the Covid-19 pandemic situation prevailing in the Country at present, the Tribunal had
adopted the following procedure for adducing evidence:-

i)  The production of original document(s) and/or certified copy of documents marked as
exhibit(s) in the evidence-on-affidavit of the witnesses is dispensed with and the
photocopy and/or scanned copy of the exhibits be accepted instead.

ii) It would be open to any party to this proceeding, including the N.S.C.N.(K) to submit a
prayer before the learned Registrar for inspection of the exhibits, whereupon appropriate
orders would be passed.

iii) In the event inspection of original document and/or certified copy of document is ordered,
the authority who has sworn the evidence-on- affidavit would facilitate inspection of the
document at such date, time and venue as may be so ordered.

iv) Therefore, the Union of India as well as the States of Nagaland, Manipur and Arunachal
Pradesh are directed to prepare and keep a list ready regarding names, designation and
address of the respective authorities in whose custody the originals of the documents
marked as exhibits by them are respectively lying.

16) It was ordered that the matter would be next taken up at 10.00 am on 15.05.2021 by virtual mode
through video conference, awaiting filing of evidence-on- affidavit by the State of Nagaland.

Proceeding dated 15.05.2021 :

17) On behalf of the State of Nagaland, the Senior Govt. Advocate had filed the evidence-on-affidavit
on 13.05.2021. It was mentioned therein that on 17.08.2018, the NSCN(K) had split-up into two factions,
i.e. NSCN (Khongo) and NSCN(K/YA) (Yung Aung) and that while the NSCN (Khongo) faction had
entered into ceasefire agreement with the Govt. of India, the NSCN (K/YA) (Yung Aung) still remained an
unlawful organisation. In light of such statement, the Union of India as well as the States of Nagaland,
Manipur and Arunachal Pradesh were directed to clarify their stand as to the existence of NSCN(K).

18) The representatives of the Union of India and the three States of Nagaland, Manipur and Arunachal
Pradesh were directed to send copy of their respective affidavits to the learned Registrar so that copy of
those can be e-mailed to others and it was directed that the exchange of affidavits be done in course of the
day.

19) The matter was fixed at 10.30 am on 22.05.2021 by remote video conference.
Proceeding dated 22.05.2021 :

20) The learned counsel for the Union of India had referred to para-8 of the affidavit dated 13.05.2021
filed on behalf of the State of Nagaland and it is submitted that it is the stand of the State of Nagaland that
vide Gazette Notification No. 11011/45/2015-NE-V dated 28.09.2015, NSCN-K/YA (Yung Aung) was
declared as an unlawful association. The said notification has been upheld by the UA(P)A Tribunal by its
order passed in the year 2018. Therefore, there is no impediment for this Tribunal to proceed with the
matter, as the present Tribunal is in seisin of matter arising out of Notification dated 28.09.2020, bearing
S.0. 3350(E), F.No. 11011/05/2020-NE-V, issued by the Joint Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs, Govt.
of India. It is submitted that the National Socialist Council of Nagaland (Khaplang) [NSCN(K)] still exists
and there are sufficient materials against them to sustain the herein before referred notification. However,
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as the State of Nagaland has remained unrepresented, the Chief Secretary to the Government, State of
Nagaland is directed to file an appropriate affidavit without fail after taking note of (a) the stand of the
Union of India, and (b) previous notification dated 28.09.2015, which is stated to have been upheld by
UA(P)A Tribunal in the year 2018, (c) the herein before referred notification dated 28.09.2020. The said
authority is directed to ensure that an appropriate affidavit is positively filed before the learned Registrar of
this Tribunal on or before 28.05.2021 so that the matter can be taken up on 29.05.2021 at 10.30 a.m.

Proceeding dated 29.05.2021 :

21) It was noted that the Union of India had filed hard copy of documents along with their affidavit
sworn on 08.04.2021. The State of Nagaland had filed hard copy of documents along with their affidavit
sworn on 04.05.2021. The State of Arunachal Pradesh had filed hard copy of voluminous documents along
with their affidavit initially filed, more documents have been filed along with additional affidavit sworn on
27.04.2021. However, additional affidavit sworn on 21.05.2021 together with documents was filed through
e-mail. Similarly, the State of Manipur has filed affidavit sworn on 28.04.2021 with documents through e-
mail. In view of lockdown operating in the States of Manipur and Arunachal Pradesh, on the prayer made
by the learned counsel representing the said states, their prayer for accepting the affidavit filed through e-
mail, having not objected to, was allowed. However, the State of Manipur and State of Arunachal were
directed to send the hard copy of their respective affidavit and documents to the learned Registrar or to such
place as she may instruct.

22) It was noted that no request had come from any one for inspection of the documents referred to in
the affidavits filed by the Union of India and the respective States of Nagaland, Manipur and Arunachal
Pradesh.

23) It was ordered that the matter would be next taken up on 05.06.2021 at 10.30 am by video
conference. Liberty was granted to all parties to submit their respective written note of argument, if so
advised.

Proceeding dated 05.06.2021 :

24) The learned Special counsel for the Union of India and the learned State counsel for the States of
Nagaland, Manipur and Arunachal Pradesh had made their respective submissions in support of the
notification dated 28.09.2020 issued by the Central Government and it was submitted that the notification
dated 28.09.2020 be confirmed. Accordingly, the hearing was concluded. However, it was later on
observed that three draft affidavits which were part of documents submitted along with additional affidavit
dated 27.04.2021 had not been signed or sworn before uploading. Therefore, the evidence was not admitted
and the matter was deferred. The next date of the proceeding was fixed on 12.06.2021, awaiting documents.

Proceeding dated 12.06.2021 :

25) The Government of Arunachal Pradesh, through an additional affidavit dated 11.06.2021, filed
through its witnesses, namely, Jalash Pertin, Joint Secretary to the Government of Arunachal Pradesh,
Home Department had submitted to the effect that the documents marked as Annexure-A2 (colly) to
Annexure-A9 (colly) are copy of original record of the concerned police stations. The hard copy of the said
documents were also sent and were accepted on record. The learned Special P.P. appearing for the State of
Arunachal Pradesh had submitted that the three draft affidavits had been inadvertently sent along with the
documents marked as Annexure-A6 (colly) to A9 (colly), which were merely draft affidavits prepared by
the respective Superintendents of Police, which were actually not intended to be filed before the Tribunal. It
is submitted that the final additional affidavit dated 27.04.2021 was sworn and filed by Shri Tamune Miso.
He expressed his regret for the inadvertent and unintentional mistake. Therefore, the said documents
marked as Annexure-6 (colly) to 9 (colly) accompanying the additional affidavit dated 27.04.2021 were
admitted in evidence. The hearing was concluded and matter was reserved for passing orders.

Materials placed before the Tribunal to support that NSCN(K) is an unlawful organisation:

Materials produced by the Union of India:

26) As per evidence-on- affidavit sworn on 08.04.2021 by R.K. Pandey, Deputy Secretary to the
Government of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, it has been stated that the NSCN was formed on
31.01.1980. It split into two factions in April, 1988., being NSCN(IM) led by Isak Swu and Th. Muviah
and NSCN(K) led by late S.S. Khaplang, a Myanmarese Naga and Khole Konyak. The NSCN(IM) signed
ceasefire agreement for an indefinite period with the Central Government. The NSCN(K) also entered into
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ceasefire agreement with the Central Government on 28.04.2001, which the NSCN(K) unilaterally
abrogated on 27.03.2015. Subsequently, the group had orchestrated a series of attacks on security forces
besides carried out other acts of terror. It is stated that NSCN(K) has an approximate strength of about 500-
550 cadres with holding about 400 weapons. It is also stated that NSCN(K) has camps in Myanmar Naga
Hills where about 35 permanent and temporary camps have been reported and that its cadres infiltrate into
Indian territory and carry out unlawful activities like extortion, kidnapping for ransom, and recruitment of
youths to join the outfit. It is also stated that the NSCN(K) has close links with other prominent
underground outfits like United Liberation Front of Asom- Independent, Zeliangrong United Front- Raitu
Chawang, People’s Revolutionary Party of Kangleipak (PREPAK), PREPAK-PRO, Kangleipak
Communist Party (KCP-Noyon), Kanglei Yaowol Kanna Lup (KYLK), United National Liberation Front
(UNLF) and People’s Liberation Army (PLA). It has been stated that since 28.09.2015, the NSCN(K) has
been involved in 104 violent incidents resulting in killing of 7 security forces personnel, 6 civilians and
abduction/ kidnapping of 75 civilians. It has been stated that the aims and objectives of NSCN(K) is to
create a sovereign Nagaland incorporating Naga inhabited areas of Indo- Myanmar region by succession
from the Indian Union and that pursuant to the said aims and objectives, the NSCN(K) is continuously
indulging in unlawful and violent activities undermining the authority of the Government and spreading
terror and panic among people. It has also been stated that the Government of Nagaland, Manipur and
Arunachal Pradesh have recommended that the NSCN(K) should continue to be declared as unlawful
association under UA(P) Act, 1967 beyond 27.09.2020. The documents relating to justification by the
Government of these three States are annexed to the said affidavit and collectively marked as Exhibit
CWI1/Al, CWI1/A2 and CW1/A3 respectively.

Materials produced by the State of Nagaland:

27) As per evidence-on-affidavit sworn on 04.05.2021 by Shri S.R. Saravanan, IPS., Special Secretary
(Home), Government of Nagaland, the NSCN(K) and its faction NSCN-K/YA had committed ambush,
firing incident and attack on Assam Rifles personnel on 25.05.2019, 13.08.2019, 20.10.2019 and
05.10.2019. In the incident of 20.10.2019, two civilian received splinter injuries and there was recovery of
1 lathode grenade, 11 lathode grenade empty shells, and more than 100 empty cartridges of 7.72 mm. The
ambush of 05.10.2020, was carried out by NSCN-K/YA, ULFA(I) and RPF/PLA, killing two personnel on
spot and injuring many others. By e-mail statement, the NSCN(K) MIP confirmed about joint offensive
against armed forces. The said affidavit also contains description of 8 police cases registered in the year
2019-20 on incidents of extortion by NSCN(K) and its factions. It has been stated that the NSCN-K/YA
faction had issued threat to boycott Independence Day celebration for the four years, i.e. 2018, 2019, 2020
and 2021. It has been stated that the said subversive activities are inimical to India, they are clear
indications for continuing its secessionist activities through arms struggle for creation of an independent
sovereign Naga inhabited areas and that such activities are considered to be a grave threat to the integrity
and security to the State of Nagaland and other North Eastern States.

28) By swearing another affidavit on 27.05.2021, Shri S.R. Saravanan, IPS., Special Secretary (Home),
Government of Nagaland ha clarified that reference to previous notification dated 28.09.2015 was only to
project background history and that the State of Nagaland is in agreement to the stand taken by the Union
of India vide notification dated 29.09.2020 for declaring NSCN(K) as an unlawful association.

Materials produced by the State of Manipur:

29) As per the evidence-on-affidavit filed by Dr. Th. Charanjeet Singh, Deputy Secretary (Home),
Government of Manipur, the insurgency and unlawful activities of NSCN(K) carried out in the State of
Manipur are inclusive of (i) snatching of following arms on 28.09.2008, viz., one AK-47 rifle with 30
rounds in the magazine, one INSAS rifle with 20 rounds in the magazine, one INSAS rifle with 20 rounds
in the magazine, and one AK-47 rifle with 30 rounds in the magazine; (ii) killing of woman on 25.06.2018
by opening fire in public; (iii) extortion of money on 26.04.2017. It is projected that the NSCN(K) does not
consider itself and the State of Manipur as a part of the Sovereign India and wants to establish an
independent nation and at every opportune moment, they disrupt the normal activities of life by resorting to
violence, terror and threat to achieve their objectives. It is projected that the NSCN(K) acquire weapons,
arms and ammunitions threaten the public, extort money and in the event of non-cooperation, eliminate
them. It has been stated that NSCN(K) imposes tax on Government officials and affluent citizens. It is
stated that in spite of sincere efforts, the government of Manipur has not been successful in curbing
extremist activities. It is also stated that it is needed that the organisation be declared as unlawful so as to

enable the Government of Manipur to deal with the maintenance of public order and security of the nation.
Documents relating to detailed report dated 03.03.2021 in reference to FIR No. 36(98)2016 NBA-PS,
detailed report dated 02.03.2021 in reference to FIR No. 6(6)2018 TSM-PS and detailed report dated
03.03.2021 in reference to FIR No. 9(4)2017 TPL-PS are annexed to the said affidavit as Annexure-A/1,
A/2 and A/3 respectively.

Materials produced by the State of Arunachal Pradesh:

30) Reference may be made to paragraph 8(e) above, indicating the unlawful activities carried out by
NSCN(K) in the State of Arunachal Pradesh, which are contained in Annexure-A2(colly) to Annexure-A6
(colly) appended to substantial affidavit sworn on 16.03.2021 by Shri Tamune Miso, Joint Secretary to the
Government of Arunachal Pradesh, Home Department. In view of the prayer that records mentioned in
Annexure-A4(colly) to A6(colly) be kept in sealed cover, it is deemed appropriate that by refraining
disclosure of names and other particulars, which may prejudice the investigation and witnesses, it would
suffice to indicate that Annexure- A4(colly) contains records pertaining to 17 (seventeen) police cases
registered against NSCN(K) in Longding District; Annexure-A5(colly) contains records pertaining to 19
(nineteen) police cases registered against NSCN(K) in Changlang District; and Annexure-A6(colly)
contains records pertaining to 11 (eleven) police cases registered against NSCN(K) in Tirap District. All
these cases are stated to be registered under UA(P) Act.

31) By an additional affidavit 11.06.2021 sworn by Shri Jalash Pertin, Joint Secretary to the
Government of Arunachal Pradesh, Home Department and filed on 12.06.2021 before the Tribunal, it has
been stated, infer alia, that Annexures-A2 (colly) to Annexures-A9 (colly) are copy of original record of
the concerned police stations. The hard copy of those documents had been accepted on record.

32) It is seen that by a letter no. PHQ/SB-II11/01/K/2018 dated 12.02.2021, the Superintendent of Police
(SB), Arunachal Pradesh had provided summary of underground activities of NSCN(K) between
01.01.2020 to 11.02.2021 in the three districts of Arunachal Pradesh, namely, Tirap, Changlang and
Longding District. This is earlier referred to as Annexure-A2 (colly), which was filed along with substantial
affidavit sworn on 16.03.2021 by Shri Tamune Miso.

Annexure-I appended to the herein before referred letter dated 12.02.2021, which is marked as
‘secret’, detailed description of activities of NSCN(K) from 01.01.2020 to 11.02.2021 are
given. From the same, it is seen that it contains (i) details of 29 incidents relating to demand of
tax by NSCN(K) operatives from shopkeepers and Government employees under Lazu Circle
of Tirap District, (ii) demand notice of Rs.10,000/- each village was given by NSCN(K)
operatives to villagers of Old Bunting, Longbo and Chomuithing villages under Katang Circle
of Tirap District, (iii) SS Revenue Secretary Toalong Atoa of NSCN(K) had served extortion
notices of Rs.500/- per house as house tax to Dadam, Chinkoi, Laho, Moktowa and Kothing
villages under Dadam Circle of Tirap District, (iv) NSCN(K) operatives had served extortion
notice of Rs.5,000/- and Rs.10,000/- as per status of shops to businessmen and shopkeepers of
Lazu Market under Lazu Circle of Tirap District, (v) the NSCN(K) operatives have issued
extortion notices of Rs.400/- per house as house tax to village authorities of Khowathong,
Hollam and Chasa villages under Khonsa Circle of Tirap District, (vi) 7 (seven) cases were
registered under UA(P) Act owing to subversive activities of NSCN(K).

Similarly, the herein before referred Annexure-I of letter dated 12.02.2021 in respect of
Changlang District details of 30 incidents involving subversive activities of NSCN(K) have
been given, which includes serving extortion notice and tax demand notices to businessmen,
shopkeepers, house tax demand on villagers, camping, and moreover, 9 cases under UA(P)
Act has been registered.

Similarly, the herein before referred Annexure-I of letter dated 12.02.2021 in respect of
Longding District details of 70 incidents involving subversive activities of NSCN(K) have
been given, which includes serving extortion notice and tax demand notices to businessmen,
shopkeepers, house tax demand on villagers, camping, and moreover, 9 cases under UA(P)
Act has been registered.

It is mentioned that Shri Tamune Miso, Joint Secretary to the Government of Arunachal
Pradesh, Home Department had sworn an additional affidavit on 27.04.2021, which was send
to the Tribunal through e-mail, and referred to in the proceeding dated 30.04.2021. Annexed to
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the said affidavit are documents regarding the unlawful activities of the N.S.C.N.(K) during
the year 2015 to 2017 in the Districts of Tirap, Changlang and Longding of Arunachal Pradesh
which are marked as Annexure-A7 (colly), Annexure-A8 (colly) and Annexure-A9 (colly) to
the said affidavit.

i. It is reiterated at the cost of repetition that owing to the sensitive nature of information
contained in Annexure-A4 (colly) to Annexure-A9 (colly), and as Annexure-I to the herein
before referred letter dated 22.02.2021, marked as ‘secret’, the particulars relating to persons
and places are not disclosed herein so that safety and security of victims and witnesses are not
compromised.

CONCLUSION:

33) I have given due consideration to the submissions of the learned counsel. I have also perused the
evidence-on-affidavits filed by the witnesses and perused the documentary exhibits submitted alongwith.
The said documentary exhibits have been admitted in terms of the procedure for adducing evidence
contained in the order dated 30.04.2021, by dispensing with the production of the original. It is also
mentioned that no request has been made from any quarter for inspection of the documents or for cross-
examination of the witnesses examined by the Union of India and the States of Nagaland Manipur and
Arunachal Pradesh.

34) The organization i.e. NSCN(K) against whom the notification was issued declaring it to be an
unlawful organization remained unrepresented during the proceeding. On the other hand the Government of
India and the State of Nagaland, State of Manipur and State of Arunachal Pradesh were represented by their
engaged counsel.

35) The Union and the three States had adduced evidence of subversive and acts of terror by NSCN(K)
in support of the grounds on the basis of which the NSCN(K) along with all its factions, wings and front
organizations was declared as unlawful association. The evidence prima facie discloses that there were
many incidents of ambush and encounters, attacks, abduction, kidnapping for ransom, explosions,
recruitment drive, looting of arms and ammunitions from security forces, and innumerable incidents of
setting up temporary camps and incidents of extortion, demand and enforcement of tax on business
establishments and village houses carried out by the cadres of NSCN(K) w.e.f. 28.09.2015 and continuing
till the time of filing of the respective evidence-on-affidavits by the Union of India and the States of
Nagaland, Manipur and Mizoram.

36) It appears from the statement contained in evidence tendered by the witnesses that in the
encounters NSCN(K) cadre along with security force personnel and civilians were killed and injured and
large number of arms, ammunitions and grenades were used in the attack by NSCN-K/YA jointly with
ULFA(I) and RPF/PLA. Though the spate of violence is in the declining trend, but the other activities like
the drive for recruitment of new cadres both within and outside the Indian territory is stated to be going on.

37) The explanation of “unlawful association” as per Section 2 (p) of the Act, 1967 is reproduced
herein below:-

“unlawful association” means any association,-

(i)  which has for its object any unlawful activity, or which encourages or aids persons to
undertake any unlawful activity, or of which the members undertake such activity, or

(ii)  which has for its object any activity which is punishable under section 1534 or section
153B of the Indian Penal Code (45 of 1860), or which the members undertake any such
activity:

Provided that nothing contained in sub-clause (ii) shall apply to the State of Jammu and
Kashmir”.

38) The nature of unlawful activities as briefly indicated herein before are sufficient materials placed
before the Tribunal to hold that the outfit is involved in unlawful activities which are detrimental to the
sovereignty and integrity of India and are aimed to achieve its object to secede from India and moreover,
the nature of activities carried out by the said organisation, its cadres and factions leaves no room for doubt
that the NSCN(K) is waging war against the Government of India. Hence, the National Socialist Council of
Nagaland (Khaplang) [NSCN (K) for short] along with all its wings, factions and front organizations is an
unlawful organization.
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39) Accordingly, the reference is decided/ answered by confirming the declaration in the Gazette
notification dated 28" September, 2020 bearing S.O. 3350(E), F.No. 11011/05/2020-NE.V issued by Joint
Secretary, Ministry of Home Affairs, Government of India.

40) Taking note of two facts, (i) that this proceeding was ex parte against the NSCN(K), and (ii) upon
pronouncement of this order, the Tribunal as well as the Registrar shall become functus officio, the Tribunal
in inclined to provide as under:-

a. The Joint Secretary to the Government of India, Ministry of Home Affairs, shall cause
publication of advertisement in at least two newspapers having wide circulation in the State of
Nagaland, Manipur and Arunachal Pradesh regarding confirmation of the Gazette notification
dated 28™ September, 2020 bearing S.O. 3350(E), F.No. 11011/05/2020-NE.V by the Tribunal
(gist and not full text).

b. Issuance of copy of the documents marked as Annexure-A2 (colly) to Annexure-A9 (colly)
submitted by the State of Arunachal Pradesh is restricted only to the parties in the proceeding.

c. It may be mentioned that the hard copy of (i) evidence-on- affidavit on behalf of the State of
Manipur was prepared and sworn at Imphal on 28.04.2021, and (ii) the additional affidavit
sworn on 27.04.2021 by the witness on behalf of the State of Arunachal Pradesh, which are
both referred to in the proceeding dated 30.04.2021 have not been received on the date of this
order. However, owing to the present Covid-19 pandemic situation, the same could not be
dispatched, as such, the Tribunal had accepted the e-mailed copy. Therefore, with the delivery
of this order, as the Tribunal would become functus officio, the files are being handed over to
Mr. S.C. Keyal, learned special counsel for the Union of India for onward transmission to the
Ministry of Home Affairs. Hence, it is provided that without further reference to the Tribunal,
the State of Manipur shall make arrangement to send the hard copy of their herein before
referred respective affidavits to Mr. S.C. Keyal, Advocate, learned special counsel for Union
of India as soon as Covid-19 protocol permits inter-state travel.

d. The learned Registrar shall provide a duly authenticated free copy of this order to the
respective learned counsel appearing for the Union of India, and the States of Nagaland,
Manipur and Arunachal Pradesh for onward transmission to the appropriate authority of their
respective Government. As the Tribunal together with its learned Registrar shall become
functus officio, it is provided that the Joint Secretary to the Govt. of India, Ministry of Home
Affairs shall be required to issue a true copy of the order to NSCN(K), if any formal
application is made. Issuance of copy of other documents forming part of the proceeding is
restricted only to the parties to the proceeding.
