Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant
Development and important events for the month of February, 2023.

The Consultative Committee Meeting was held on issues relating to Left Wing
Extremism in February, 2023.

2. Union Home Secretary wrote to the Chief Secretaries of 09 LWE affected
States on the current LWE scenario and suggesting way forward.

2, Union Home Secretary held a meeting with Secretary of Department of Home
Affairs, Australia, Mr. Michael Pezzullo on 01.02.2023. During the meeting, issues of
bilateral security concerns were raised including growing incidents of anti-India
Khalistani activities in Australia. He was requested to take swift and stern action against
perpetrators of such violence.

4. Union Home Secretary met the Charged' Affairs, US Embassy, Ambassador Ms.
A. Elizabeth Jones on 10.02.2023. Issues of mutual concern / interests including holding
of 03 Homeland Security Dialogue in 2023 was discussed.

3. Union Home Secretary have also taken a meeting on 24.02.2023 with Chief
Secretary and DGP of Arunachal Pradesh to discuss the measures to augment the
capacity of the Police Force of Arunachal Pradesh.

6. A meeting of Sub-Committee of National Executive Committee (SC-NEC) was
held on 09.02.2023, to consider the reports of the Inter- Ministerial Central Teams
on damages caused by floods/landslides- of 2022 in Karnataka, Assam, Nagaland,
Meghalaya and Gujarat.

7. During the month of February, 2023, an amount of Rs.1976.40 Crore was
released, (Rs.594.80 Cr.-Bihar+ Rs.1353.20 Cr.-Maharashtra + Rs.28.40 Cr.-Tripura) as
Central share of SDRF to the State Governments.

8. Meeting of the Empowered Committee under Special Secretary (IS), MHA was
held on 03.02.2023, for procurement of HAZMAT vehicles by NDRF. Pursuant thereto,
approval for procurement of 04 HAZMAT vehicles by NDRF was given on 21.02 .2023.

9. The Vibrant Villages Programme has been approved on 15.02.2023 by the
Cabinet. Further, a total amount of Z123.92 crore has been released, so far, to the
States/UTs under BADP.

10. A meeting was held under the chairmanship of Joint Secretary (BM-II) on
20.02.2023 and 27.02.2023 regarding integration of the features developed by BISAG-N
for VVP in PM "Gati Shakti" portal with the VVP module being developed by NIC in
BADP-OMS.



11. A meeting was held on 08.02.2023 under Additional Secretary (LWE) with the
officials of M/o Information & Broadcasting and other stakeholders regarding
"Distribution of DD Free Dish Receiver Sets with STBs in Strategic areas".

12. A total of Rs.9,03,00,000/- was released to SSB, BSF, CRPF and 02 Coys of 19
Bn CRPF under CAP scheme; Rs.2,34,78,847/- to NYKS under Media Plan Scheme;
Rs.98.23 crore released to Andhra Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Maharashtra, Odisha &
Telangana States under Special Central Assistance (SCA) Scheme; and Rs.3.59 crore
was released to BSF, CRPF and ITBP under Assistance to Central Agencies for LWE
Management Scheme (ACALWEMS).

13, Meeting between Joint Secretary (CIC) and Deputy Chief of Mission, Embassy of
Israel was held on 21.02.2023 to discuss the possibility of holding the Joint Steering
Committee (JSC) meeting between India & Israel at an early date. Thereafter, in principle
approval has been given to hold the 04™ JSC in May, 2023 in New Delhi.

14. 15" meeting of the Standing Committee of Central Zonal Council was held on
02.02.2023 at Dehradun.
