Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant Development
and important events for the month of November, 2023.

The Hon’ble President of India interacted with 200 tribal youths at Rashtrapati
Bhawan, New Delhi on 05.11.2023, who participated in the 15th Tribal Youth
Exchange Programme (TYEP) organized by MHA.

2. On 27th November, 2023 High- Level Committee (HLC) under the
chairmanship of Union Home Minister and Minister of Cooperation, has approved
the following proposal

(1). Recovery and reconstruction (R&R) plan of Rs. 1658.17 crore for
Joshimath, under the Recovery & Reconstruction window of NDRF.

(i1). First urban flood mitigation project of Rs. 561.29 crore for ‘Integrated
Urban Flood Management activities for Chennai Basin Project’ under the
National Disaster Mitigation Fund (NDMF).

3. The Government of India and Government of Manipur signed a Peace
Agreement with United National Liberation Front (UNLF), a valley-based Manipuri
armed group, on 29.11.2023 at New Dethi. As per agreement, UNLF has agreed to
return to mainstream by abjuring violence and agreeing to honour the Constitution
of India and laws of the land.

4, On 03.11.2023 Union Home Secretary has taken a meeting with Chief
Secretary, Govt. of Gujarat and Advisor to Administrator, UT of Dadra Nagar Haveli
& Daman and Diu to discuss the transfer of four villages from Gujarat to Dadra
Nagar Haveli & Daman and Diu.

3. Under the Chairmanship of Home Secretary meeting of Sub-Committee of
National Executive Committee (SC-NEC) was held 09th November, 2023 to
consider the report of the Central Teams on damage caused by Flash flood/landslides
in Himachal Pradesh and on 15th November, 2023 to consider the proposals of
Urban Flood Risk Management Programme (UFRMP) under NDMF in respect of
the cities of Bengaluru and Ahmedabad.

6. Meeting held under the Chairmanship of Union Home Secretary on
15.11.2023 to discuss ongoing/ proposed/ feasible projects to be implemented in
Assam over next ten years. The Chief Secretary of Assam and Senior Officers of
concerned Central Ministries/ Departments have attended the meeting.



7. A meeting under the Chairmanship of Home Secretary was held on
16.11.2023 to consider the proposal for Government of India contribution towards
Coalition for Disaster Resilient Infrastructure (CDRI) Multi-Partner Trust Fund
(MPTF): Infrastructure Resilient Accelerator Fund (IRAF).

8. A meeting under the chairmanship of Home Secretary was held on 17.11.2023
for funds allocation under National Disaster Mitigation Fund (NDMF) for various
mitigation projects.

9. Union Home Secretary taken a meeting on 21.11.2023 with the representative
of Government of Andhra Pradesh and the Ministries/Departments of Government
of India to review the progress of Educational Institution/Infrastructural Projects in
Andhra Pradesh, as enumerated in A.P. Reogranisation Act, 2014.

10.  Virtual Call between Home Secretary and Acting Deputy Secretary,
Department of Homeland Security, USA was held on 15.11.2023 to discuss various
issues of mutual concern.

11. On 09.11.2023 a meeting between Home Secretary and British High
Commissioner H.E. Mr. Alex Ellis was held.

12, The Meitei Extremist Organisations, namely, PLA, RPF, UNLF, PREPAK,
KCP, KYKL, CorCom and ASUK of Manipur have been declared as ‘unlawful
associations’ for a further period of 5 years w.e.f. 13.11.2023 upto 12.11.2028 under
the provisions of Section 3 of the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 vide
MHA’s Notification No. SO4899(E) dated 13.11.2023.

13.  Advisory was issued on 28.11.2023 to Principal Secretaries/Secretaries to
Governors of States, Lt. Governors and Administrations of UTs regarding Yuva
Sangam programme of M/o Education under ‘Ek Bharat Shreshtha Bharat” Theme.

14. Total value of all sanctions accorded to CAPFs during the month of
November, 2023 is Rs.13,58,85,486=00.

15.  NOC have been issued for changing the name of following villages
“Panjokhara” as ‘“Panjokhara Sahib” in Ambala district, Haryana, “Ketsapo™ as
“Kutsapo” and “Kotisu” as “Kutisu” in Phek district, Nagaland, “Chuhadpur” as
“Chandpur” in Jind district, Haryana.

16. A series of half day workshop were held w.e.f. 23.11.2023 to 01.12.2023 on
Cyber Security and Management of Critical Information Infrastructure for senior
functionaries of Critical Ministries/Departments of Government of India.



17.  During the month, meetings of Joint Monitoring Committee were held under
the chairmanship of Additional Secretary (NE), MHA at New Delhi to review the
progress of implementation of Peace Agreements/ Accords signed with various
groups of Assam (Karbi Accord, 2021, DNLA Accord, 2023, Bodo Accord, 2020,
Adivasi Accord, 2022) and Tripura (NLFT (SD) Agreement, 2019, Bru Accord,
2020).

18. A meeting was held on 24.11.2023, under AS(PM&CIS), with MeiTY, BIS,
NIA, Delhi Police and domestic manufacturers of CCTV equipment, with a view to
address issues being faced by the domestic manufacturers and enhancement of their
production capacity.
