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2. Hon’ble Union Home Minister Shri Amit Shah chaired the 32nd
meeting of Northern Zonal Council (NZC) in Faridabad, Haryana on
17.11.2025.

3. Hon’ble Union Home Minister Shri Amit Shah inaugurated three-
day 60th DGsP/IGsP Conference in Raipur, Chhattisgarh on
28.11.2025. The country has been facing the problem of Naxalism for
the last 40 years. The DGsP/IGsP Conference has emerged as a forum
that provides solutions for country’s internal security—covering
everything from problem-solving and challenges to strategies and policy
formulation. As a result, the number of Naxal-affected districts has come
down from 126 in 2014 to just 11 today. Before the next DGsP/IGsP
Conference, the country will be completely free from the problem of
Naxalism.

4.  Following meetings were chaired by Union Home Secretary in the

month of November:

i. On06.11.2025- A meeting in New Delhi to discuss the issues raised
by the Hon’ble CM, Nagaland regarding establishment of IIT in
Nagaland, wupgradation of Kohima Medical College and
establishment of a new incubation city, Nagaki. The meeting was
attended by Secretary (DoHE), Chief Secretary (Nagaland) and
other senior officers of Central Ministries/ Departments.

ii. On 11.11.2025- The meetings in New Delhi to discuss various
issues concerning the State of Mizoram, including development of
Lengpui airport in Mizoram and issues related to Ceithu Airport &
three airstrips in Nagaland. These meetings were attended by Chief



Secretaries of Mizoram and Nagaland, Secretary (MoDoNER),
Secretary (MoCA) and other senior officers of Central Ministries/
Departments.

iii. On 18.11.2025- A meeting to review the modalities to operate 19
Seater/Small aircrafts from Kargil Airport in the UT of Ladakh.

5. The Home Secretary convened meetings with the Registrar
Generals of J&K and Ladakh, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand and
Jharkhand High Courts on 06.11.2025, 20.11.2025, 14.11.2025 and
25.11.2025 respectively.

6. A one-day National Conference on New Criminal Law in National
Judicial Academy, Bhopal was held from 8th - 9th November, 2025. The
conference was attended by more than 120 Officers from Police,
Prosecution, and Judiciary.

7. A Treaty between the Republic of India and the Republic of Cuba
on Mutual Legal Assistance in Criminal Matters was signed on
10.11.2025.

8. In pursuance of India-Australia Economic Cooperation and Trade
Agreement (ECTA), Ministry of Home Affairs had incorporated provisions
for “Post Study work visa” and “Work and Holiday visa” for Australian
nationals, in Visa Manual, 2019.

9. On 20.11.2025, Vizhinjam (Kerala), Hazira (Gujarat) and Pipabav
(Gujarat) have been declared as an authorised Immigration Posts. The
number of Immigration Check Posts (ICPs) have now gone up from the
existing 114 to 117.

10. Extension of the Contract Labour (Regulation and
Abolition)(Punjab Amendment) Act, 2020 to UT of Chandigarh has been
published in Gazette of India (Extraordinary) vide S.0O. 5188(E) dated
14.11.2025.

11. Extension of the Industrial disputes (Punjab Amendment) Act,
2020 to UT of Chandigarh has been published in Gazette of India
(Extraordinary) vide S.O. 5189(E) dated 14.11.2025.
