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Major Achievements, significant Development and important events of
Ministry of Home Affairs during the month of January, 2026.

1. The Hon’ble President of India assented to the “The Registration (Tamil
Nadu Amendment) Bill, 2025” on 09.01.2026.

2. Hon’ble Union Home Minister Shri Amit Shah inaugurated/laid the
foundation stone for the following projects:

() On 03.01.2026, Development projects worth %373 crore of the
Andaman and Nicobar Administration at Sri Vijaya Puram.

(i) On 09.01.2026, National IED Data Management System (NIDMS) of
the National Security Guard (NSG) in New Delhi through video
conferencing.

(i) On 13.01.2026, BSL-4 Bio-Containment Facility of the Gujarat
Biotechnology Research Centre in Gandhinagar, Gujarat.

(iv) On 30.01.2026, New building of the Assam Legislative Assembly in
Dibrugarh, along with the ground-breaking and inauguration of 5
projects at a total cost of approximately 1,715 crore.

behalf of LG shall be credited to a Public Account entitled “The Public
Account of the Capital”.

(iv) Notification No. 256(E) dated 16.01.2026 for delegation of powers to
UTs of Lakshadweep, Chandigarh and DHN&DD, Puducherry and J&K
under the Drugs and Magic Remedies (Objectionable Advertisement)
Act, 1954 (21 of 1954).

On 03.01.2026, an exhibition on the Naveen Nyaya Sanhita was organized
in the Andaman and Nicobar Islands to create awareness about the new
laws.

On 22.1.2026, the ongoing joint operation by the CRPF and Jharkhand
Police in West Singhbhum achieved a major success in anti-Naxal
operation with killing of 'Anal alias Patiram Manjhi', a notorious Naxalite
Central Committee member carrying a reward of %1 crore, and 15 other
Naxalites.

On 23.1.2026, the Subhash Chandra Bose Aapda Prabandhan Puraskar
Award for the year 2026 has been conferred upon Lieutenant Colonel Seeta
Ashok Shelke in Individual Category and Sikkim State Disaster
Management Authority in the Institutional Category.

The 6" edition of Khelo India Winter Games 2026 has been successfully
held in Leh from 20" to 26" January, 2026 with the participation of 21 teams
and 438 players from 18 states/ UTs. The event highlighted Ladakh’s
growing recognition as a major winter sports destination in India.
