Major Achievements, significant Development and important events of Ministry of
Home Affairs during the month of March, 2026.

1. The Hon’ble President of India assented to the Himachal Pradesh Ceiling on Land
Holdings (Amendment) Bill, 2024 on 12.03.2026.

2. On 25.03.2026, the Union Cabinet approved the continuation of the Immigration,
Visa, Foreigners Registration & Tracking (IVFRT) Scheme beyond 31 March, 2026 for
a period of five year from 1% April, 2026 to 315 March, 2031 with budget outlay of 1800

crorce.

3. On 13.03.2026, a High-Level Committee (HLC), under the Chairmanship of
Hon’ble Union Home Minister, approved Rs. 1,912.99 crore of additional Central
assistance from National Disaster Response Fund (NDRF) to a number of states affected
by flood, flash flood, cloudburst, cyclone ‘Montha’ landslides during year 2025.

4. Hon’ble Union Home Minister soft-launched four digital tools and formally
unveiled the mascots — “Pragati” (female) and “Vikas” (male) for Census-2027 in New
Delhi.

5. A meeting regarding activities of insurgent groups in Nagaland and of Indian
Insurgent Groups (11Gs) in Myanmar was held on 28.03.2026 under the chairmanship of
Union Home Minister.

6. A meeting under the chairmanship of the Hon’ble Union Home Minister was held
on 31%March 2026 to review NCRB’s Annual Statistical Reports, namely Crime in India-
2024, Accidental Deaths & Suicides in India-2024, and Prison Statistics-2024.

7. Union Home Secretary chaired the following meetings in the month of March,
2026:

(1)  On 09.03.2026, a meeting with the Registrars General of the High Courts

of Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Punjab & Haryana, Allahabad,
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Calcutta, and Madras, along with Central Project Coordinators, Additional
Secretaries (Home), Secretaries (Law), and Directors General of Police of
the concerned States/UTs, to discuss the pending notification of Draft
Model Rules.

(i)  On 19.03.2026, meeting of Sub-Committee of National Executive
Committee (SC-NEC) to consider the financial assistance for Tamil Nadu,
Himachal Pradesh, Uttrakhand, Punjab, Telangana and Tripura.

(i) On 23.03.2026, meeting of Sub-Committee of National Executive
Committee (SC-NEC) to consider the report of IMCT on damage caused
by Flash Flood/Flood, Landslides and Cyclone storm 'Montha' of 2025 in
Karnataka, Telangana and Sikkim.

(iv) On23.03.2026, a meeting with the Chief Secretary and other senior officer
of Jharkhand Government to review the implementation of Naveen Nyaya
Sanhitas in the State.

(v) On 23.03.2026, a meeting to review security of the tourist spot both open

and closed, etc. in Jammu and Kashmir.
(vi) On 24.03.2026, a meeting of Standing Finance Committee (SFC) for
appraisal of the proposal of the Govt. of Manipur regarding creation of

community assets in resettled villages/ habitations of IDPs in Manipur.
(vii) On 30.03.2026, meeting for Review of Model Home Guard Bill.

8. The Left Wing Extremism affected district covered under Security Related
Expenditure (SRE) scheme have been reviewed. As on date, there are no LWE affected
district in the country and hence SRE districts will have two categories only i.e. (i) District
of Concern-01 No. and (i1) Legacy & Thrust (L&T) Districts - 37 Nos.

9. Exhibitions on Nyaya Sanhitas were held in Odisha and Uttarakhand on 6™ and 7%
March 2026, respectively.

10. A special meeting of SRE Standing Committee was held on 05.03.2026 under the
chairmanship of Special Secretary (Internal Security) to consider the claims of the Govt.
of Manipur.

11. Keeping in view the ongoing conflict in the Gulf region which resulted in
disruption of international travel, Ministry of Home affairs on 06.03.2026, has decided to
extend the Visa / e-Visa for 30 days on gratis basis and to waive of overstay penalty for
foreigners stuck in India.
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12. For strengthening India’s internal security framework, Rashtriya Raksha
University (RRU) and the Sashastra Seema Bal (SSB) Academy, along with its training
establishments, signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) on 21.03.2026 to
affiliate and accredit specialized security courses.

13.  On 30.03.2026, Ministry of Home Affairs issued revised modalities for the
issuance of Regular Tourist Visa to the nationals of People’s Republic of China, China-
SAR Hongkong and China-SAR Macau, whereby, requisite amendment, in visa
conditions for Buddhist pilgrims & family members of Chinese diplomats, has been
carried out.

14. It has been decided to designate Alang, Bedi Bandar, Bhavnagar, Porbandar,
Hazira, Pipavav, Mandvi, Cuddalore, Nagapattinam, Tuticorn, Kakinada, Krishnapatnam,
Paradip and Dhamra Seaport Immigration Posts as an authorised IPs for entry of persons
holding e-Visa.

15. E-visa facilities have been operational at the several seaports from 19.03.2026, i.e.,
Alang (Gujarat), Bedi Bandar (Gujarat), Bhavnagar (Gujarat), Porbandar (Gujarat),
Hazira (Gujarat), Pipavav (Gujarat), Mandvi (Gujarat), Cuddalore (Tamil Nadu),
Nagapattinam (Tamil Nadu), Tuticorin (Tamil Nadu), Kakinada (Andhra Pradesh),
Krishnapatnam (Andhra Pradesh), Paradip (Odisha), and Dhamra (Odisha).

16. 16" Meeting of Monitoring Committee was held under the chairmanship of Joint
Secretary (NE) on 15.03.2026 in New Delhi to discuss the issues/ grievances relating to
racial discrimination faced by people of North East India.

17.  The Service Rules for DANICS & DANIPS are duly amended with the approval
of Competent Authority and notified in the Gazette of India on 23.03.2026.

18.  Ministry of Home Affairs conveyed its “No objection” for an extension of the JICA
Grant Agreement up to December 31, 2030.

19.  17.50 crore was approved for the Union Territory of the Andaman and Nicobar
Islands under Grant No. 49 of the MHA in the Revenue (Voted) section for pre-investment
activity of GNI project for the financial year 2025-26.
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20.  During the month of March, 2026, “Parakram Padak™ was awarded to the 07 police
personnel’s of states/UTs and CAPF’s/ CPOs.

21.  The President of India’s Police colour has been conveyed to the State Government
of Uttarakhand, Bihar, Goa, Meghalaya and Odisha on 30.03.2026.
