Major Achievements, significant Development and important events of Ministry of
Home Affairs during the month of April, 2026.

1. On 02.04.2026, the Delhi Jan Vishwas (Amendment of Provisions) Bill, 2026 (Bill
No. 02 0f 2026) has been assented by the Hon’ble President of India. The Bill amends the
following eight Acts:
(i)  Delhi Industrial Development, Operation and Maintenance Act, 2010;
(i)  Delhi Shops and Establishments Act, 1954;
(iti)  Delhi Electricity Reforms Act, 2000;
(iv) National Capital Territory of Delhi (Incredible India) Bed and Breakfast
Establishment (Registration and Regulation) Act, 2007,
(v)  Delhi Agricultural Produce Marketing (Regulation) Act, 1998;
(vi) Delhi Water Board Act, 1998;
(vii) Delhi Professional Colleges or Instituions (Prohibition of Capitation Fee,
Regulation of Admission, Fixation of Non-Exploitative Fee and Other
Measures to Ensure Equity and Excellence)Act, 2007;
(viii) Delhi Diploma Level Technical Education Institutions (Prohibition of
Capitation Fee, Regulation of Admission, Fixation of Non-Exploitative Fee
and other Measures to Ensure Equity and Excellence) Act, 2007.

2. On 17.04.2026, the Hon’ble President of India assented to the “The Madhya
Pradesh Madhyastham Adhikaran (Sanshodhan) Vidheyak, 2025.

3. On 09.04.2026, a meeting of High-Level Committee (HLC) was held under the
chairmanship of Hon’ble Union Home Minister to consider the proposals for grant of
additional assistance from National Disaster Response Fund (NDRF) for Flash
Flood/Flood, landslides and Cyclone storm “Montha” of 2025 in Karnataka, Telangana
and Sikkim.

4, The following meetings were held by Union Home Secretary in the month of April,
2026 :
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(i) On 02.04.2026, deliberation on comprehensive proposal comprising all 03
phases of earthquake mitigation programme and traditional knowledge of
seismic science.

(i)  On 02.04.2026, a meeting for effectiveness of SACHET platform and
reorientation of SACHET.

(i)  On 09.04.2026, a meeting to discuss the exposition of the Holy Relics of
Lord Buddha in the UT of Ladakh,

(iv) On 18.04.2026, a meeting with concerned stakeholders to review
preparedness of Shri Amarnathji Yatra, 2026. In the meeting, concerned
stakeholders were directed to take necessary action for conducting holy yatra
successfully.

(v) On27.04.2026, a meeting to review the security situation in Manipur.

5. The Census 2027, world's largest census exercise has begun. The Government of
India has commenced Phase-I of Census 2027 - House listing and Housing Census (HLO)
from 01.04.2026, marking the beginning of the country’s largest administrative and
statistical exercise. This is India’s first ever digital data capture and Self-Enumeration.
The national enumeration exercise was initiated with the enumeration of the Hon’ble
President of India, Smt. Droupadi Murmu, through the option of Self-Enumeration,
upholding the proud tradition of commencing the national count with the First Citizen of
India.

6. In view of the prevailing situation in the Gulf region, the Visa/ e-Visa and waive
of overstay penalty to foreigners stuck in India has been extended for a further period of
two months, beyond 06.04.2026.

7. At present, no district is affected with Left Wing Extremism (LWE). The 38

districts covered under the Security Related Expenditure Scheme (SRE) have been
classified into the following two categories as on 08.04.2026: -
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(i) ‘Legacy & Thrust’ (37 Districts): - There are districts which are now
completely free from Left Wing Extremism but to prevent the resurgence of
Left-Wing Extremism in these districts and to further strengthen the current
situation, development and security measures need to be continued for some
more time.

(i)  ‘Districts of Concern’ (01 District): - Districts where the violent activities of
Left-Wing Extremists have been controlled and their organizational structure
has been dismantled. Although these districts are now free of LWE, security
surveillance and developmental interventions will need to be continued for
some time to come.

8. On 08.04.2026, a meeting was held in NCRB with all the stakeholders regarding
implementation of ICJS 2.0 and Nyaya Sanhita.

9. Home Secretary addressed the National Conference on the theme of Judicial
Process Re-Engineering and digital transformation: Empowering the Justice System by
Reviewing the Past, Re-engineering by the e-Committee of the Supreme Court on
11.04.2026.

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14. Citizenship (Amendment) Rules, 2026 has been notified incorporating the
provisions for e-OCI registration and amending certain other rules regarding fees, dual
citizenship of minor child and certain forms.

15.  On 28.04.2026, the NCB made a major breakthrough in securing the return of
notorious drug trafficker Mohammad Salim Dola from Turkiye.

16. The Holy Relics of Lord Buddha, accompanied by the delegation was transferred
from New Delhi to Leh on 29.04.2026, as per the schedule for exposition.

17.  An Expert Session (Virtual Format) of the SCO Member States were held on
08.04.2026 and 29.04.2026 respectively to discuss the Draft Agenda point and related
issues for the forthcoming meeting of Ministers of Internal Affairs & Public Security of
the SCO Member States in Bishkek from 4-6 June, 2026. The Indian delegation for the
expert session on 29.04.2026 was led by Special Secretary (IS), MHA.,

18. 392 Protected Area Permit (PAP) applications were granted during the month of
April, 2026.

19. MHA has developed a criterion for deciding ranking of States/UTs based on their
monthly performance to motivate the States. The top 5 States /UTs during the month of
April, 2026 are Himachal Pradesh, Haryana, Kerala, Goa and Odisha The complete
ranking of States and UTs are available on the portal www.psara.gov.in.

20. NCRB undertook multiple initiatives relating to CCTNS 2.0, including integration
meetings for e-Prosecution, e-Prisons, e-Forensics, ALIS and Nyay Shruti, along with
coordination meetings with CISF, NCB and IVFRT authorities.

21. CCTNS/ICJS platforms continued nationwide operations covering police stations
and higher offices, with over 1.14 lakh crore searches conducted under ICJS and over 96

lakh citizen logins on Central Citizen Services Portal.

22. NCRB teams visited Ladakh and Madhya Pradesh for review, pilot testing and
training relating to CCTNS 2.0 and CrPI systems.
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23.  NCRB issued communications to States/UTs regarding ERSS 2.0 implementation
and registration of Zero FIR under Section 173 of BNSS, 2023, and shared weekly reports
on implementation of the new criminal laws with MHA.

24. Ason 30.04.2026, NAFIS database size reached 1,28,70,330 records with 1,27,040
records added during the month.
