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Major Achievements, significant Development and important events of Ministry
of Home Affairs during the month of May, 2026.

1. During an important high-level meeting held on 10.05.2026 in New Delhi,
Hon’ble Union Home Minister reviewed country's preparedness to deal with
potential floods and heat waves in a comprehensive manner.

2. Hon’ble Union Home Minister chaired a meeting held on 18.05.2026 in
Jagdalpur, Chhattisgarh to review the left-wing extremism, and also to inaugurate
the Shaheed Veer Gundadhur Seva Dera Jan Suvidha Kendra in Jagdalpur.

3. Hon’ble Union Home Minister also chaired the High Level 26" Central Zonal
Council meeting held on 19.05.2026 in Jagdalpur, which was attended by the
Chief Ministers of Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh and
Uttarakhand, along with senior officials from these member states and the Central
Government.

4. On 27.05.2026, Hon’ble Union Home Minister chaired a high-level security
review meeting in Bikaner, Rajasthan to comprehensively assess security-related
issues concerning the border districts along the India-Pakistan Border (IPB).

5. Hon’ble Union Home Minister virtually inaugurated women’s barracks at the
Sanchu Post of the Border Security Force (BSF) on 26.05.2026 and also
inaugurated two border outposts — G-7 and G-13; in Bhuj, Gujarat, on 29.05.2026.

6. On 30.05.2026, Hon’ble Union Home Minister chaired a security review meeting
in Bhuj, Gujarat, focusing on security-related issues concerning the border and
coastal districts of Gujarat situated along the India-Pakistan Border (IPB).

7. Bilateral Ministerial level meeting with General Luong Tam Quang, Minister of
Public Security of Vietnam and Gol Delegation led by Minister of State for Home
Affairs (Mr. Bandi Sanjay Kumar) was held on 06.05.2026.

The Narcotics Control Bureau (NCB), under Operation WHITE STRIKE,
uncovered a large transnational cocaine trafficking syndicate and seized
approximately 349 kilograms of high-grade cocaine valued at nearly 21,745 crore
in the illicit market from Mumbai and adjoining logistics corridor.

Annual Conference of Relief Commissioners/Secretaries Department of Disaster
Management of States/UTs to review the state of preparedness for South-West
Monsoon 2026- on 2nd May 2026 at NIDM, Rohini, New Delhi.

The Narcotics Control Bureau (NCB), under Operation RAGEPILL,unearthed an
international drug syndicate involved in the trafficking of Captagon, leading to
the seizure of approximately 227.7 Kgs. of Captagon Tablets/Powder and the
arrest of one overstaying Syrian national, who is a member of the syndicate.

The field operations for the Houselisting and Housing Census (HLO) under Phase
| of Census 2027 commenced in five States and Union Territories namely
Rajasthan, Meghalaya, Maharashtra, Jharkhand and Municipal Corporation of
Delhi (MCD) area in Delhi NCT as part of the ongoing nationwide Census
exercise.

On 7.05.2026, Registrar General and Census Commissioner of India (RG & CCI)
flagged off six awareness vans from Janganana Bhawan, New Delhi, as part of
the Census 2027 public outreach campaign in Delhi NCT for the ongoing first
phase of Census 2027, i.e., Houselisting and Housing Census (HLO).

Department related Parliamentary Standing Committee on Home Affairs visited
Jammu, Srinagar, Gulmarg, Sonmarg and Kargil from 11.05.2026 to 16.05.2026
for onspot assessment of Disaster Preparedness at Mata Vaishno Devi Temple,
onspot assessment of Security Situtation at the tourist place, Interacted with
representatives of J&K Police regarding law & order, Assessed Border Security
establishment & also interacted with respresentatives of Indian Army.

On 12.05.2026, Indian Cyber Crime Coordination Centre (14C) and Reserve
Bank Innovation Hub (RBIH) signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MoU)
to strengthen collaboration in combating cyber-enabled financial frauds and
curtailing mule accounts across the banking and digital payments ecosystem.

Schedule-1C of the Citizenship Rules, 2009, has been amended vide Ministry's
Gazette/S.O. No. 369(E), dated 18.05.2026. As per this amendment, applicants
applying under the CAA shall be required to submit details of their valid or
expired passports issued by Pakistan, Bangladesh, and Afghanistan.

Significant progress was achieved in the implementation of the Nyaya Sanhitas
and strengthening of the criminal justice system through a series of high-level
reviews chaired by Hon'ble Home Minister, Home Secretary and Secretary
(Justice). Meetings were held on Draft Model Rules, rollout of ICT applications,
ICJS implementation and digital transformation of the justice system, while D.O.
letters were issued to all States/UTs regarding implementation of the new criminal
laws.

The Meeting of the Sub-Committee of the High Powered Committee for the UT
of Ladakh was held on 22.05.2026.
