G.8.R. 699.—In exercise of the powers conferred by s=zclion f 1 i
terrltomes.{hawa)_ Act, 1950 (30 of 1950), the Ceniral governrgentz Y?ezre};;},rleeggll{c}g
to tlr}e Union territory of Manipur lhe Bombay Home Guards Act, 1947 (Bombay
Acl 3 of 1947), as at present in force in the State of Maharashtra, subject to the
following modifications, namely:—

Modifications

In the said Act,—
1. For the expression “State Government” wherever it occurs the expression

““Chief Commissioner” shall be substituted.

2. For the words “State of Maharashtra” wherever they occur except in the
preamble, the words “Union territory ol Manipur” shall be substituted.

3. iIn section 1, for sub-section (3) the following sub-section shall be substituted,
namely:—
“(3) It shall come into force at once.”

4. After section 1, the following section shall be inserted, namely:—
“Definitions—1A, In this Act, unless the context otherwise reguires—

(a) “Chief Commissioner” means fhe Chief Commissioner of the Union fer-
ritory of Manipur;
(b) “Official Gazette” means the Manipur Gazetie.”

5. In section 2,—
(i) in sub-section (1),—

(a) lor the words, figures and brackets “each of the areas specilied in
sub-section (3) of section 1| and for each of the areas notified under
the said sub-section (3)” the words “the Union territory of Mani-
pur” shall be substituted;

(b) the following proviso chall be added at the end, namely:—“Provided
that the Chief Commissioner may, by notification in the Official
Guazette, divide the Union territory of Manipur inte two Or more
areas and constitute such a volunteer body for each such area.”

(ii) sub-section (1A) shall be omitted;
(iii) in sub-section (2), for the word “shall” the word “may” shal we suhsti-
tuted;

(iv) for sub-section (3) the following sub-section

“Explanation.—Where the Commandant General, while exercising the
powers of the Commandant, passes any order under sub-section
(1) or sub-section (1A)—
(a) the avpeal from such ovder shall lie to the Chief Commissioner;
(b} for the purposes of sub-section (4), the power of revision in respect
of such order shall vest in the Chief Commissioner.”

11. Section 10 shall be omitted.

TEE BOMBAY HGME GUARDS ACT, 1047 AS EXTENDED TO THE UNION
TERRITORY CF MANIFPUR.

BonBay Acr No. III or 1847
An Act to provide for the consfitution of Home Guards.

whnereas it is expedient to provide a volunteer organisation for use in emer-~
gencies and for cther purposes in thz State of Bombay. It is hereby enacted as
foliows:—

1. Bhort title, exient and comumencement.—(l) This Act may be called the
Bombay Home Guards Act, 1947,

(2) It extends to the whole of the Union territory of Manipur.

(3) It shall come into force at once.

1A, Definitions.—In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,—

(a) “Chief Commissioner” means the Chief Commissioner of the Union
territory of Manipur;
(b) “Official Gazette” means the Manipur Guzette.

2. Constitution of Home Guards and appeointment of Commandant General and
Commandant, (1).—The Chief Commissioner shall constitute for the Union terri-
tory of Manipur a volunteer body called the Home Guards, the members of which
shall discharvge such functions and duties in relation fo the protection of persons.
the gecurity of property and the public safety as may be assigned to them in ac-
cordance with the provisions of this Act and the rules made thereunder.

Providad that the Chief Commissioner may, by notification in the Cficial
Gazette, divide the Union territory of Manipur into two or more areas and con-
stitute such a velunteer body for each such area,

(2) The Chief Commissioner may appoint a Commandant of each of the Homse
Guards constituted under sub-section (1).

(3) The Chief Commissioner shall appoint a Commandant General of the Home
Suards in whom ghall vest the general supervision and control of {he Home
Guards throushout the Union territory of Manipur and until a Commandant is
appointed under sub-section (2) the Commandant General may also exercise the

4. Appointment of members.—(1) BSubject to the approval of the Commandant
~eneral, the Commandant may appoint as members of the Home Guards such
auwmber of pereons. who are fit and willing to serve, as may from time te time
Se determined by the Chief Commissioner, and may appoint any such member tc
any office of command in the Home Guards.

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"-.‘_f {2) Natwithstanding anything contained in sub-section (1) the Commandant
General may, subject to the appreval of the Chief Commissioner, appoint any such
member to any post under his immediate control,

(3) X X X X X X

4. Tunctions and duties of members.—(1) The Commandant may at any time
call out a membher of the Home Guards for training or to discharge any of the
functions or duties assigned to the Home Cluards in accordance with the provisions
of this Act and the rules made thereunder,

(2) The Commandant General may in ap cmergency call out a member of the
Home Guards for training or o discharge any of the said funections op dutieg in

any part of the Union territery of Manipur,

5. Powers, protection and control—(1) A member of the Home Guards when
called out under section 4 shail have the same bowers, privileges and protection
as an officer of police appointed under any Act for the time being in force,

(2) No prosecution shall be instituted against a member of the Home Guards in
respect of anything done or purporting to be done by him in the discharge of his
functions or duties as such member except with the previous sanction of the Dis-
trict Magistrate.

6. Control by officers of police foree.—The members of the Home Guards when
talled out under section 4 in aid of the police force shall be undey the control of
the olficers ot the police foree in such manner and to such extent as may be pres-
cribed by rules made under section 8.

6A. Ceriificate, arms, ste. to be deliverved up by person ceasing to be member—
(1) Every person who for any reason ceases to be a member of the Home Guards
shall forthwith delivep up to the Commandant or to fuch person and at such place
as the Commandant may direct, hig certificate of appointment or of ollice and
the arms, accoutrements, clothing and other necessaries which have heen furnished
to him as such member.

(2) Any Magistrate, and for special reasons which shall be recorded in writing
at the time, any police ofticer not below the rank of gz Depury Superintendent of
Police may issue a warrant to search for and seize, wherever they may be found,
any certificate, arms, accoutrements, clothing or other necessaries not so delivered
up.  Wvery warrant so issued shall be executed in accordance with the provisions
of the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 (V of 1898) hy a police officer or if the
Magistrale or the police officer issuing the warrant so directs by any other person.

(8) Nothing in this section snall be (eemad o apply to any article which under
the orders of the Comimandant General has become the property of the person o
whom the same was turnished,

62, Punishiment of mesnbers for neglect of duty, ete.—(1) The Commandant
saall hove 2 authearity fo suspend, yveduce or dismiss or fine, 1o Al amount not
enceading dfty rupees, any memnber of the Home Guards, under his conleol, if such
member, without reasonuble o 15¢, on belng ealied out undey section 4 neglects or
retfuses fo obey such arder or to discharge his functions and duties @S a member

1

of Home Guards or to o any lawiul order or direction given to him for the
performance of his functions and dutizs or ig = Lilty of any brsach of discipline o=
1 mduet. The Commandant hall also have tha avthority to dismiss any mem-
ber of the Home Guards on the ground of conduct which has led to his conviction
o a criminal charge, The Commandant Cenaral shall have the lika aunthority in
respect ol any member of the Home Guards appointed to a pest undler his ismme-

digve conteol.
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no such order shall be passed by the Commandant General or the Commandant
unless the person concerned is Biven an opportunity to be heard in his defence.

‘(3) Any member of the Home Guards aggrieved by an order of the Command;
_:-xm may app_eal against such order to the Commandant General and any such
inember aggrieved by an order of the Commandant General may appeal against
such order to the Chief Commissioner, within thirty days of the date on which he
Was sgrvpd with notice of such order. The Commandant General or the Chiel
Comrnissioner, as the case may be, may pass such order as he thinks fit.

W The C(_Jmmandant General or the Chief Commissioner may at any time call
igr and examine the_record of any order passed by the Commandant or Command-
ar.": Gen_eral_ respectively, under sub-section (1) or (1A) for the purpose of satis-
fying himsell as to the legality or propriety of such order passed DY the Com-
mandant or the Commandant General, as the case may he, and may pass such

order with reference thereto as he thinks fit.

(5) Every order if no appeal is made therefrom as hersinbefore provided and
every order passed in appeal or revision under this section shall be final.

‘ (6) ﬂn_}r ine imposed U_Lnder this section may be recovered in the manner pro-
vided by the Code of Criminal Proc dure, 1898 (V of 1898), for the recovery of fines
imposed by a Court as if such fine were impeosed by a Court.

. (7) Any pgnjshm_ept inficted on a member, of the Home Guards under this sec-
tion shall be in addition to the penalty to which such member is liable under sec-

vion T or any ofher law for the time being in force.

E;rplmmaion.——Where the Commandant General while exercising the powers of

the Commandant, passes any oider under sub-secfion (1) or sub-section (1A)—
{a) the appeal [rom such order shall lie to the Chief Cominissioner;

(b) for the purposes of sub-section (4), the power of revision in respect of
sucn order shall vest in the Chief Comimissioner.

7. Penalty.—(1) If any member of the Home Guards, on being called out under
section 4, without reasonable excuse neglects or reiuses to obey such order, or to
Ajscharge his functions as a member of the Home Guards, or to obey any lawiul
order or direction given to him for the performance of his duties, hz shai?, on
conviction, be punishable with simple imprisonment for a term which may exten

i5 tnree months or with fine which may extend to two hundred and fifty rupees

or with both.

(1A) If any member of the Home Guards wiltully neglects or refuses to deliver

3 member of the Home Guards shall not be disqualified
for being chosen as, and for being, a member of any local authority mervely by
reason of the fact that he is a member of the Home Guards.
