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Outcome of the Screening process for appointment on Compassionate
Grounds in MHA (P)

This is regarding filling up of 02 vacancies in MHA (P) under compassionate
appointment quota for the year 2022. Th this regard, a total of 07 applications were
received in this Ministry and the applications were assessed as per the relevant
guidelines of DoP&T and on the basis of point-based merit scheme (100 points)
formulated by this Ministry. The point based merit scheme is based on parameters
like family pension, terminal benefits, leftover service, annual income,
movable/immovable property, number of dependents of the deceased Govt.
employée etc.

2. In the First Stage, the applicants were awarded points on the basis of
information furnished by them in their compassionate appointment proformas/
applications and the information available in the official records. Thereafter, the
Screening Committee for compassionate appointment recommended on spot-
verification in respect of ail 07 candidates. Points awarded to the candidates and
other relevant remarks, at this stage, may be seen at Annexure-I.

3. In the Second Stage, after the completion of the exercise of on spot-
verification the Committee again considered each application on the basis of
following parameters:

1. Information submitted by the family in their individual applications.

il. Information gathered and contained in the spot vérification report.

1. Additional information/ documents sought from the families/ candidates.

4. Accordingly, points/relevant remarks of the applicants were awarded which

may be seen at Annexure-11. The above details are uploaded on the website of
Ministry of Home Affairs in accordance with the provisions contained in DoP&T’s
OM No. 14014/1/2022-Estt.(D) dated 02.08.2022.
