Padma Awards have been announced on the occasion of
Republic Day, 2020. This year the President has approved
conferment of 141Padma Awards

2. 0On 02.01.2020, Union Home Minister laid the foundation stone of
NDRF Academy and dedicated the new campus of National Fire Service
College (NFSC) at Nagpur to the nation.

3. A historic agreement between Government of India,
Government of Assam and Bodo representatives was signed on
27.1.2020 in New Delhi, to end the over 50-year old Bodo crisis.

4. On 6™ January, 2020 High Level Committee meeting was held under
the Chairmanship of Union Home Minister. Central Assistance of
Rs. 5908.56 crore to the States of Assam, Himachal Pradesh, Karnataka,
Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh, Tripura and Uttar Pradesh for
Flood/Landslides/Cloudburst of 2019, was approved.

5.  Meeting of the Consultative Committee of Ministry of Home

6. In order to bring uniformity in the adoption of communication
equipment, the National Communication Standard 2020 has been released
by Union Minister of State for Home Affairs on 20.01.2020.

7. On 20" January, 2020 , Union Home Secretary held the meeting of
the Sub-Committee of National Executive Committee (SC-NEC) to consider
the report of Inter-Ministerial Central Teams on floods/landslides of 2019
in Kerala and Rajasthan.

8. On 16" January, 2020, a meeting between US Delegation led by Mr.
Mathew Pottinger, Deputy NSA, US National Security Council and
Government of India Delegation led by Union Home Secretary was held
in New Delhi.

9. 3 meeting of the Joint Steering Committee and the Joint Working
Groups between India and Israel was held from 14-16 January, 2020 in
Israel.

10. Mutual Legal Assistance Treaty (MLAT) in Criminal Matters
between India and Brazil has been signed on 25.01.2020 in New Delhi
during the VVIP visit of President of Federative Republic of Brazil to
India.



11. The proposal for "Development of infrastructure for 47 Nos. New
Border Out Posts (BOPs) and 12 Nos. staging camps" for Indo -Tibetan
Border Police was approved on 08.01.2020.

12. 1042 Officers/Personnel from the State /UTs /CAPFs were given
Gallantry / Service Medals award on the occasion of Republic Day, 2020.

13. Sanction has been issued for creation of 119 posts in CISF.

14. Total Number of 152 Coys of CAPFs were deployed in various States
Karnataka, Arunachal Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh, Delhi, Meghalaya,
Telangana, Manipur, Assam, Tripura, Gujarat, Jharkhand and Bihar
for law & order duty.

15. 190 Coys of CAPFs/SAPs/IR Bns have been ordered for
deployment in NCT of Delhi for Assembly Election 2020.

16. An amount of Rs. 171.46 Crore has been sanctioned to CAPFs for
infrastructure development.

17.  An amount of Rs. 2.1 crore has been sanctioned as Ex-gratia
Compensation to the NOKs of CAPFs, in 9 cases, during the month.

18. President's HG & CD Medal for Distinguished Service,
President's Fire Service Medal for Gallantry, President's Fire Service Medal
for Distinguished Service, Fire Service Medal for Meritorious Service award
were distributed to 153 Officers/personnel of Fire Service, Home Guards
and Civil Defence.

19. In January, 2020 sanction for prosecution for filing the charge sheet
against 28 accused persons was accorded in accordance with section
45(1) of Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967 and sections 188
and 196 of CrPc.

20. During the month, an amount of Rs.34.688 crore has been released
to the State Government of Uttar Pradesh under Border Area
Development Programme (BADP).
