Ministry of Home Affairs-Major Achievements, significant
Development and important events for the month of May, 2019.

The President of India gave assent to 7 State Bills namely, The Tamil
Nadu Forest (Amendment) Bill, 2017; The Criminal Law (Tripura
Amendment) Bill, 2018; The Andhra Pradesh Maritime Board Bill,
2018; The Code of Criminal Procedure (Andhra Pradesh Amendment)
Bill, 2018; The Rajasthan Apartment Ownership Bill, 2015; The
Bengal, Agra and Assam Civil Courts (Jharkhand Amendment) Bill,
2018 and The Dowry Prohibition (Bihar Amendment) (Repeal) Bill,
2018.

2. Union Home Secretary held a meeting of the Development
Investment Board on 6.5.2019 for appraisal of the Project
regarding creation of IT Automation of Foreigner Tribunal (FTs) by
developing e-FT application for detection, detention and deportation of
illegal migrants.

3. Union Home Secretary wrote to the Chief Secretaries of Andhra
Pradesh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Madhya Pradesh,
Maharashtra, Odisha and Telangana to set up a formal arrangement to
enquire into the incidents resulting in security forces/political
casualties that occur due to avoidable oversight.

4. Approval for setting up 400 additional Foreigners Tribunals in
Assam was granted to Government of Assam on 13.5.2019.

S. The Consultant Group (CG) meeting of Global Facility for Disaster
Reduction and Recovery (GFDRR) of the 6th Session of the Global
Platform for Disaster Risk Reduction (GPDRR) 2019 was held in
Geneva on 14.05.2019. In the meeting, India has been unanimously
chosen to co-chair Consultative Group (CG) of Global Facility of
Disaster Reduction and Recovery (GFDRR) for fiscal year 2020.

6. Jamaat-ul-Mujhahideen Bangladesh or Jamaat-ul-Mujhahideen
India or Jamaat-ul-Mujhahideen Hindustan and all its manifestations'
have been listed as terrorist organization involved in terrorism, in the
First Schedule to the Unlawful Activities (Prevention) Act, 1967

7. Sanction for prosecution for filling the charge sheet against 12
accused persons was accorded under the Unlawful Activities
(Prevention) Act, 1967 for terrorist and anti-national activities.

8. The adjudication report of the UAPA Tribunal regarding
declaration of NLFT and ATTF and Metei Organizations of Manipur as
Unlawful Association has been published in the Gazette of India.




9. A meeting was held on 30.5.2019 with officers of Nehru Yuva
Kendra Sangathan and CAPFs to discuss the proposal for 12th Tribal
Youth Exchange Program (TYEP) under Media Plan scheme.

10. 04 Advisories were issued to the State Government/ CAPFs to
sensitize them on activities of Left Wing Extremists in the LWE affected

arcas.

11. During the month, Narcotics Control Bureau seized large
quantities of heroin, ganja, opium, cocaine and other narcotics and
arrested 91 persons including 7 foreign nationals in connection with
drugs trafficking.

12. An amount of Rs 765.29 crore has been sanctioned for
development of infrastructure to the CAPFs.

13. Sanctions have been issued for creation of 5524 posts in CISF
during the month.

14. A total of 233.38 km of Indo Nepal Border Roads were completed till
the end of May, 2019.

15. Devi Ahilya Bai Holkar Airport, Indore has been notified as an
authorized Immigration Check Post.(ICP) on 27.5.2019.

16. In pursuance of Supreme Court's Order dated 14.03.2019, I held a
meeting on 16.05.2019 with the Chief Secretaries of Bihar and
Jharkhand to discuss the issues of apportionment of pension liabilities
between the two States.
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
