Myanmar.

la above three districts, 24 incidents of violence have been perpetrated by the UG outfits from 15.10.2015
0 31.3.2016 in which 03 persons  have been killed and 24 UG cadres (NSCN/R-11. NSCIN/K-5,
NSCN/IM-4, NSCN/NK-3, APDYPF-1} have been arrcsted tn Counter Insurgency Operations.

Now. therefore, Tirap, Changlang and Longding districts in Arunachai Pradesh and the areas falling

within the jurisdiction of tie following police stations in the districts of Arunachal Pradesh, bordering the State of
Assam, are declared as *disturbed avea’ under Section 3 of the Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act. 1938 for six months
