5.0. 869.—Whereas the Central Government in exercise of powers conferred by Section 3 of the
Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act, 1958 (28 of 1958) had declared the entire State of Assam as
‘disturbed area’ with effect from 04.11.2014 vide Notification S.0. 2818(E) dated 4.11.2014.

And whereas the Central Government in exercise of powers conferred by Section 3 of the aforesaid
Act had also declared, besides other areas, the areas falling with 20 km wide belt in the State of Arunachal
Pradesh and Meghalaya along their border with the State of Assam as ‘disturbed area’.

Whereas Tirap, Changlang and Longding districts of Arunachal Pradesh were declared as disturbed
areas under Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act, 1958, vide Notification No. 2563(E), dated 30.9.2014.

And whereas a further review of the Law and order situation in entire districts in Arunachal
Pradesh bordering Assam indicates the following;

1)  The Law and order sifuation in all the districts in the State of Arunachal Pradesh bordering Assam
has continued to be a matter of concern due to the violent incident by underground outfits;

ii) There is presence of NDFB(S), NSCN{I/M), NSCN(K), ULFA(I), KLO, MPLF, along with the
Assam-Arunachal border and KYKL, UNLF, PLA and KCP are helping NDFB(S), ULFA(I} and
K1.O for movement of men, material, infiltration and exfiltration;

iii) The NDFB(S) have now set up their General Head quarter and training camp in Taga, Myanmar
and are reportedly contemplating to find out a new route for arms transshipment from Myanmar
via Changlang district of Arunachal Pradesh;

iv) The geographical terrain of Arunachal Pradesh puts the militants in advantageous position and is
used by the underground outfits as their safe heaven;
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v)  The left wing extremism though silently trying to infiltrate into the State as it is found to be mostly |
active in areas of Dhemaji and Tinsukia districts bordering with Lower Dibang Valley and Lohit '
district of Arunachal Pradesh,

* Now, therefore, in supersession of notifications dated 4.11.2014 and 30.9.2014, to the extent only
in relation to the Arunachal Pradesh, all the districts in the State of Arunachal Pradesh, including
Tirap, Changlang and Longding districts in the State, bordering the State of Assam are declared as
‘disturbed area’ under Section 3 of the Armed Forces (Special Powers) Act, 1958 upto one year from
the date of publication of this Notification, unless withdrawn earlier.
